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WQQ-USING INWSTRIRS IN CANADA, 1939. 

Ottawa, May, 1941. - Sawmills and 
pulp-mifls d.raw their raw material directly from 
the forest in the form of logs and pulpwood, and 
produce sawn lunber, other sawmill products, and 
pulp and paper. There are also a number of 
important industries which use the products of 
the sawmills as raw material for further manu-
facture. Some of them produce comaodtties made 
qlmost entirely of wood, others manufacture 
rtieles in which wood is the most important 

component. These several industries are known 
as the "Wood-Using Industries" and are dealt 
with in the present report. Together with the 
lumber industry, the pulp and paper industry, 
and the paper-using industries, they fore the 
'Wood and Paper' group, according to the chief 
component material classification of the Inthis-
trial Census.

In subdividing the different woo d-
using industries into the fifteen groups des-
cribed, in this bulletin, the classification 
has been based on the principal product 
reported by each indJ.vithial fire. If a 
manufacturer's Output consists chiefly of 
sashes, doors, and planing mill products, his 
operations are grouped with planing mills, 
although he may also report the production of 
furniture, boxes and wood.enwere as stile lines 
or by-products. Similarly an establishment 
specializing in woocienware will be classed, as 
'ch, although it may also produce sashes, 
bors and boxes as side lines. The statistics 
f each group of industries as discussed in 

tie report should be considered with this 
fact in view. However, in Table 11 all the 

oducts of the wood-using industries are 
combined and arranged in alphabetical order 
for convenient reference. In this table are 
listed mattresses, bed springs and other 
products in which wood is not the chief 
component material but which have been 
produced as side lines in wood-using industries. 
Complete figures for the production of any one 
individual coeniodity by all classes of thd.us-. 
tries can be secured on application to the 
Bureau. where a central card index compilation 
of commodity production is maintained.

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Total production in the wood-using 
industries In Canada during 1939  reached a 
value of $87, 1e142,360, an increase of almost 
seven million dollars over the output of 
$80,397,651 reported in 1938. The 1 ,573 
establishments engaged in this line of 
manufacture represented a capital investment 
of $99,777,726 and gave employment to an 
average of 31.303 employees. The cost of 
materials used in these industries amounted 
to $142,232,705, as against $39,0143,315 in 
1938, and the value added by manufacture was 
$ 143,561 ,693, as compared with $39,7147,208 in 
1938. 

With 721 plants, Ontario accounted 
for 145.9 per cent of the total production in 
1939. The 628 establishments in quebec pro 
duced 25.14  per cent. In British Columbia, 195 
plants produced 114.7 per cent, followed by 
Manitoba's $3 plants with 3.8 per cent and 
Alberta's 149 establishments with 3.1 per cent. 
There were 107 plants in Nova Scotia, 53 in 
New Brunswick, 214  in $askatchewan and 10 in 
Prince Xdward. Island, accounting for 3.1 per 
cent, 2.9 per cent, 0.5 per cent and 0.2 per 
cent respectively.

Capital engaged in plants in oper-
atjon during 1939  amounted to $99,777,726, an 
increase of 14.3 per cent over the 895,697, 14142 
reported in the previous year. Lands, 
buildings, fixtures, machinery and other 
equipment were worth $53,022,132;  materials 
on hand, stocks in process, finished, products, 
fuel and miscellaneous supplies on hand, 
$25, 159, 022 ; and operating capital (cask, 
bills and accounts receivable, prepaid 
expenses, etc.), $21,596,572. The greatest 
investment was in the sash and door and mill-
work group at $31,079,252  or 31.1 per cent of 
the total for all wood-using industries; 
$27,923,372 or 28 per cent was invested in 
the furniture industry; $13,652 , 107 or 13.7 
per cent in miscellaneous wood-using induatrie 
$8,30,867 or 9.14 per cent in boxes, baskets 
and crates; and smaller percentages in the 
other industries. Ontario with 149.3 per cent 
of the total for Canada had the highest 
Investment at $ 49, 169,579, of which $214,5714, 
127 was invested in lands, buildings and 
machinery. quebec was next with $214,1$1, 1457. 
In British Columbia the eapital was $12,257,-
652; in Manitoba, $3,691,317;  in Nova Scotia, 
$3,1459,3614; in New Brunswick, $3,089,363; in 
Alberta, $2,677,945;  and in Saskatchewan, 
$875, 262 . Prince Edward. Island reported. the 
lowest investment at $375,887.

This gives employment for 
the year on a quantity basis in terms of man-
years. The employmont figures given in this 
report, therefore, represent the number of 
years' work for an in&tvldual furnished by the 
industry rather than the number of 1.nd.ividnals 
given employment. 

The average employment in the wood.-
using industries was 31,303  man-years or 2.3 
per cent more than the previous year. Salaries 
and wages in Canada for the entiregroup of 
wood-using industries totalled $28 363,615, 
as against $26,9814,592 in 1938. Imployment 
in Ontario amounted. to 114,555 manyears with 
a total pay-roll of $13,652,2514.  Quebec to 
9,0141 man-years at $7,4614,592 in salaries 
and wages, and British Columbia to 3,1468 
at $3,7147,910.  The furniture industry ranked 
first in employment at 10,572, sashes, doors 
and mill-work came second with 8,160, and 
boxes, baskets and crates third with 3,737. 

Working hours varied considerably 
in each industry and in each province. In 
the wood.-.using industries as a whole, 17.8 
per cent worked 1414  hours per weak, 15.9 par 
cent from 145 to 47 hours, 114.9 per cent 14$ 
hours, 11.7 per cent 55 hours, 10.6 per cent 
from 56 to Gil. hours, 9.1 per cent from 149  to 
50 hours, 8.3 per cent from 51 to 514  bourn, 
6.7 per cent from 31 to 143 hour., 2.9 per 
cent 30 hours or less, and 2.1 per cent 65 
hours and over per week. Psp1oyment in these 
industries in 1939  rose steadily from 23,310  
in January to 28,017 in October and than 
declined gradually to 26,362 in December. 

Total power equipment in the wood-
using industries in 1939 amounted to 1214,506 
H.P., as compared with 126,7146  in  1938.  Of 
the total for 1939, 95.6 per cent was ordi.n-
arily in use and 14.14 per cent in reserve or 
idle. Of the equipment ordinarily in use, 
59.1 per cent was provided by electric motors 
on current purchased from central electric 
stations and amounted to 70,1420 H.P.; the re-
matador, which was primary power generated by 
power plants within the industry, amounted to 
148,653 H.P. of which 37,2514  H.P., provided by 
steam engines, 1,659  H.P. by diesel engines, 
14,2140 H.P. by gasoline, gas and oil engines 
(other than diesel) and 5,510 H.P. by hydrau-
lie turbines or water wheels. In addition 
there were ordinarily In use 1,2149 electric 
motors rated. at 10,761 H.P. operated by 
generated power and 6014 boilers rated at 
57, 14 52 H.P.

$727,123 in 1939. A total of 55,761 tons 
of bituminous coal valued at $352,623, mill-
waste at $103,016, sawdust and shavings at 
$73,014, eordwood at $68,301,  fuel oil at 
$3, 063 and gasoline at $33,1425 were among 
the more important itens. The cost of fuel 
in Ontario amounted. to $3I6,99$, and in 
ueboc to $2014,517. The furniture industry 

showed, the greatest consumption of fuel with 
& total expenditure of $288,276. Fiel used 
in the gash, door and mill-wozic industry 
amounted to $134,564; and in miscellaneous 
wood.-u.ing industries to $124,219. 

In 1939 the wood.-ueing industries 
purchased 119,000,797 kilowatt-hours of 
•i•otrte ener, an increase of 5.5 per cent 
over the previous year's consumption of 146,_ 
11349,11414 kilowatt-hours. The cost of this 
electricity in 1939 amounted. to $920,839 of 
which $386 , 14S5 was spent in Ontario and 
$239,667 in Quebec. The sash, door and 
planing utile alone used over 19 million 
kilowatt-hours at a cost of $366,957. 

The raw materials used in the wood-
using industries in 1939 cost $142,232,706,  as 
afnst $39,0343,315  in 193$  and formed. 48.3 
per sent of the total value of finished pro-
ducts in 1939. 

Lumber and logs used in the wood-
using industries as a group totalled 776,057 
31 ft.b.m. valued at $20,6141,706, of which 
573,5112 31 ft.b... or 73.9 per cent of the 
total quantity, valued, at $13,1456,2141,  was 
softwood and 202,515  31 ft.b.a., or 26.1 per 
cent, valued at $7,185,1465  was hardwood. Sash 
and door factories and planing mills recorded 
the greatest consumption of lumber among the 
wood-using industries with a total  of 3514,627 
31 ft.b.m. of softwood valued at $8,573,920 and. 
31,725 K ft.b.n. of hardwood valued at 31,3 1439-
910, and the box, basket and crate industry 
ranked second with a total of 163,676 31 ft.b.m. 
valued at $2, 901,5614. The furnitur, industry 
used 62,557 31 ft.b.m. of hardwood., valued at 
$2,3 341 ,855, and  16,9144  31, ft.b.m. of softwood, 
'valued at 31157,009. In addition, furniture 
frames valued at $14311,193 were purchased.. Lus-
b.r was purchased to the amount of 57,228 31 
ft.b.n. , mlued at $1,882,526, in the hardwood 
flooring industry, hardwood accounting for 
50,4M 31 ft.b.m. valued. at $1,705,692. Bolts 
used in the wood..uaing industries amounted, to 
119,891 cords and were valued at $370,003 during 
the year.

Their 
cost value aggregated. $888,839,  of which 
$322,659 or  36.3 per cent represented the 
falue of tight staves; $258,176 or 29 per 
ent the value of slack  staves; $140,935 or 

15.9 per cent the value of slack heading; 
$120,137 or 13.5 per cent the value of tight 
aeadtng; and $46,952 or 5.3 per cent the 
value of wooden hoops. Barrels for repairing 
rr remaking valued at $63, 101  were also 
purchased in this industry. The purchase of 
hubs, spokes, bent goods, etc., reported by 
the carriage, sleigh and vehicle supply 
industry totalled *6,639. Blocks, blanks, 
squares and other wood valued. at $7714,708 
were used in the various industries, pninci-
pally in the handles, spools and woodturning, 
1ast, trees and wooden shoefindings and 
furniture industries • The purchase of all 
other materials including timber, etc. for 
preservation, such as piling, poets, poise, 
ties, etc., amounted to $17,203,891. 

Production in the woodnaing indus-
tries of Canada reached the value of $87,4 42,-
360 in 1939, showing an increase of 8.8 per 
eant over the corresponding figure of $80,-
397,651 recorded. in 1939. The most important 
class of products on the list was sashes, 
doors and miU.-work which were sold to the 
amount of $11,106,I11, followed by upholstered 
living-room furniture at $6,105,213.
