Ottawa, Septe2ber, 1942. - Sawmills and 
pulp-mills d.raw their raw material directly 
from the forest in the form of loge and pulp-
wood., and produce sawn lumber, other sawmill 
products, and pulp and paper. There are also 
a number of important industries which use the 
products of the sawmills as raw material for 
farther manufacture. Some of them produce 
commodities made almost entirely of wood, 
others manufacture articles in which wood is 
the most important component. These several 
industries are known as the "Wood-Using md-
ustries" and are dealt with in the present re-
port. Together with the lumber industry, the 
pulp and paper industry, and the paper-using 
industries, they form the 'Wood and Paper" 
group, according to the chief component mat-
erial classification of the Industrial Census. 

In subdividing the different wood-using 
industries into the fifteen groups described 
in this bulletin, the classification has been 
based on the principal product reported by 
each individual firm. If a manufacturerts 
output consists chiefly of sashes, doors and 
planing mill products, his operations are 
grouped with planing mills, nJ. though he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodenware as side lines or by-products. 
Similarly, an establishment specializing in 
woodenware will be classed as such, although 
it may also produce sashes, doors and boxes as 
side lines. The statistics of each group of 
industries as discussed in this report should 
be considered with this fact in view. However, 
in Tablo 11 all the products of the wood-using 
industries are combined and arranged in alpha-. 
beticol order for convenient referenc. In 
this table are listed mattresses, bed springs 
and other products in which wood is not the 
chief component material but which have been 
produced as side lines in wood-using indus-
tries. Complete figures for the production of 
any one individual commodity by all classes of 
industries can be secured on application to 
the Bureau, where a central card index compi-
lation of commodity productIon is maintained..

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Total production in the wood-using mci-
ustries in Canada during 1940 reached a value 
of $113,918,381, an increase of over twenty-
six million dollars over the output of 87,-
442,360 reported in 1939. The 1,861 estab-
lishments engaged in this line of ranufacture 
represented a capital investment of $106,761,-
146 and gave employment to an average  of 35,-
547 employees. The cost of naterials used in 
these industries amounted to $57,053,637, as 
against $2,232,705 in 1939, and the value 
added by manufacture was $54,892,521, as corn-. 
pared with $3,561,693 in 1939. 

With 713 plants, Ontario accounted for 
45.8 per cent of the total production in 1940. 
The 628 establishments in QUebee produced 25.2 
per cent. In British Columbia, 3)1 plants 
produced 15.5 per cent, followed by Manitoba's 
86 plants with 3.5 per cent and Alberta's 51 
establishments with 3.2 per cent. There were 
t. plants in Nova Scotia, 49 in New Brunswick, 
25 in Saskatchewan and 7 in Prince mward. 
Island., accounting for 2.5 per cent, 2.8 per 
cent, 1.3 per cent and 0.2 per cent respect-
ively. 

Capital engaged in plants in operation 
during 1939 amounted to $106,761,146, an in, 
crease of 6.9 per cent over the $99,777,726 
reported in the previous year. Lands, build-
ings, fixtures, machinery and other equipment 
were worth $53,662,966; materials on hand, 
stocks in process, finished products, fuel and 
miscellaneous supplies an hand., $26,113,879; 
and operating capital (cash, bills and ac-
counts receivable, prepaid expenses, etc.).

This gives empioyaemt  for 
the year on a quantity basis in terms of man-
years. The employment figures given in this 
report, therefore, represedt the number of 
years' work for an individuel furnished by the 
industry rather than the number of indivSduale 
given employment. 

The average employment in the wood-using 
industries was 35,547 man-years in 1940, an 
increase of 13.6 per cent ovcr the previous 
year. Salaries and wages in Canada for the 
entire group of wood-using industries totalled 
$34,570,090, as against $28,363,615 in 1939. 
np1oyment in Ontario amounted to 16,283 man-

years, with a total payroll of $16,452,939; in 
quebec to 10,115 man-years at $8,847,546 in 
salaries and wages; and in British Columbia 
to 4,480 man-years at 5,114,947. The furn-
iture industry ranked first in employment with 
11.541, sashes, doors and mill-work came sec-
ond. with 9,841, and boxes, ba.kpts and crates 
third with 4,216. 

Working hours varied considerably in each 
industry and in each province. In the wood-
using industries as a whole, 21.7 per cent 
worked from 56 to 64 hours per week, 11.4 per 
cent from 51 to 54 hours, 11.3 per cent 55 
hours, 11.2 per cent 48 hours, 9.8 per cent 
from 45 to 47 hours. 9.8 per cent 44 hours, 
7.9 per cent from 49 to 50 hours, 7.7 per cent 
65 hours and over, 5.6 per cent from 31 to 43 
hours, and 3.6 per cent 30 hours or less per 
week. Wployment in these industries in 1940 
rose steadily from 26,065 in January to 33,247 
in October and then declined gradually to 30,-
683 in December. 

Total power equipment in the wood-using 
industries in 1940 amounted to 127,686 H.P., 
as compared with 124.506 H.P. in 1939. Of the 
total for 1940, 95.3 per cent was ordinarily 
in use and 4.7 per cent in reserve or idle. 
Of the equipment ordinarily in use, 60 per 
cent was provided by electric motors on oar-
rent pirchased from central electric stations 
and amounted to 72,981 H.P.; the remainder, 
which was primary power generated by power 
plants within the industry, amounted to 48,bb6 
H.P. of which 36,360 H.P. urovided by steam 
engines, 2,244 H.P. by diesel, engines, 4,741 
H.P. by gauoline, gas ana oil engines (other 
than diesel) and 5.311 H.P. by hydraulic tur-
bines or water wheels. In addition there were 
ortlnariiy in use 1.360 electric motors rated. 
at 11,288 H.P. operated by generated power and 
613 boilers rated at 58,489 H.P.

The most important class of 
products on the list was sashes, doors and 
mill-work which were eold to the amount of 
$15, 418 ,359 , followed by upholstered living- 
room furniture at $7,855,666. 	Planed lumber
