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WOLDLUETNG INDUSTRIES IN CANADA, 1941,

Ottewa, August, 1943, - Sawmills and
pulp-mills draw their raw material directly
from the forest in the form of logs and pulp-
wood, and produce sawn lumber, other sawmill
products, and pulp and paper. There are also
a number of important industries which use the
products of the sawmills as raw material for
further manufacture, Some of them produce
commodities made almost entirely of wood,
others manufacture articles in which wood 1is
the most important component. These several
industries are known as the "Weod-Using Ind-
ustries” and are deslt with in the present re-
port. Together with the lumber industry, the
pulp and paper industry, and the paper-using
industries, they form the "Wood and Paper"
group, eaccording to the chief component mat-
erial classification of the Industrial Census.

In subdividing the different wood-using
industries into the fifteen groups desacribed
in this bulletin, the classification has been
based on the principal product reported bY
cach individual fimm, If a manufacturer's
output consists chiefly of sashes, doors and
planing mill products, his operations are
grouped with planing mille, although he may
also report the production of furniture, boxes
and woodenware as side lines or by-products.
Similarly, an establishment specializing in
wodenware will be classed a8 such, although
it may also produce sashes, doors and boxes as
aide lines, The statistios of each group of
induatries ss discussed in this report should
Bbo considered with this fact in view, However,
in Table 11 ell the products of the wood-using
industries are combined and arranged in alpha-
betical order for convenient Teference, In
this table are listed mettresses, bed springs
and other products in which wood 48 not the
chief component material but which have been
produced as side lines in wood-using indus-
tries. Complete figures for the production of
any one individual commodity by all classes of
industries cen be secured on applicetion to
the Bureau, where a central card index compi-
lation of commodity production is maintained.

INDUSTRIES UTILISANT LE BOIS AU CANADA, 1941.

Ottawa, aolit 1943, - Les s8cieries et les
pulperies tirent leurs matidres premidres directe-
ment de le foret, sous forme de billots et bois a
pulpe, et produisent du bois de sciage, de la pulpe
et du papler. Mais 11 existe bon nombre d'autres
industries importantes qui travaillent et transfor-
ment les produits des scieries; certaines d'entre
elles produisent des articles entiérement en bois;
d'autres, des objets dans lesguels le bois joue le
role essentiel. Ces industries s'appellent "Indus-
tries utilisant le bois" et forment l'objet du pré-
sent rapport. Avec l'industrie du sciage, 1'indus-
trie de la pulpe et du papier, et 1les 4industries
utilisant le papier, elles forment le groupe "Bois
et papier", selon la classification d'apres 1la
principale matiére constituante, en usage au Recen-
sement Industriel.

Dans la subdivigion des différentes industries
utilisant le bois en quinze groupes décrite dans ce
bulletin, 1la classification est basée sur le pro-
duit principal déclaré par chaque établissement in-
dividuel. Si les chassis, les portes et le bois
raboté sont les produits principaux d'une manufac-
ture, ces opérations sont placées 8ous l'en-tate
"ateliers de rabotage", bien que le méme établiase-
ment puisse aussi déclarer une production de meu-
bles, boites et autres articles en boils comme & cb-
té ou produits secondaires. De méme, un établisse-
ment se gpécialisant en ustensiles en bois est
classé comme tel, bien qu'il produlse aussi des
chéseis, portes, boltes et autres menus objets.
C'est un point gqu'il ne faut pas oublier en étudi-
ant les statistiques de chaque industrie dont trai-
te ce rapport. Toutefois, dans le Tableau 11, tous
les produits des industries utilisant le bois ont
été combinés et sont présentés par ordre alphabéti-
que en anglais, avec la traduction frangaise en re-
gard, On trouve dans cette liste des matelas, des
sommiers et autres produits dans lesquels le bols
n'est pes la principale matidre, mais qui sont tout
de méme sortis des industries utilisant le bois.
On peut se procurer les chiffres complets sur la
production de tout article distinct sur demande au
Bureau, ol i1 est gardé un fichier de toute la pro-
duction du pays.



Total production in the wood-using ind-
ustries in Canada during 1941 reached s value
of $150,443,162, an increass of over thirty-
sir million dollars over the output of 3113,-
918,381 reported in 1940, The 1,969 estab-
lishments engaged in this line of manufacture
represented a capital investment of $113,088,-
898 and geve employment to an average of 4l,-
811 employees, The cost of materials used in
these industries amounted to $76,113,506, as
against $57,053,637 in 1940, and the value
added by manufacture was $72,025,008, as com-
pared with $54,892,521 in 1940,

Nith 743 plants, Ontario accounted for
46,1 per cent of the totel production in 1941,
The 675 establishments in Quebec produced 25.2
per cent, In British Columbia, 207 plants
produced 15.9 per cent, followed by Manitoba's
95 plants with 3.2 per cent and Alberta's 80
establishments with 3.1 per cent, There were
107 plants in Nova Scotia, 48 in New Bruns-
wick, 27 i{n Saskatchewan and 7 in Prince-Ed-
ward Island, accounting for 2.5 per cent, 2.8
per cent, 1.0 per cent and 0.1 per cent res-
pectively.

Capital engaged in planta in operation
during 1941 emounted to $113,088,898, an in-
crease of 5.9 per cent over the $106,761,146
reported in the previous year. Lands, build-
ings, fixtures, machinery and other equipment
were worth $54,762,765; materials on hand,
stocks in process, fuel and miscellaneous sup-
plies on hand, $21,006,202; finished products
on hand, $8,958,242; and operating capital
(eash, bills and accounts receivable, prepaid
expenses, stc,) $28,361,689, The greatest in-
vestment was in the sash and door and millwork
group at $35,436,688 or 31.3 per cent of the
total for all wood-uasing industries; $31,029,-
254 or 27.4 per cent was invested in the furn-
fture industry; $15,238,959 or 13.5 per cent
in miscellaneous wood-using industries; $10,-
038,433 or 8.9 per cent in boxes, baskets and
crates; and smsller percentages in the other
industries. Ontario with 48.7 per cent of the
total for Canada had the highesat investment at
355,063,042, of which $24,617,979 was invested
in lands, buildings and machinery. Quebec war
next with $27,783,715, In British Columbi:
the capital was 314,086,117; in Manitoba,
$3,830,875; 1in New Brunawick, 33,562,147; in
Nova Scotia $3,862,262; in Alberta, $3,234,-
048; and in Saskatchewan, $1,348,413, Prince
Edward Island reported the lowest investment
at $318,279.

The average employment in the wood-using
industries was 41,811 map-yeers 1in 1941, an
increase of 17,6 per cent over the previous
year. Salaries and wages in Cansda for the
entire group of wood-using industries totalled
$44,411,756, as against $34,570,093 in 1940.
Employment in Ontario amounted to 19,061 mane
years, with a total payroll of 321,533,653; in
Juebec to 11,962 man-years at $11,261,811 in
salaries and wages; and in British Columbia
to 5,268 man-years at $6,387,913. The furn-
iture industry renked rirst in employment with
13,355, sash, door and plening mills came sec-
ond with 11,980, and boxes, baskets and crates
third with 5,019,

Working hours varied conasidersbly in each
industry and in each province. In the wood-
using industries mas a whole, 21,6 per ocent
worked from 56 to 64 hours per week, 13.5 per
cent fram 51 to 54 hours, 13.4 per cent 55
hours, 10,2 per cent from 45 to 47 hours, 9.5
per cent 48 hours, 8.5 per sent from 49 to 50
hours, 7.8 per cent 44 hours, 6.1 per cent 65
hours and over, 5,1 per cent from 31 to 43
hours, and 4.3 per ocent 30 hours or less per
week. Rmployment in these industries in 1941
rose steadily from 32,107 in January to 38,382
in August and then declined greduvally to 36,-
498 in December,

Total powsr equipment in the wood-using
industries in 1941 amounted to 138,206 H.P,,
as compered with 127,686 H,P, in 1940, Of the
total for 1941, 94,5 per cent was ordinarily
in use and 5.5 per cent in reserve or idle,
0f the equipment ordinarily in use, 60 per
cent was provided by electric motors on our-
rent purchased from central electrio stations
and amounted to 78,638 H,P.; the remainder,
#hich was primary power generated by power
plants within the industry, amounted to 51,940

H.P,, of which 36,513 H,P, provided by stean
engines, 3,408 H,P, by diesel engines, 5,277
H.P. by gasoline, gas and oil engines (other

than diesel) and 6,742 H.,P. by hydraulic tur--

bines or water wheels., In addition there were
ordinarily in use 1,618 electric motors rated
at 13,888 H,P, operated by generated power and
840 boilers rated at 57,275 H,F.

Expemiitures for fuel in the wood-using
industries reached a total value of $1,084,033
in 1941, A total of 64,334 tons of bituminous
coal valued at $455,771, mill-waste at $100,-

Tn 1941 the wood-using industries pur-
chased 74,787,115 kilowatt-hours of electric
energy, an increase of 16,1 per cent over the
previcus years' consumption of 64,430,603
kilowatt-hours, The coat of this elestricity
in 1941 amounted to $1,220,615, of which
$497,426 was spent in Ontario and $306,281 in
Quebes. The sash, door and planing mills
alone used over 31 million kilowatt-hours at e
cost of $490,787.

The raw materials used in the wood-using
industries in 1941 cost 376,113,506, as
against $57,053,637 in 1940, apd formed 50,6
per cent of the total value of finished prod-
ucts in 1941,

Lumber and logs used in the wood-using
industries as a group totalled 1,282,103 ¥ ft,
b.m. valued at $40,210,592, of which 996,085
M ft.b.m, or 77.7 per cent of the total quane
tity, valued at 328,241,409, was softwood, and
286,018 M ft.b.m,, or 22,3 per cent, valued at
$11,969,183, was hardwood. Sash and door fac-
tories and planing mills recorded the greatest
consumption of lumber among the wood-using in-
dustries with a total of 620,452 M ft,b.m, of
softwood valued at $18,703,526 and 47,002 M
ft.b,m, of hardwood valued at $2,350,152, and
the box, basket and crate industry reaked
second with e total of 270,220 M ft,b.m., val-
ued at $6,738,710, The furniture industry
used 99,106 M ft.b,m, of hardwood, valued at
$4,564,457, and 22,031 M £t.b.m. of softwood,
valued at $697,926, In addition, furniture
frames vwvulued at $776,402 were purchased.
Lumber was purchased to the amount of 76,666
M ft.b.m,, valued at $2,817,199, 1in the hard-
wood flooring industry, hardwood accounting
for 63,579 M ft,b.m, valued at $2,447,152,
Bolts used in the wood-using industries
amounted to 43,962 cords and wers valued at
$378,181 during the year, Veneer end plywood
were used to the extent of 105,367 M gq.ft. of
veneer valued at $1,998,729 and 37,954 M sq.
ft. of plywood valued at 31,645,645,

Heading, staves and wooden hoops for
8lack and tight cooperage were also uged to a
lerge extent and formed the ma jor part of the
materials employed in cooperage. Their cost

FPlaned lumber, valued at $10,546,208 came
next. Upholstered living-room furniture was

end containers, n.e.s., and parts at $7,058,-
891; plywood at $6,727,147; matched lumber
