Ottawa, October, 1944. - Total production 
in the wood-using industries in Canada during 
1942 reached a value of $174,217,154, an in-
crease of almost twenty-four million dollars 
over the output of $150,443,162 reported in 
1941. The 2,124 establis}mient& engaged in 
this line of manufacture represented a capital 
jnv'esient of $118,417,025 and gave employment 
to an average of 43,905 employees. The cost of 
materials used in these industries amounted to 
$88,791,041, as against $76,113,506 in 1941, 
and the value added by manufacture was $82,-
717,124, as compared with $72,025,008 in 1941. 

Sawaills and pulp-will8 draw their raw 
material directly from the forest in the form 
of logs and pulpwood, and produce sawn lumber, 
other sawaill products, and pulp and paper. 
There are also a number of important inclus-
tries which use the products of the samiills 
as raw material for further manufacture. Some 
of them produce commodities made almost 
entirely of wood, others manufacture articles 
in which wood is the most important component. 
Those several industries are known as the 
"Wood-Using Industries" and are dealt with in 
the present report. Together with the lumber 
industry, the pulp and paper industry, and the 
paper-using industries, they torn the "Wood 
and Paper" group, according to the chief 
component material classification of the In-
dustrial Census. 

In subdividing the differsnt wood-using 
industries into the fifteen groups described 
in this bulletin, the classification has been 
based on the principal product reported by 
each individual firm. If a manufacturer's 
output consists chiefly of sash, doors and 
planing mill products, his operations are 
grouped with planing mills, although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodanware as side lines or by-products. 
aimilarly, an establialment specializing in 
woodenware will be classed as such, although 
it may also produce sash, doors and boxes as 
side lines.

industries as discussed in this report should 
be considered with this fact in view. However, 
in Table 11 all the products of the wood-using 
industries are combined and arranged in alpha-
betical order for convenient reference. In 
this table are listed mattresses, bed springs 
and other products in which wood is not the 
chief component material but which have been 
produced as side lines in wood-using indus-
tries. Complete figures for the production of 
any one individual commodity by all classes of 
industries can be &ccured on application to 
the Bureau, where a central card index compi-
lation of commodity production is maintained. 

Ontario with 799 plants accounted for 45 
per cent of the total production of the wood- 
using industries in 1942. 	The 731 establish- 
ments in quebee produced 26.6 per cent. 	In 
British Columbia 198 plants produced 13.9 per 
cent, followed by New Brunswick's 66 plants 
with 3.8 per cent and Alberta's 67 establish-
ments with 3.6 per cent. There were 119 plants 
in Nova Scotia, 103 in Manitoba, 29 in Saskat-
chewan and 12 in Prince Edward Island, 
accounting for 3.1 per cent, 2.8 per cent, 1.1 
per cent and 0.1 per cent respectively. 

Capital engaged in plants in operation 
durIng 1942 amounted to $118,417,025, an in-
crease of 4.7 per cent over the $113,088,998 
reported in the previous year. Lands, build-
ings, fixtures, machinery and other equipment 
were worth $56,609,926; materials on hand, 
stocks in process, fuel and miscellaneous sup-
puss on hand, $22,801,036; finfshed products 
on hand, *7,997,048; and operating capital 
(cash, bills and accounts receivable, prepaid 
expenses, etc.) $31,009,015. The greatest in-
vestment was in the sash and door and nilliwork 
group at $39,062,511 or 33 per cent of the 
total for all wood-using industries; $32,039,-
671 or 27.1 per cent was invested in the furn-
iture industry; $14,926,795 or 12.6 per cent 
in miscellaneous wood-using industries; $10,-
824,207 or 9.1 per cent in boxes, baskets and 
orates; and smaller percentages in the other 
industries. Ontario with 48.1 per cent of the 
total for Canada had the highest investment at 
$56,974,508, of which $24,497,392 was invested 
in lands, buildings and machinery. Quebec was 
next with $29,959,813. In British Columbia 
the capital was $14,880,605; in Manitoba 
$3,535,908; in New Brunswick, $4,258,770; in  
Nova Scotia $3,658,891; in Alberta, $3,490,-
555; and in Saskatchewan, $1,321,791. Prince 
Edward Island reported the lowest investment 
at $336,104.

The average employment in the wood-using 
dustries was 43,905 man-years in 1942, an 

increase of 10.5 per cent over the previous 
ear. Salaries and wages in Canada for the 
entire group of wood-using industries totalled 
$51.113,903, as against $44,411756 in 1941. 
ployment in Ontario amounted to 19,392 man-

years, with a total payroll of *24,114,580; in 
quebec to 13,066 man-yesro at $13,489,196 in 
salaries and wages; and in British Columbia 
to 5,299 man-years at $6,936,595. The furn-
iture industry ranked first in employment with 
13,223, sash, door and planing mills came sec-
ond with 12,917, and boxes, baskets and crates 
third with 5,759. 

Working hours varied considerably in each 
industry and in each province. In the wood-
using industries as a whole, 18.4 per cent 
worked from 56 to 64 hours per week, 16 per 
cent 55 hours, 13.1 per cant from 61 to 54 
hours, 12 per cent from 45 to 47 hours, 9.5 
per cent from 49 to 50 hour., 7.7 per cent 44 
hours, 7.6 per cent 48 hours, 6 per cent from 
31 to 43 hours, 4.9 per cant 65 hours and 
over, and 4.8 per cent 30 hours or loss per 
week. Maployment in these industries in 1942 
rose from 36,029 in January to 39,210 in July 
and then declined to 37,835 in December. 

Total power equipeent in the wood-using 
industries in 1942 amounted to 147,154 H.P., 
as compared with 138,205 H.P. in 1941. Of the 
total for 1942, 94.5 per cent was ordinarily 
in use and 5.7 per cent in reserve or idle. 
Of the equipeent ordinarily in use, 59.4 per 
cent was provided by electric motors on cur-
rent purchased from central electric stations 
and amounted to 82,332 H.P.; the remainder, 
which was primary power generated by power 
plants within the industry, amounted to 56,369 
H.P., of which 38,417 H.P. provided by steam 
engines, 4,041 H.P. by diesel engines, 6,553 
H.P. by gasoline, gas and oil engines (other 
han diesel) and 7,358 H.P. by hydraulic tur-
'ines or water wheels. In addition t1re were 
Grdinarily in use 1,550 electric motors rated 
at 13.533 H.P. operated by generated power, 
22 boilers rated at 58,662 H.P. and 66 motor

In 1942 the wood-using industries pur-
chased 79,483,234 kilowatt-hours of electric 
energy, an increase of 10.6 per cent over the 
previous years' consumption of 74 0 787,115 
kilowatt-hours. The coat of this electricity 
in 1942 amounted to $1,342,320, of ',èiioh 
$520,926 was spent in Ontario and $361,800 in 
Quebec. The sash, door and planing mills 
alone used over 31 million kilowatt-hours at a 
cost of $523,666. 

The raw wateriale used in the wood-using 
industries in 1942 cost $88,791,041, as 
against $76,113,506 in 1941, and formed 51 
per cent of the total value of finished prod-
ucts in 1942. 

Lumber and logs used in the wood-using 
industries as a gronp totalled 1,368,999 U ft. 
b.m. valued at $49,011,939, of which 1,094,-
255 U ft.b.m. or 79.9 per cent of the total 
quantity, valued at $35,668,519, was softwood, 
and 274,744 U ft.b.m., or 20.1 per Cent, 
valued at $13,343,420, was hardwood. Sash and 
door factories and planing mills recorded the 
greatest consumption of lumber among the wood-
using industries with a total of 719,461 IL ft. 
b.ea. of softwood valued at $23,962,398 and 
51,958 ft.b.m. of hardwood valued at $3,017.-
940, and the box, basket and crate industry 
ranked second with a total of 275,250 U ft.b. 
m. valued at $8,083,275. The furniture indus-
try used 92,607 U ft.b.m. of hardwood, valued 
at $4,749,872, and 22,092 U ft.b.m. of soft-
wood, valued at $835,223. In addition, fur-
niture frames valued at $789,650 were purchas-
ed. Lumber was purchased to the amount of 76,-
676 U ft.b.rn., valued at $3,205,495, in the 
hardwood flooring industrN hardwood accounting 
for 60,248 U ft.b.m. valued at $2,585,468. 
Bolts used in the wood-using industries 
amounted to 54,741 cords and were valued at 
$558,253 during the year. Veneer and plywood 
were used to the extent of 97,739 U sq.ft. of 
veneer valued at $2,265,552 and 31,422 )A sq. 
ft. of plywood valued at $1,431,892. 

Heading, staves and wooden hoops for 
slack and tight cooperage were also used to a 
large extent and formed the major part of the 
teriala employed in cooperage.

13.6 per cent the value of tight heading; and 
$37,031 or 2.3 per cent the value of wooden 
hoops. Barrels for repairing or remaking val-
ued at $94,725 were also purchased in this 
industry. The purchase of hubs, spokes, bent 
goods, etc., reported by the carriage, sleigh 
and vehicle supply industry totalled $38,710. 
Blocks, blanks, squares and other wood valued 
at $1,243,345 were used in the various indus-
tries, principally in the handles, spools and 
wood-turning, lasts, trees and wooden shoe-
findings and furniture industries. The pur-
chase of all other materials, including timber 
for preservation, such as piling, posts, 
poles, ties, etc., and wood for charcoal burn-
ing, amounted to $31,739,226. 

Production in the wood-using industries 
of Canada reached a value of $174,217,154 in 
1942, showing an increase of 15.8 per cent 
over the corresponding figure of $150,443,162 
recorded in 1941. The most important class of 
products on the list was that of sash, doors 
and millwork which amounted to $22,209,386. 
Boxes and containers, n.e.s. and parts, valued 
at $15,573,025 came next. Planed lumber was 
valued at $12,032,491; bedroom furniture at 
$10,629,494; upholstered living-room furniture 
at $9,797,193; plywood at $8,428,824; matched 
lumber (exclusive of hardwood flooring) at 
$8,092,978; box shooks at $5,858,246; office 
and store furniture and fixtures at $4,691,-
965; household furniture, n.e.c. at $4,177,-
609; kitchen furniture at $3,876,717; dining-
room furniture at $3,708,768; oaskets at $2,-
510,109; nouldinga at $2,420,230; birch hard-
wood flooring at $2,186,592; fruit and 
vegetable baskets and crates at $1,849,375; 
furniture, n.e.s. and other cabinet work at 
$1,333,900; spools, bobbins and shuttles at 
$1,163,748; wooden heels at $1,126,133; 
barrels, oil, vinegar, etc. at $1,106,361; 
furniture and fixtures for churches and other 
public buildings at $1,090,428; and furniture 
frames at $1,016,737.
