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Ottawa, December, 1945. - Total produc-
tri l.:i the wood-using industries in Canada 
curing 1943 reached a value of 187,904,552, 
an increase of alnst fourteen million dollars 
over the output of $174,217,154 reported in 
1942. The 2,076 establishments engaged in 
this line of manufacture represented a capi-. 
tal inve8tment of $124,701,572 and gave em-
ployment to an average of 45,650 employees. 
The cost of materials used in these industries 
amounted to 94,129,300, as against .188,791,-
041 in 1942, and the value added by manufac-
ture was $90,860,922, as compared with $82,-
717,124 in 1942. 

Sawmills and pulp-mills draw their raw 
material directly from the forest in the form 
of logs and pulpwood, and produce sawn lumber, 
other sawmill products, and pulp and paper. 
There are also a number of important indus-
tries which use the products of the sawmills 
as raw material for further manufacture. Some 
of them produce commodities made almost 
entirely of wood, others manufacture articles 
in which wood is the most important component. 
These several industries are known as the 
"iood-Uaing Industries" and are dealt with in 
the present report. Together with the lumber 
industry, the pulp and paper industry, and the 
paper-using industries, they form the ":lood 
and Paper't group, according to the chief com-
ponent material classification of the Indus-
trial Census. 

In subdividing the different wood-using 
industries into the fifteen groups described 
n this bulletin, the classification has been 
tased on the principal product reported by 
each individual firm. If a manufacturer's 
output consists chiefly of sash, doors and 
rianing mill products, his operations are 
orouped with planing mills, although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodenwaro as side lines or by-products. 
Similarly, an establishment specializing in 
woodenware will be classed as such, although 
it may also produce sash, doors and boxes as 
side lines. The statlslcs of each group of 
industries as discussed in this report should 
be considered with this fact In view. However, 
In Table 11 all the products of the wood-using 
Industries are combined and arranged in alpha-
betical order for convenient reference. In

Ontario with 792 plants accounted for 
44.2 per cent of the total production of the 
wood-using industries In 1943. The 720 estab-
lishments in .uebec produced 27.4 per cent. In 
British Columbia 191 plants produced 14 per 
cent, followed by New Brunswick's 61 plants 
with 4 per cent and Nova Scotia's 108 estab-
lishments with 3.4 per cent. There were 64 
plants In 4Uberta, 100 in Manitoba, 31 in 
Sa8katchewan and 9 in Prince Edward Island, 
accounting for 3.1 per cent, 2.8 per cent, 1 
per cent and 0.1 per cent re8pectively. 

Capital engaged in plants in operation 
during 1943 amounted to 4124,701,572, an In-
crease of 5.3 per cent over the 4118,417,025 
reported in the previous year. Lands, build-
ings, fixtures, machinery and other equipment 
were worth $58,664,523; materials on hand, 
stocks in process, fuel and miscellaneous 
supplies on hand, 24,845,188; finished pro-
ducts on hand, $7 9 573,811; and operating ca-
pital (cash, bills and accounts receivable, 
prepaid expenses, etc.) $33,618,050. The 
greatest investment was in the 8ash, door and 
ntillwork group at $42,184,892 or 33.8 per cent 
of the total for all wood-using industries; 
$32,174,700 or 25.8 per cent was Invested in 
the furniture industry; $15,598,392 or 12.5 
per cent in miscellaneous wood-using industries; 
12,604,919 or 10.1 per cent in boxes, baskets 

and crates; and smaller percentages in the 
other industries. Ontario with 46 per cent of 
the total for Canada had the highest invest-
ment at $57,408,142, of which $24,490,774 was 
invested in lands, buildings and machinery. 
4uebec was next with $62,184,221. In British 
Columbia the capital was 17,161,021; in New 
Brunswick $4,750,342; in Nova Scotia 3,899,- 
757; in Manitoba $3,825,556; in Alberta 
$3,808,574; and in Saskatchewan $1,392,843. 
Prince Edward Island reported the lowest in-
vestment at $271,116. 

An explanation is nece8sary of the method 
used throughout the Industrial CansuEr for 
ccsapiling statistics relating to employment.. 
Each establishment reports the number of em-
ployees on Its pay lists on the last day of 
each inth, and these monthly figures are 
added together and divided by twelve, irres-
pective of the period during which the plant 
was in operation. This gives employment for 
the year on a quantity basis in terms of man-
years. The employment figures given in this 
report, therefore, represent the number of 
years' work for an individual furnished by the 
industry rather than the number of individuals 
given employment.

Em-
ployment in Ontario amounted to 20.566 man-
years, with a total payroll of 26,870,243; In 
uebec to 13,382 man-years at 15,515,881 in 
salaries and wages; and in British Columbia to

industry ranked first ranked first In employ-
nest with 13 0 440; sash, door and planing mills 
nne second with 13,417; and boxes, baskets 

and crutee third with 6,201.

Of 
the er1uipment ordinarily In use, 61.1 per cent 
was provided by electric motors on current 
purchased from central electric stations and 
amounted to 87,138 H.P.; the remainder, which 
was primary power generated by power plants 
within the industry, amounted to 55,454 H.P., 
of which 37,421 H.P. was provided by steam en-
gines, 227 H.P. by steam turbines, 4,251 H.P. 
by diesel engInes, 6,021 H.P. by other types 
of internal combustion engines and 7,534 H.P. 
by hydraulic turbines or water wheels. In 
addition there were ordinarily in use 1,650 
electric matore rated at 13,858 H.P. operated 
by generated power, 663 boilers rated at 
u1,942 H.P. and 81 motor-generator sets rated 
at 4,728 H.P. 

Expenditures for fuel in the wood-using 
industries reached a total value of 31,523,134 
in 1943. A tc'tal of 76,956 tons of bituminous 
coal valued at $647,244, mill-waste at $180,.. 
713, sawdust and shavings at 3143,038, cord-
wood at $132,675, fuel oil at $64,672 and 
gasoline at $261,976 were among the more im-
portant items. The coat of fuel in Ontario 
amounted to $815,961, and in .uebec to 3404,-
12. The furniture industry showed the 

greatest consumption of fuel with a total ex-
penditure of $432,500. Fuel used in the sash, 
door and mill-work industry amounted to $348,-

In addition to 14,554,983 kIlowatt-hours 
of electricity which they generated for their 
own use in 1943, the wood-using industries 
purchased 79,818,475 kilowatt-hours of elec-
tric energy, as compared with the previous 
years' consumption of 79,483,234 kilowatt-Fours. 
The cost of this purchased electricity in 1943 
amounted to 1,391,196 of which 4533,431 was 
8pent in Ontario and $389,790 in ,uebec. The 
sash, door and planing mills alone used over 
32 million kilowatt-hours at a cost of 4546,-
975. 

The raw materials used in the wood-using 
industries in 1943 cost 394,129,300, as 
against $88,791,041 in 1942 and formed 50.1 
per cent of the total value of finished pro-
ducts in 1943. 

Sawn lumber, rough or planed, used in the 
wood-using industries as a group totalled 1,-
160,404 U ft.b.m. valued at $49,980,271, of 
which 946,109 U ft.b.xn. or 81.5 per cent of 
the total quantity, valued at $38,158,746, was 
softwood, and 214,295 U ft.b.m., or 18.5 per 
cent, valued at $11,821,525, was hardwood. 
Sash and door factories and planing mills re-
corded the greatest consumption of lumber 
among the wood-using Industries with a total 
of 620,567 U ft.b.m. of softwood valued at 
24,742,407 and 26,675 U ft.b.m. of hardwood 
valued at 31,758,453, and the box, basket and 
crate industry ranked second with a total of 
222,717 U tt.b.m. valued at 8,712,573. 	The 
furniture industry used 85,626 U ft.b.m. 	of 
hardwood valued at $5,132,220, and 22,634 U 
ft.b.m. of softwood, valued at $1,083,216. In 
the hardwood flooring Industry lumber was pur-
chased to the amount of 91,523 U ft.b.m., va-
lued at $3,778,525, hardwood accounting for 
54,006 U tt.b.m. valued at $2,299,683. 

Sawlogs and veneer logs used in the wood-
using industries during the year totalled 
168,772 U ft.b.m., valued at $5,072,978, of 
which 129,346 U ft.b.m. was softwood and 39,-
426 U ft.b.m. was hardwood. Of the total 
anunt, 51,4 per cent was used by sash and 
door factories and planing mills and 23.9 per 
cent by box, basket and crate factories. Bolts 
used amounted to 33,705 cords valued at $375,_ 
386. 

Veneera and plywoode were used chiefly In 
the furniture, sash and door and box, basket 
and crate industries. Veneers, amounting to 
117,704 U eq.tt., were valued at $2,429,713, 
while the 109,676 U sq.ft. of plywood were 
worth 31,725,584. 

Heading, staves and wooden hoops for 
slack and tight 000perega were also used to a 
large extent and formed the major part of the 
aterlals employed in 000perage.

stuffing materials, textiles, hardware, paints 
and varnishes, glass, metals, leather, etc., 
used principally in the furniture, coffin and 
casket, carriage and sleigh, cooperage and 
miscellaneous wood-using industries, and pro-
cess supplies, such as belting, pulleys, small 
repair parts, sandpaper, lubricants, etc., 
were valued at $30,655,093. 

Production in the wood-using industries 
of Canada reached a value of 4187,904,552 in 
1943, showing an increase of 7.9 per cent over 
the corresponding figure of '174,217,154 in 
1942. The most important class of products on 
the list was that of sash, doors and millwork 
which amounted to $22,764,714. Boxes and con-
tainers, n.e.s. and parts, valued at $14,679,-
868 came next. Planed lumber was valued at 
$13,703 6 659; plywood at $10,422,846; bedroom 
furniture at $10,271,154; matched lumber (ex-
clusive of hardwood flooring) at $9,469,456; 
uphol8tered living-room furniture at $7,824,-
354; box shooks at $5,206,615; aircraft parts 
at $5,033,583; azwnunition boxes at 34,832,668; 
office and store furniture and fixtures of 
wood at $3,812,282; household furniture n.e.s. 
of wood at $2,839,193; caskets at $2,828,792; 
dining-room furniture at $2,735,592; mouldings 
at $2,555,810; birch hardwood flooring at $2,-
418,107; furniture n.e.8. and other cabinet 
work at $1,983,170; fruit and vegetable bas-
kets and crates at 31,819,117; breakfast-room 
furniture at $1,805,881; and veneer at 31,-
673,207. 

The following tables give, first, a re-
view of the principal statistics of the wood-
using industries from 1924 to 1943, followed
