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WOOD-USING INDU&TRIES IN CANADAJ  1944. 

Ottawa, March, 1947. - Total production 
in the wood-using industries in Canada during 
1944 reached a value of 3214,088,355, an 
increase of more than twenty-six million 
dollars over the output of 3187,904,552 
reported in 1943. The 2,194 establishments 
engaged in this line of manufacture gave em-
ployment to an average of 48,771 employees. 
The cost of materials used in these industries 
amounted to 3106,130,693, as against $94,129,-
300 in 1943, and the value added by manufac-
ture was $105,060,380, as compared with 390,-
860,922 in 1943. 

Sawmills and pulp-mills draw their raw 
material directly from the forest in the form 
of logs and pulpwood, and produce sawn lumber, 
other sawmill products, and pulp and paper. 
There are also a number of important indus-
tries which use the products of the sawmills 
as raw material for further manufacture. Some 
of them produce commodities made almost en-
tirely of wood, others manufacture articles in 
which wood is the most important component. 
These several industries are known as the 
"Wood.aTJsing Industries" and are dealt with in 
the present report. Together with the lumber 
Industry, the pulp and paper industry, and the 
paperu8ing industries, they form the "Wood 
and Paper" group, according to the chief com-
ponent material classification of the Indus-
trial Census. 

In subdividing the different wood-using 
industries into the sixteen groups described 
in this bulletin, the classification has been 
based on the principal product reported by 
each Individual firm. If a manufacturer's 
output consists chiefly of sash, doors and 
planing mill products, his operations are 
grouped with planing mills, although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodenware as side lines or byproducts. 
Similarly, an establishment specializing in 
woodenware will be classed as such, although 
it may also produce sash, doors, and boxes as 
aide lines. The statistics of each group of 
industries as discussed in this report should 
be considered with this fact In view. However, 
in Table 10 all the products of the wod-using 
industries are combined and erraned In alpha-
betical order for convenient reference. In

tries. Complete figures for the production of 
any one individual commodity by all classes of 
industries can be 8ecured on apolication to 
the Bureau, where a central card index compi-
lation of commodity production is maintained. 

Ontario with 804 plants accounted for 
42.7 per cent of the total production of the 
wood-using industries in 1944. The 767 esteb-
lishments in 4uebeC produced 28.1 per cent. In 
British Columbia 217 plants produced 14.2 per 
cent, followed by New Brunswick's 66 plants 
with 4.6 per cent and Alberta's 68 estab-
llebments with 3.5 per cent. There were 122 
plants in Nova Scotia, 107 in Manitoba, 34 in 
Saskatchewan and 9 in Prince Edward Island, 
accounting for 3.2 per cent, 2.6 per cent, 1 
per cent and 0.1 per cent respectively. 

An explanation is necessary of the method 
used throug1out the Industrial Census for 
compiling statistics relating to employment. 
Each otabiishment reports the number of em-
ployees on Its pay lists on the last day of 
each month, and these monthly figures are 
added together and divided by twelve, irres-
pective of the noriod during which the plant 
was in operation. This gives employment for 
the year on a quantity basis in terms of man-
years. The employment figures given In this 
report, therefore, represent the number of 
years' work for an individual furnished by the 
industry rather than the number of individuals 
given employment. 

The average employment in the wood-using 
industries was 48,771 man-years in 1944, an 
increase of 6.8 per cent over the previous 
year. Salaries and wages in Canada for the 
entire group or wood-using industries totailed 
$64,467,588, as against $57,699,745 in 1945. 
Employment in Ontario amounted to 21,403 man-
years, with a total payroll of $29,287,400; in 
uebec to 14,948 man-years at $17 t 946,281 in 

salaries and wages; and in British Columbia to 
5,838 nan-years at 8,830,141. The furniture 
industry ranked first In employment with 14,-
046; sash, door and planing mills came second 
with 11,359; and boxes, basketS and crates 
third with 5,872. 

Working hours varied considerably in each 
industry and in each province • In the wood.. 
using industries as a whole 12.8 per cent 
worked 55 hours per week, 12.6 per cent from 
45 to 47 hours, 12.2 per cent from 49 to 50 
hours, 11.3 per cent from 56 to 64 hours, 10.3 
per cent from 31 to 43 hours, 9.9 per cent 48 
hours, 9.8 per cent from 51 to 54 hours, 9.7 
per cent 44 hours, 8.5 per cent 30 hours or 
less, and 2.9 per cent ôs hours and over.

Total power equipment in the wood-using 
industries in 1944 amounted to 171,922 H.P.,as 
compared with 150,7(33 H.P. in 1943. Of the 
total for 1944, 94.1 per cent was ordinarilyin 
use and 5.9 per cent in reserve or idle. Of 
the equipment ordinarily in use, 63.6 per cent 
was provided by electric motors on current 
purchased from central electric stations aai 
amounted to 102,932 H.P.; the remainder, which 
was primary power generated by power plants 
within the tndust.ry, anourited to 58,863 H.P., 
of which 38,913 H.P. was provided by steam en-
gine8, 1,935 H.P. by steam turbines, 4,097 H.P. 
by diesel engines, 7,032 H.P. by other types 
of internal combustion engines and 6,896 H.P. 
by )'ydreulic turbines or weter wheels. In 
eddtion there were ordinarily in use 1,731 
electric motors rated at 14,399 H.P. operated 
by generated power; 557 boilers rated at 58 1 -
785 H.P. and 32 motor-generator sets rated at 
3,063 H.P. 

Purchased fuel used In the wood-using 
industries reached a total of 31,349,651 in 
1944. A total of 79,348 tons of bituminous 
coal, valued at $693,208, cordwood at $120,308, 
fuel oil at $63,644 and gasoline at $317,838 
were among the more important items. The coat 
of fuel in Ontario amounted to $683,396, and 
In uebec to $362,347. The furniture industry 
showed the greatest expenditure on fuel with a 
total of $428,763. Fuel purchased by the sash 
door and mill-work industry amounted to $234, 
146, and by miscellaneous wood-using ixxiustriee 
to $252,548. Some plants also reported the use 
of 25,182 cords of slabs and edgings, 53,387 
units (of 200 cu.ft. each) of sawdust and 89,-
790 tons of other mill-waste from their own 
mills or factories. 

In addition to 14,629,521 kilowatt-hours 
of electricity which they generated for their 
own use in 1944, the wood-u&ing industries 
purchased 92,275,081 kilowatt-hours of elec-
tric energy, as compared with the previous 
year's consumption of 79,818,475 kilowatt-
hours. The cOBt of this purchased electr,city 
in 1944 amounted to $1,547,631,of vd2ich $557,-
458 was spent in Ontario and 441,940 in 
Q,uebec. Tbe  sash, door and planing mills 
alone used almost 26 million kilowatt-hours at 
a cost of 83,349.

In 
the hardwood flooring industry lumber was pur-
chased to the amount of 00,671 U ft.b.m., va-
lued at hardwood accounting for 
48,916 U tt.b.m. valued at 42,333,194. 

Sawlogs, veneer logs and tlitches used in 
the wood-u8ing industries during the year 
totalled 212,342 U ft.b.m., valued at $9,110,-
64. Of the total amount, 58.1 per sent was 

used by veneer and plywood mills and 16.1 per 
cent by box, basket and crate factories. Bolts 
used amounted to 60,552 cords valued at 
$713,127. 

Venors and plywoods were used chiefly in 
the furniture and box, basket and crate 
industries. Veneere, amounting to 114,345 U-
sq. ft., were valued at 42,868,886, while the 
43,284 U eq.ft. of plywood were worth $2,262,-
435. 

Hoadthg, staves and wooden hoops for 
lack and tight cooperage were also used to a 
arge extent and formed the major part or the 

materials employed in cooperege. Their cost 
value aggregated $1,885,969, of which $656,898 
or 34.8 per cent represented the value of 
tight staves; $647,760 or 34.4 per cent the 
ialue of slack staves; 3256,330 or 13.6 per 
cent the value of slacks heading; $242. - 
094 or 12.8 per cant the value of tight 
heading; and 482,887 or 4.4 per cent the value 
of wooden hoops. Barrels for repairing or 
remaking valued at 477,583 were also purchased 
in this industry. 

The purchase of hubs, spoiee, bent goods, 
-tc. reported by the carriage, sleigh and ye-
LIiclo supply industry totalled $21,165.Blocks, 
blanks, squares and other wood valued at $1,-
92,537 were used by the various Industries, 
dncIpaily in wood-turning and in the manu-

facture of boxes, baskets, and crates and of 
laSts, trees and wooden shoe findings. Furni-
ure frames valued at $937,260 were purchased 

iy furniture manufacturers. 
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All other materials used, including tim-
ber for preservation and wood for charcoal 
burning, niat.rials ether than wood, such as 
stuffing materials, textl1es,hardware paints, 
vamishe, glues, glass, inetals,leathers, etc. 
used principally in the furniture, and miecel-
laneous wood-using industries, and process 
supplies, such as belting, pulleys, small

The most important class of products 
on the list was that of sash, doors and •ther 
iniliwork which amounted to >20,616,930. Planed 
lumber, valued at $15,764,836, came next. 
Boxes end containers n.s.a. and narts were 
valued at $lo,52.5,828; plywood at $14,891,934; 
bedroom furniture at $11,510,774; upholstered 
living-room furniture at $8,653,023; matched 
lumber (exclusive of herdNood flooring) at 
8,527,0o8; veneer at $6,372,279; box shooke 

at 15,694,682; aircraft parts at $5,224,838; 
amounition boxes at 44,466,761; office and 
store furniture ad fixtures at $3,975,297; 
and caskets at 33,301,066.
