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WOOD-USING INDUSTRIES IN CANADA, 1945. 

Ottawa, December, 1947. -Total production 
in the wood-using industries in Canada during 
1945 reached a value of $229,737,695, an 
increase of more than fifteen million dollars 
over the output of $214,088,355 reported in 
1944. The 2,575 establishments engaged in 
this line of manufacture gave employment to an 
average of 50,949 employees. The cost of 
materials used in these industries amounted to 
$117,215,962, as against $106,130,69 in 1944, 
and the value added by manufacture was $109,-
396,119, as compared with $105,060,80 in 
1944. 

Sawmills and oulp-mills draw their raw 
material directly from the forest in the form 
of logs and pulpiood, and produce sawn lumber, 
other sawmill products, and pulp and paper. 
There are also a number of important indus-
tries which use the products of the sawmills 
as raw material for further manufacture. Some 
of them produce commodities made almost en-
tirely of wood, others manufacture articles in 
which wood is the most important component. 
These several industries are known as the 
"wood-Using Industries" and are dealt with in 
the present report. Together with the lumber 
industry, the pulp and paper industry, and the 
paper-using industries, they form the "Wood 
and Paper" group, according to the chief com-
ponent material classification of the Indus-
trial Census. 

In subdividing the different wood-using 
industries into the sixteen groups described 
in this bulletin, the classification has been 
based on the principal product reported by 
each individual firm. 11' a manufacturer's 
output consists chiefly of sash, doors and 
planing mill products, his operations are 
grouped with planing mills, although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodenware as aide lines or by-products. 
Similarly, an establishment specializing in 
woodenware will be classed as such, although 
it may also produce aaan, doors 1  and boxes as 
side lines. The statistics of each group of 
industries as discussed in this report should 
be considered with this fact in view. However, 
in Table 9 all the products of the wood-using 
industries are combined and arranged in alpha-
betical order for convenient reference. In

Complete figures for the produoticua of 
any one individual coimnodity by all classes of 
industries can be secured on application to 
the Bureau, where a central card index compi-
lation of commodity production is meiintained. 

(kitarlo with 897 plants accounted f or 
41.3 per cent of' the total production of the 
wood-using industries in 1945. The 922 estab-
lishments in Quebec produced 29.6 per cent. In 
British Columbia 290 plants produced 14.6 per 
cent, folled by Alberta's 94 plants with 4.4 
per cent and Now Brunswick's 71 establishments 
with 3.7 per cent. There were 119 plants in 
Manitoba, 130 in Nova Scotia, 41 in Saskatche-
wan and 11 in Prince P)lward Island, ace ounting 
for 2.7 per cent, 2.3 per cent, 1.4 per cent 
and 0.1 per cent respectively. 

An explanation is necessary of the method 
used throughout the ikidustrial Census for 
compiling statistics relating to employment. 
Each establishment reports the number of em-
ployees on its pay lists on the last day of 
each month, and the so monthly figures are 
added together and divided by twelve, irres-
pective of the period during which the plant 
was in operation. This gives employment for 
the year on a quantity basis in terms of man-
years. The employment figures given in this 
report, therefore, represent the number of 
years' work for an individual furnished by the 
industry rather than the number of individuals 
given employment. 

The average employment in the wood-using 
industries was 50,949 man-years in 1945, an 
increas. of 4.5 per cent over the previous 
year. Salaries and wages in Canada for the 
entire group of wood-using industries totalled 
$68,276,967, as against $6,467,568 In 1944. 
iployment in Ontario amounted to 22,091 man-

years, with a total payroll of $30,283,908; in 
Quebec to 16,205 man-years at $19,991,159 in 
salaries and wages; and in British Columbia to 
6,057 man-years at $9,599,857. The furniture 
industry ranked first in employment with 15,-
729; sash, door and planing mills came second 
with 11,789; and boxes, baskets and crates 
third with 5,661. 

The average number of wage-earners by 
monthe was 43,667. The number fluctuated from 
month to month between a min.mum of 42,410 in 
January and a maximum of 45,002 in November. 

Total pc*'er equipment in the wood-using 
industries in 1945 amounted to 188,577 H.P.,as 
compared with 171,922 H.P. in 1944. Of the 
total for 1945,94.5 per cent was ordinarily in 
use and 5.5 per cent in reserve or idle. Of 
the equimient ordinarily in use, 66.3 per cent

purchaod from central electric stations and 
amounted to 118,169 H.P.; the remainder, which 
was primary power generated by power plants 
within the industry, amounted to 59,967 H.P., 
of which 39,012 H.P. was provided by steam en-
gines, 2,359 H.P. by steam turbines,4,363 H.P. 
by diesel engines, 7,607 H.P. by other types 
of internal combustion engines and 6,626 H.P. 
by hydraulic turbines or water wheels. In 
addition there were ordinarily in use 1.646 
electric motors rated at 13,899 H.P. operated 
by generated power, 474 boilers rated at 50,-
036 H.P. and 35 motor-generator sets rated at 
4,428 H.P. 

Purchased fuel used in the wood-using 
industries reached a total of $1,417,387 in 
1945. A total of 81.047 tans of bituminous 
coal valued at $703,805, cordwood at $102,357, 
fuel oil at $78,400 and gasoline at $392,984 
were among the more important items. The cost 
of fuel in Ontario amounted to $688,282, and 
in Quebec to $363,265. The furniture industry 
showed the greatest expenditure on fuel with a 
total of $425,402. Fuel purchased by the sash 
door and mill-work industry amounted to $273,-
836, and by miscellaneous wood-using indus-
tries to $272,617. Some plants also reported 
the use of 33,737 cords of slabs and edgings, 
124,942 units (of 200 cu.ft. each) of sawdust 
and 93,743 tons of other mill-waste from their 
own mills or factories. 

In addition to 16,485,113 kilowatt-hours 
of electricity which they generated for their 
own use in 1946, the wood-using industries 
purchased 100,102,412 kilowatt-hours of elec-
tric energy, as compared with the previous 
year's consumption of 92,275,801 kilowatt-
hours. The cost of this purchased electricity 
in 1945 amounted to $1,708,227,of which $591,-
808 was spent in Cntario and $523,976 in 
Quebec. The sash, door and planing mills 
alone used almost 28 million kilowatt-houre at 
a cost of $526,249. 

The raw materials used in the wood-using 
industries in 145 cost $117,215,962, as 
against $106,130,693 in 1944 and formed 61 per 
cent of the total value of finished product. 
in 1945. 

Sawn lumber, rough or planed, used in the 
wood-using industries as a group totalled 1,-
241,563 M ft.b.m. valued at 360,878,661, of 
which 1,010,436 H ft.b.m. or 81.4 per cent of 
the total quantity, valued at $46,409,034, was 
softwood, and 231,127 H ft.b.m., or 18.6 per 
cent, valued at 14,469,627, was hardwood. 
Sash and door factories and planing mills re-
corded the greatest consumption of lumber 
among the wood-using industries with 661,374 
W ft.b.m. of softwood valued at $30,235,248 
and 32,159 H ft.b.m. of hardwood valued at

M ft.b.m. valued at $9,996,531. The furniture 
industry used 103,216 11 ft.b.m. of hardwood 
valued at *6,793,784, and 23,465 M ft.b.m. of 
softwood, valued at $1,384,292. 	in the hard- 
wood flooring industry lunber was purchased to 
the amount of 80,435 IA ft.b.ni., valued at $,-
890,413, hardwood accounting for 48,239 
ft.b.m. valued at $2,388,059. 

Sawlogs, veneer logs and flitches used in 
the wood-using industries during the year 
totalled 204,815 IA ft.b.m., valued at 18,688,-
883. Of the total amount, 65.4 per cent was 
used by veneer and plywood mills and 9.8 per 
cent by box, basket and crate factories. Bolts 
used amounted to 49,542 cords valued at 
$640,494. 

Veneers and plywoods were used chiefly in 
the furniture and box, basket and crate 
industries. Veneers, amomting to 128,484 IA 
sq. ft., were valued at $3,289,169, while the 
27,821 IA sq.ft. of plywood were worth 32,387,-
313. 

Heading, staves and wooden hoops for 
slack and tight cooperage were also used to a 
large extent and formed the major part of the 
materials employed in 000perage. Their cost 
value aggregated $1,762,242, of which $641,537 
or 36.4 per cent represented the value of 
tight stavei $539,470 or 30.6 per cent the 
value of slack staves; $289,468 or 16.5 per 
cent the value of slack heading; $229,843 
or 13 per cent the value of tight heading; and 
$61,924 or 3.5 per cent the value of wooden 
hoops. Barrels for repairing or remaking Va-
lued at $71,629 were also purchased in this 
industry. 

The purchase of hubs, spokes, bent goods, 
etc. reported by the carriage, sleigh and ve-
hicle supply industry totalled $19,087. 
Blocks, blanks, squares and other wood valued 
at $1,674,339 were used by the various indus-
tries, principally in wood-turning and in the 
manufacture of boxes, baskets and crates and 
of lasts, trees and wooden shoe findings. 
Furniture frames valued at $1,321,890 were 
purchased by furniture manufacturers. 

All other materials used, including tim-
ber for preservation and wood for charcoal 
burning, materials other than wood, such as 
stuffing materials, textiles, hardware, 
paints, varnishes, glues, glass, metals, 
leathers, etc. used principally in the furni-
ture, and miscellaneous wood-using industries, 
and process supplies, such as belting, pull-
eys, small repair parts, sandpaper, lubricants, 
etc., were valued at $36,482,255.

Production in the wood-using industries 
of Canada reHched a value of $229,737,695 in 
1945, showing an increase of 7.3 per cent over 
the corresponding figure of $214,088,355 in 
1944. The most important class of products 
on the list was that of sash, doors and other 
miliwork which amounted to $24,613,299. Planed 
1umbr, valued at p16,383,768 caine next. Ply-
wood was valued at $15,029,844; bedroom furni-
ture at $l,619,012; boxes and containers 
n.e.s. and parts at 12,011,263; matched lurn-
br (exclusive of h&rdwood flooring) at $11,-
712,674; upholstered living-room furniture at 
10,630,937; box shoos at *6,741,120; veneer 

at 4,941,884; office and store furniture and 
fixtures at $4,768,140; caskets at $3,361,940; 
dining-room furniture at $3,066,030; and air-
craft parts at $3,045,416. 

The following tables give, first, a re-
view of the principal statistics of the wood-
using industries from 1924 to 1945, followed 
by a summary of the principal statistics for 
1944 and 1945, and detailed tables covering 
employment, power equipment, fuel,electricity, 
materials used and products manufactured.

Profits or losses cannot be estimated 
from Census figures, as no data are collected 
for certain expense items such as interest, 
rent, depreciation, taxes, insurance, adver-
tising, etc.
