Ottawa, Ootober, 1948.- Total produotion 
in the wood-using industries in Canada during 
1946 reached a value of $278,891,885, an 
increase of more than fourty-nine million 
dollars over the output of $229,737,695, 
reported in 1945. The 3,103 establishments 
engaged in this line of manufacture gave em-
ployrnent to an average of 58,377 employees. 
The oost of materials used in these ind'stries 
amounted to $144,323,604, as against $117,-
215,962 in 1945, and the value added by manu-
facture was *130,875,168, as compared with 
$109,396,119 in 1945. 

Sawmills and pulp-mills draw their raw 
material directly from the forest in the fbxin 
of logs and pulpwood, and produce sawn lumber, 
other aawnill products, and pulp and paper. 
There are also a number of important indus-
tries whioh use the products of the sawmills 
as raw material for further manufacture. Some 
of than produce ooinnudlties made almost en-
tirely of wood, others manufacture articles in 
whi. ch  wood is the most important oononent. 
Thee e several industries are known as the 
"1od-Ueing Industries" and are dealt with in 
the present report. Together with the lumber 
industry, the pulp and paper industry, and the 
paper-using industries, they form the "'bod 
and Paper" group, according to the chief com-
ponent material classification of the Indus-
trial Census. 

In subdividing the different wood-using 
Industries into the sixteen groups desoribed 
in this tulletin, the olasgifioation has been 
based on the principal product reported by 
each individual finn. If a manufacturer's 
output oonsists chiefly of sash, doors and 
planing mill products, his operations are 
grouped with planing mills, although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodenware as side lines or by-produots. 
Similarly, an establishment specializing in 

woodenware will be classed as such, although 
it may also produce sash, doors, and boxes as 
side lines. The statistios of each group of 
industries as disoudeed in this report should 
be considered with this fact in view. Jbweu-er, 
in Table 9 all the products of the wood-using 
industries are oombined and arranged in alpha-
betioal order for convenient reference. In

this table are listed mattresses, bed springs 
and other produots in whioh mood is not the 
chief component material but thioh have been 
produced as side lines in icod-using indus-
tries. Complete figures for the produotion of 
any one individual commodity by all classes of 
industries can be secured on application to 
the Bureau, where a central card index compi-
lation of coemodity production is maintained. 

Ontario with 1,049 plants accounted for 
38.2 per cent of the total production of the 
wood-using industries in 1946.7he 1,106 estab-
lishments in Quebec produced 31.5 per cent. In 
British Columbia 391 plants produced 14.8 per 
cent, followed by Alberta's 115 plants with 5.0 
per cent and New Brunswick's 87 establishments 
with 3,7 per cent. There were 136 plants in 
Jnitoba, 160 in Nova Scotia, 47 in Saskatohe-
wan and 12 in irinoe Edward Island, accounting 
for 3.1 per cent, 2.3 per cent, 1.3 per cent 
and 0.1 per cent respectively. 

An explanation is necessary of the method 
used thrmighout the Industrial Census for 
mompiling statistics re1atix to employment. 
Each establishment reports the number of em-
ployees on its pay lists on the last day of 
each month, and these monthly figures are 
added together and divided by twelve, irres-
pective of the period during which the plant 
was in operation. This gives employment for 
the year on a quantity basis in terms of man-
years. The employment figsrea given In this 
report, therefore, represent the number of 
years * work for an individual furnished by the 
industry rather than the number of individuals 
given employment. 

The average employment in the 'wxd-ue tag 
industries was 58,377 man-years in 1946, an 
increase of 14.6 per cent over the previous 
year. Salaries and wages in Canada for the 
entire group of wood-using industries totalled 
.91,483,876, as against 368,276,967 in 1945. 

nployment in Ontario amounted to 23,900 man-
years, with a total payroll of 33,821,376; in 
siebec to 19,241 man-years at 125,522,071 in 
salaries and wages; and in British Columbia to 
7,298 man-years at 111,687.012. The furniture 
industry ranked first in employment with 19,-
217; sash, door and planing mills caine second 
with 14,012; and the veneer and plyviood 
industry third with 5,161. 

The average number of wage-earners by 
months was 49,937. The number fluctuated from 
month to month between a minimum of 45.851 In 
January and a maximum of 52,765 in November. 

Total power equ ipzaent in the wood-us tag 
industfies in 1946 aunted to 213,921 li.p.,as 
oompared with 188,577 H.P. in 1945. Of the 
tots]. for 1946,94.0 per cent was ordinarily in 
use and 6.0 per cent in reserve or Idle.

334 H.P. and 47 motor-generator seta rated at

Purchased fuel used in the wood-using 
industries reached a total of $1,674,540 in 
.1946. A total of 84,855 tons of bituminous 
coal valued at 3758,892, oordwood at :123,620, 
fuel oil at 4111,571 and gasoline at *479,274 
were among the more important items. The coat 
of fuel in Ontario amounted to 818,476, and 
in Quebec to 4409,281. The furniture industry 
showed the greatest expenditure on fuel with a 
total of $481,006. Puel purchased by the sash 
door and mill-rk induptry amounted to $348,.-
063, and by miscellaneous wood-using indue-
tries to 4330.269. Some plants also reported 
the use of 53,755 cords of slabs and edginga, 
191,708 units (of 200 cu.ft. each) of sawdust 
and 131,771 tons of other mill-waste from thr 
own mills or factories. 

In addition to 16,186,512 kilowatt-hours 
o.' electricity which they generated for their 
oen use in 1946, the wood-using industries 
purchased 119,349,779 kilowatt-hours of.eleo-
trio energy, as compared with the previous 
year's consumption of 100,102,412 kilowatt-
hours. The coat of this purchased electricity 
in 1946 amounted to 2,018,573,of which $676,- 
566 was spent in Ontario and $667,964 in 
.u.bec. The sash, door and planing mills 
alone used over 34 million kilowatt-hours at 
a cost of $e4 3 ,412. 

The raw materials used in the wood-using 
industries in 1946 cost 144,323,604, as 
against $117,215,962 in 1945 and fbrmed 41 per 
cent of the total value of finished products 
in 1946.

327,570 M ft.b.n. valued at $70,386,304, of 
which 1,067,268 . 9 ft.b.m. or 80.4 per cemt of 
the total quantity, valued at $52,640,603, was 
softwood, and 260,302 !Z ft.b.m., or 19.6 per 
cent, valued at $17,745,701, was hardwood.

2,534,662, and the furniture industry ranked 
second with a. oonsption of 124,783 Li ft.b.m. 
of hardwood valued at $8,883,924, and 35,891 
H ft.b.m. of softwood, valued at $2,237,792. 
The box, basket and crate industry was third 
with a total of 163,603 H ft.b.m. valued at 
7,068,268. In the hardwood flooring industry 

lumber was purchased to the aunt of 72,842 
Li ft.b.m., valued at $3,813,646, hardwood 
accounting for 46,297 Li ft.b.m. valued at 
$2,470,425. 

Sawlogs, veneer logs and flitohes used in 
the wood-using industries during the year 
totalled 233,854 Li f t.b.m., valued at, P1,256,-
986. Of the total aunt, 66.1 per cent was 
used by veneer and plywood miUs and 12.3 per 
cent by box, basket and crate factories. Bolts 
used enounted to 70,847 cords valued at 
$985,958. 

Veneers and plywoods were used ohiefly in 
the furniture and box, basket and crate 
industries. Veneers, aunting to 142,338 Li 
sq. ft., were valued at $4,031,398, while the 
46,692 U sq.ft. of plyimod were worth 33,909,-
7709 

Reading, staves and wooden hoops for 
slack and tight 000perage were also used to a 
large extent and formed the major part of the 
materials enployed in cooperag.. Their cost 
value aggregated 32,337,237, of which $952,267 
or 40.7 per cent represented the value of 
tight staves; $626,536 or 26.8 per cent the 
value of slack staves; $290,160 or 12.4 per 
cent the value of slack heading; 4361,05.5 
or 15.4 per cent the value of tight heading;ath 
4107,219 or 4.7 per cent the value of wooden 
hoops. Barrels fur repairing or remaking va-
lued at $66,373 were also purchased in this 
industry. 

The purchase of hubs, spokes, bent goods, 
etc. reported by the carriage, sleigh and ve-
hicle supply industry totalled $24,119. 
Blocks, blanks, squares and other wood valued 
at $1,938,349 were used by the various indus-
tries, principally in wood-tuiiing and in the 
manufacture of boxes, baskets and crates and 
of lasts, trees and wooden shoe findings. 
Furniture frames valued at 41,725,656 were 
pu rchaa .4 by furniture manufao thrers. 

All other materials used, including tim-
ber for preservation and wood for charooal 
borning, materials ,other than wood, such as 
stuffing 	materials, textiles, hardware, 
paints, varnishes, glues, 	glass, metals, 
leathers, etc. used principally in the furni-
ture, and miscellaneous wood-using industries, 
and process supplies, such as belting, pull-
eys, small repair parts, sandpaper, lubricants, 
etc., were valued at 47,661,454. 
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Production in the wood-zsing industries 
of Canada reached a value of *278,891,585 in 
1946, showing an increase of 21,4 per cemt 
over the corresponding figure of $229,737,695 
in 1945. The most important class of products 
on the list was that of sash, doors and other 
m111rk which amounted to $32,990,430. Planed 
lumber, valued at *27 0 884,202 came next. Ply-
emod was valued at *19,123,997; bedroom fur-. 
niture at $17,851,473; upholstered living room 
firniti.ire at l5,053 0212; matched lumber 
3xo1uaive of hardwood flooring), at $11,099,-

617; boxes and containers, n.e.., and parts 
at 36,883,490; office and store fUrniture and 
fixtures at 6,015,052; veneer at $5,342,104; 
box shooks at $4,202,567; furniture n.e.s. at 
*4,071,996; caskets at *3,819,595; breakfast 
room ruriuture at *3,673,902; dining room 
furniture at 3,493,266 mouldings n.e.s., at 
33,471,151 and living room furniture, not 
upholstered, at *3,462,886.
