Total production in the woodusing in-
dustries in Canada during 1948 reaohed a value 
of $438,011,869, an increase of over aixty 
million dollars, or 16.1 per cent over 1947. 
Salari.s and wages increased by 16.3 per cent 
(from $106,766,860 in 1947 to $123,105,331 in 
1948), and employment by 3.2 per cant (fran 
67,484 in 1947 to 69.661 in 1948). The value 
added bymanufaoture was $209,260,759, as can-
pared with $179,196,014 in 1947. 

&amil1s and pulp-mills draw their raw 
material directly from the forest in the form 
of logs and pulpwood, and produce sawn lumber, 
other sawmill products, and pulp and paper. 
There are also a number of important indue-
triea which use the products of the sawmills 
as raw material for further manufacture. Some 
of them produce camnodities made almost en-
tirely of wood, others manufacture articles In 
which wood is the most important canpcnent. 
Those several industries are known as the 
"Wood-Using Industries" and are dealt with in 
the present report. Together with the lumber 
industry, the pulp and paper industry, and the 
paper-using industries, they form the "Wood 
and Paper" group, according to the chief com-
ponent material classification of the Indus-
trial Census. 

In subdividing the different wood-using 
industries into the sixteen groups described 
in this bulletin, the classification has been 
based on the principal product reported by 
each individual firm. If a manufacturer's 
output eonists chiefly of sash, doors and 
planing mill products, his operations are 
grouped with planing mills, although he may 
also report the production of furniture, boxes 
and woodenware as side lines or by-products. 
Similarly, an establishment specializing in 
woodenwara will be classed as such, although 
it may also produce sash, doors, and boxes as 
side lines. The statistics of each group of 
industries as discussed in this report should 
be considered with this fact in view. However, 
in Table 4 all the products of the wood-using 
industries are combined and arranged in alpha-
betical order for convenient reference. In 
this table are also listed products in which 
wood is not the chief component material but 
which have been produced as side lines In 
wood-using industries. Complete figures for 
the production of any one individual ooamiodity 
by all classes of industries can be secured on 
application to the Bureau, where a central 
card index compilation of commodity production 
is maintained.

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itario with 1,233 plants accounted for 
42.0 per cent of the total production of the 
wood-using industries in 1948. The 1,361 es-
tablishments in Quebec produced 29.5 per cent. 
In British Columbia, 460 plants produced 15.2 
per cent, folled by Alberta's 147 plants 
with 3.7 per cent and Manitoba's 165 e8-
tablishmenta with 3.8 per cent. There were 
122 plants in New Brunswiok, 193 in Nova 
Scotia, 69 in Saskatchewan and 13 in Prino. 
Edward Island, accounting for 2.7 per cant, 
1.9 per cent, 1.0 per cent and 0.2 per cent, 
respect iv. ly . 

An explanation is necessary of the method 
used throughout the Industrial Census for 
conpiling statistics relating to employment. 
Each establishment reports the number of em-
ploy.es on its pay lists on the l.,t day of 
each month, and these monthly figures are 
added together and divided by twelve, irres-
pective of the period during which the plant 
was in operation. This gives employment for 
the year on a quantity basis in terms of man-
years. The employment figures given in this 
report, therefore, represent the number of 
years' work for an individual furnished by the 
industry rather than the number of individuals 
given employment. 

The averag, employment in the wood-using 
industries was 69,661 man-years in 1948, an 
increase of 3.2 per cent over the previous 
year. Salaries and wages in Canada for the 
entire group of wood-using industries totalled 
$123,105,331, as against $106,766,860 in 1947. 
Employment in (htario amounted to 28,260 man-
years, with a total payroll of $51,742,602; in 
Quebec to 22,329 man-years at $36,350,230 in 
salaries and wages; and in British Columbia to 
9,197 man-years at $18,773,635. The furniture 
industry ranked first in employment with 25,-
893; sash, door and planing mills came aoond 
with 17,794; and the veneer and plywood indus-
try third with 6.335. 

The raw material, used in the wood-using 
industries in 1948 cost $223,652,196, as 
against $193,531.186 in 1947 and formed 51 per 
oent of the total value of finished products 
in 1948. 

Sawn lumber, rough or planed, used in the 
wood-using industries as a group totalled 1,-
745,192 N ft.b.m. valued at $104,5,489, of 
which 1,444,431 N ft.b.m. or 82.8 per cent of 
the total quantity, valued at $80,527,478, was 
softwood, and 300,761 N ft.b.m., or 17.2 per 
cent, valued at $23,975,011  was hardwood. 
Sash and door factories and planing mills re-
corded the treatest consumption of lumber 
among the wood-using industries with 1,142,775 
N ft.b.m. of softwood valued at $62,170,052 
and 56,757 N ft.b.m. of hardwood valued at 
$4,870,261, and the furniture industry ranked 
second with a consumption of 127,040 N ft.b.m. 
of hardwood valued at $10,589,389, and 49,319 
N ft.b.si. of softwood, valued at $3,625,845.

In the hardwood flooring industry 
lumber was purchased to the amount of 86,172 
U ft.b.at., valued at $5,868,221, hardwocd 
accounting for 64,465 U ft.b.m. valued at $4,-
447.043. 

Sawlogs, veneer 10gB and flitches used in 
the wood-using industries during the year to.. 
t*1 de 283,396 M ft.b.m. valued at $17,204.-
406. Of the total amount, 71.9 per cent was 
used by veneer and plywood mills and 7.3 per 
sent by box, basket and orate factories. 
Bolts used amounted to 57,310 cords valued at 
$819,901. 

Veneers and plywoods were used chiefly in 
the furniture and box, basket and orate 
industries. Veneera, amounting to 166,205 U 
eq. ft., were valued at $5,832,713, while the 
79.786 U sq. ft. of plywood were worth $7,-
266,996. 

Heading, etavee and wooden hoops for 
slack and tight cooporage were also used to a 
large extent and formed the major part of the 
materials employed in cooperage. Their cost 
valu, aggregated $2,161,924, of which $787,112 
or 36.4 per cent represented the value of 
slack stavee; $597,800 or 27.7 per oent the 
value of tight staves; $440,649 or 20.4 per 
sent the value of slack heading; $258,283 or 
11.9 per cent the value of tight heading; and 
$78,080 or 3.6 per cent the value of wooden 
hoops. Barrels for repairing or r&iaklng va-
lued at $77,632 were also purchased in the 
industry. 

The purchase of hubs, spokes, bent goods, 
etc. reported by the carriage, sleigh and ve-
hicle supply industry totalled $18,997. 
Blooka, blanks, squares and other wood valued 
at $2,567,062 were used by the various indus-
tries, principally in wood-turning and in the 
manufacture of boxes, baskets and crates and 
of lasts, trees and wooden shoe findings. 
Furniture frames valued at $2,565,937 were 
purchased by furniture manufacturers. 

All other materiala used, including tim-
ber f or preservation and wood for charcoal 
burning, materials other than wood, such 
as stuffing materials, textiles, hardware, 
paints, varnishes, glues, glass, metals, 
leathers, etc. used principally in the furni-
ture, and miscellaneous wood-using industries, 
and process supplies, such as belting, pull-
eys, mnall repair parts, sandpaper, lubricant 
etc., were valued at $80,634,139.

containers, n.e.c. and parts at $6,000,422; 
phonograph and radio cabinets at $5,363,692;

ing room furniture, not upholstered at $4,-
