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TEE FURNITURE INDUSTRY IN CANADA, 1941. 

Ottawa, March, 1943. - The furniture 
industry comprises establishments engaged 
whoily or principally in the manufacture of 
wooden furniture of all kinds. It covers the 
greater part of the production of this commod-
ity in Canada. There are, however, a number 
of firms classified in other industrial groups 
which make furniture as a side line to their 
principal produotion. The firma dealt with in 
the present report also manufacture commod-
ities other than furniture as secondary prod-
ucts. 

The furniture industry showed subotantial 
gain.. in 1941 over the previous year. Employ-
ment increased by 15.7 per cent (from 11,541 
to 13,355) and salaries and wages paid by 29 
per oent (from *11,895,262 to *15,343.545). 
Material, used cost $19,378,080, as compared 
with $14,377,057, an increase of 34.8 per 
pent, and the gross value of production reach-
ed $42,776,336, or 32.4 per cent more than the 
$32,294,385 reported in 1940. 

This industry is centred in southwestern 
ctario. Out of a total of 411 establishments 
in 1941, 198 were located in that province. 
The distribution for the other provinces was 
as follawsz Quebec 91, British Columbia 61, 
Manitoba 36, Alberta 14, New Brunswiok and 
Saskatchewan 4 each, and Nova Scotia 3. 

Capital employed in these concerns in 
1941 was reported at $31,029,254, an increase 
of 8.8 per cent over the previous year. The 
value placed on lands, buildings, fixtures, 
machinery and tools was $15,028,539; raw mate-
rials, stocks in process, fuel and miscella-
neous supplies on hand were valued at $6,545,-
698; finished products on hand at $2,213,048; 
and cash, trading and operating accounts 
totalled $7,241,969. 

The averae number of employees in 1941 
was 13,355, as compared with 11,541 in 1940.

1940. Bituminous coal cost $236,679; anthra-
otte $12,709; lignite $289; coke $1.493; gaso-
line $18,302; kerosene $18; fuel oil $9,230; 
wood $14,439; mill-waste $40,586; sawdust and 
shavings $29,451; gas $2,592; and other fuel 
$111. The total value of electricity purchased 
in 1941 amounted to $280,043. 

Power ordinarily In use in this industry 
totalled 22,269 h.p. from 2 0 874 units of the 
following cle.ssest 44 steam engines rated at 
6286 h.p.; 9 diesel engines rated at 517 
h.p.; 5 gasoline engines rated at 23 h.p.; 7 
hydraulic turbines rated at 994 h.p.; and 
2,809 electric motors operated by purchased 
power with a total rating of 14,449 h.p. 
There were also 643 electric motors rated at 
3,978 h.p. operated by power generated by the 
primary unite and 129 boilers rated at 11,334 
h.p. Equipinent in reserve or idle comprised 
5 steam engines rated at 385 h.p., 65 electric 
motors on purchased power at 429 h.p. 1  1 gas-
oline engine at 8 h.p., 1 hydraulic turbine at 
20 h.p., 6 electric motors on generated power 
at 65 h.p. and 12 boilers at 1,255 h.p. 

Iterials used in manufacturing in 1941 
cost $19,378,080, as against a corresponding 
figure of $14,377,057 in the previous year. 
Sawn lumber Is the most important material 
used in the manufacture of furniture • The 
hardwood used is to a large ex-tent imported 
from the United States and tropical sources, 
while the softwoods are chiefly the product of 
Canadian sawmills. Hardwood lumber amounted 
to 99,106 U ft.b.m. valued at $4,364,457; 
softwood lumber,  to 22,031 U ft.b.m. valued at 
$697,926; softwood and hardwood bolts to 349 
cords valued at $,363; veneer 42,079 U surf. 
ft. valued at $940,869; plywood 17,293 U surf. 
ft. valued at $802,721; block., blanks, 
squares and other wood valued at $17,812, and 
furniture frame valued at $776,402. Textile 
coverings, fibre, hardware, paint, oils, var-
nish, leather, etc., were among the more in-
portent of the remaining iteme which were val-
ued at $11,773,530. 

The furniture manufactured in this indus-
try esists chiefly of household furniture 
which in 1941 was valued at $30,089,506 and 
was made up of upholstered living-room fur-
niture valued at $10,209,806, bedroom furniture

A total of $628,471 
was received f or repair work, and other mis-
cellaneous products of all classes amounted to

detailed tables for both years covering the 
distribution of establishmsnte. 	capital in- 
vested, employment, fuel, 	power equipment, 
materials used and products manufactured. 

NOTE. - Production figures as given in this 
tTTetin do not necessarily represent the 
total output in Canada of the commodities 
listed, as there may be also a considerable 
produotion in other industrial groupa. For 
complete information this bulletin must be 
read with the rest of the series on wood-using 
industries and other publications of the 
Census of Industry.
