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THE FURNITURE INDUSTRY IN CANADA, 1943. 

Ottawa, May, 1945. - For the fifth conseou-
tive year, the furniture industry showed gains 
in 1943 over the previous year, entablishin€ 
new records for employment and salaries and 
wages paid and gross and net value of prod-
ucts. Salaries and wages paid increa3ed by 
7.7 per cent over 1942 (from $16,636,932 to 
17,923,816) and employmant increased by 1.6 

per cent (from 13,223 to 13,440). 	The gross 
value of production raev-hed 	47,1O7.525. or 
3.2 per cent more than the $45,650,224 report-
ed in 1942, but the cost of materials used do-
creased by 1.5 per cent, amounting to $19,-
062,790, as compared with $19,352,361 the 
previous year. 

The furniture imdusry comprises eFtablish-
monte engagsi wholly or principally in the 
manufacture of wcodem furniture of all kinds. 
It co'ers the greater part of the production 
df this commodity in Canada. There are, hcw-
vor, a number of firms classified in other 
industrial groups which make furniture as a 
side line to their principal production. The 
firms dealt)', with in the present report ain 
rnanufcture conenodities other than furniture 
as secondary products. 

This industry is centred in southwestern 
Ontario. Out of a total of 449 establishments 
in 1943, 212 were located in that province. 
The dietricution for the other provinces was 
as follows: Quebec 113, Pritish Columbia 59, 
)Aanitobe 35, Alberta 15, Saskatchewan 7, Nova 
Scotia 4 and New Brunswick 4. 

Capital employed in these concerns in 1945 
was reported at $32,174,700, an increase of

The value 
placed on lend8, buildings, fixtures, ma-
chinery and tools was *15.510,805; raw materi-
als, stocks in process, fuel and miscellaneous 
supplies on hand were valued at $6,861,063; 
finished products on hand at $1,924,499; and 
cash, trading and operating accounts totalled 
$7,878,323. 

The average number of employees in 1943 was 
13,440, as compared with 13,223 in 1942. The 
number of salaried employees was 1,784 and the 
payments for salaries during the year totalled 
$3,634,325. The monthly average of wage-earn-
ers was 11,656 while the wage payroll amounted 
to $14,289,491. 

Total employment of wage-earners in 1943 
rose from 11,581 in January to 11,732 in July, 
and the year closed with 11,659 in December. 
As compared with the previous year, the number 
of male wage-earners decreased from 10,453 to 
9,978, but female wage-earners increased from 
890 in 1942 to 1,678 in 1943. 

Working hours varied considerably in each 
province. In the furniture industry as a 
whole 23.1 per cent of the male wage-earners 
worked from 45 to 47 hours per week, 23 per 
cent 55 hours, 9.8 per cent from 56 to 64 
hours, 9.5 per cent from 49 to 50 hours, and 
9.2 per cent from 51 to 54 hours per week. Of 
the female wage-earners 26.3 per cent worked 
from 45 to 47 hours, 19 per cent 55 hours, and 
11 per cent from 51 to 54 hours per week. 

Expenditures for fuel and electrioity dur-
ing the year totalled $741,242, as against 
$705,723 in 1942. Bituminous coal cost $308,-
382, anthracite $22,336, lignite $534, coke 
$2,460, gasoline $21,731, kerosene $248, fuel 
oil $6,914, cordwood $18,114, mill-waste $29,-
930, sawdust and shavings $18,369, gas $2,792, 
and other fuel $690. The total value of elec-
tricity purchased amounted to $308,742. 

Power ordinarily in use in this industry 
totalled 24,948 h.p. from 3,581 unite of the 
following classes: 40 steam engines rated at 
5,973 h.p., 10 diesel engines rated at 562 
h.p., 7 gasoline engines rated at 28 h.p., 21 
hydraulic turbines rated at 1,201 h.p., and 
3,503 electric motors operated by purchased 
power with a total rating of 17,184 h.p. There 
were also 536 electric motors rated at 3,169 
h.p. operated by power generated by the prima-
ry units, 134 boilers rated at 12,446 h.p., 
and 15 motor generator sets rated at 819 h.p. 
Equipment in reserve or idle comprised 7 steam 
engines rated at 820 h.p., 47 electric motors 
on purchased power at 406 h.p., 9 boilers at 
1,080 h.p. and 2 motor generator sets at 190 
h • p.

The furniture manufactured in this industry 
consists chiefly of household t'ürniture which 
in 1943 was valued at *28,957,931 and was made 
up of bedroom furniture valued at $10,268,197, 
living-room furniture valued at 9,982,498(in-
eluding upholstered living-room furniture and 
studio couches), dinin-roon furniture valued 
at $2,735,592, breakfast-room furniture valued 
at $1,805,881, kitchen furniture valued at 
e1,448,263 and miscellaneous household furni-
ture valued at $2,737,500. 

The next most important items were those of 
office and store furniture and fixtures at 
$3,687,123; furniture frames $1,149,211; 
furniture and fixtures for churches, schools, 
and other public buildings $960,182; 	miscel- 
laneous cabinet work $911,021; 	children's
