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THE FURNITURE INDUSTRY IN CANP.Di1, 1944 

Ottawa, JuY,1946, - For the sixth consecu-
tive year the furniture industry showed gains 
in 1944 over the previous year, establishing 
new r000rds in all the principal statistics 
relating to the industry. Salaries and wages 
paid increased by 9.2 per cent over 1943 (from 
$17,923,816 to $19,580,828) and employment by 
4.6 per cent (from 13,440 to 14,046) .The gross 
value of production reached $51,296,574, or 
8.9 per cent more than the $47,107,525 report-
ed in 1943, and the cost of materials used in-
creased by 9.5 per o.nt,amounting to $20,871,-
640 as compared with $19,062,790 the previous 
year. 

The furniture industry comprises establish-
ments engaged wholly or principally In the 
manufacture of wooden furniture of all kinds. 
It covers the greater part of the production 
of this comnxxtlty in Canada. There are, how-
ever, a number of firms classified in other 
industrial groups which make furniture as a 
side line to their principal production. The 
firms dealt with in the present report also 
manufacture conmod it lea other than furniture 
as secondary products. 

This industry is centred in southwestern 
Ctario. Out of a total of 472 establishments 
in 1944, 208 were located in that province. 
Th distrib.tion for the other provinces was 
as followat Quebec 133, British Columbia 65, 
Manitoba 33, Alberta 16, Saskatchewan 9, Nova 
Scotia 4 and New Brunswick 4. 

The average ntsnher of employees in 1944 was 
14,046, as compared with 13,440 in 1943. The 
number of salaried en,loyees was 1,797 and the 
payments for salaries during the year totalled 
$3,853,790. The monthly average of wage-earn-
ers was 12,249 while the wage payroll amount - 
ad to $15,727,038.

As compared with the )revtOU8 year, the numbor 
of male wage-earners increased from 9,978 to 
10,471, and female wage-earners increased from 
1,678 1:c) 1,777. 

)Vorking hours varied considerably in each 
province. In the furniture industry as a 
whole 2.9 per cent of the male wage-earners 
worked from 45 to 47 hours per week, 16.4 per 
cent 56 hotra, 10.1 per cent from 51 to 54 
hours, 9.3 per cent from 49 to 50 hours, and 
9.3 per cent 44 hours per week. Of the female 
wage-earners 29.2 per cent worked from 45 to47 
hours, 18.9 per cent from 31 to 43 hours, and 
13.7 per cent 44 hours per week. 

pendituroe for fuel and electricity dur-
ing the year totalled $764,261, as against 
$741,242 in 1943. Bituminous coal cost $319,-
198, anthracite $14,597, lignite $677, coko 
$3,006, gasoline $29,414, kerosene $298, fuel 
oil $5,778, oordwood $19,446, wood-waste $32,-
685, gas $2,642 and other fuel $1,022. The 
total value of electricity purchased amounted 
to $335,498. 

Power ordinarily in use in this industry 
totalled 29,144 h.p. from 4,767 units of the 
following claseess 47 steam engines rated at 
6,663 h.p., 11 diesel engines rated at 574 
h.p., 9 gasoline engines rated at 153 h.p.. 12 
hydraulic turbines rated at 1,197 h.p., and 
4.688 electric motors operated by purchased 
power with a total rating of 20,557 h.p. There 
were also 615 electric motors rated at 3,567 
h.p. operated by power generated by the prima-
ry unIts, 100 boIlers rated at 9,878 h.p., and 
9 motor generator sets rated at 1,169 h.p. 
2quipmeut in reserve or idle incltxie4 among 
other items, 10 steam engines rated at 995 h.p. 
and 85-electric motors on purchased power at 
715 h.p. - 

Materials used in manufacturIng in 1944 
cost $20,871,540, as against a correBponding 
-figure of $19,062,790 the previous year. Sawn 
lumber is the most important material used in 
the manufacture of furniture • The hardwood 
used is to a large extent imported from the 
United States and tropical sources, while the 
eott'uooda are chiefly the products of Cax*dian 
eawaills.

U ft.b.ni. valued at $5,624,461; softwood itmi-
ber to 27,657 U ft.b.m. valued at $1,288,203; 
softwood and hardwood logs to 1,745 M ft.b.m.

The furniture manufsotnred in this industry 
consists chiefly of household furniture which 
in 1944 was valued at $31,937,886 and was made 
up of bedroon furniture valued at $11,399,064, 
living-roon furniture valued at $11,268,916 
(including upholstered living-room furniture 
and sttriio couches), din.ing-rocm furniture 
valued at $2,731,211. Ixeakfast-roon furniture 

luod at $2,168,789, kitchen furniture valued 
at $1,460,894 and miscellaneous household fur-
niture valued at $2,909,011. 

The next most important I tame were those of 
office and store furniture and fixtures at 
$3,802,908; aircraft parts $3,480,783; fur-
riiture frames $1,310,811; children', furniture 
$1,263,762;furniture and fixtures for churches 
schools and other public buildings $1,209,378; 
miscellaneous cabinet work $1,038,469; cedar 
and other cheats $867,359; framed pictures, 
$568,071; wooden boxes and crates $543,916 
picture and mirror frames $323,049;aash, doors 
and other miil-ek $311,715;other upholstered 
furniture $304,070; camp, lawn and verandah 
furniture $238,160;children's toy vehicles and 
other wooden toys $234,551; moulding for pic-
ture and mirror frames  $162,556; and framed 
mirrors $118,355. 

Miscellaneous other products of all daises 
were valued at $1,859,585. 	In addition, the 
stmi of $181,114 was received for custom up-
holstering, $523 0 769 for re-upholstering 
$606,432 for repairs of all kinds,snd $409,887 
for all other work or services.
