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THE PAPE li BOX AND BAG INDUSThY IN CANADA 1934, 

Ottawa, November, 1935..-- The paper box and bag industry includes all 
establishments engaged wholly or principally in the manufacture of paper boxes and 
bags. It covers the greater part of the production of these coimodities in Canada., 
There are, however, a number of firms classified in other industrial groups which make 
paper boxes and bags as a side line to their principal production., The firms dealt 
with in the present report also manufacture commodities other than paper boxes and bags 
as secondary products. 

There were 143 establishments engaged in this industry in 1934 against 132 
in 1933. The distribution by provinces was as follows: Ontario 85, Quebec3, British 
Columbia 8.)  Manitoba 7, New Brunswick 3, Nova Scotia 2, and Alberta 1. The'province of 
Quebec reported an increase of six plants, Ontario, an increase of four, 1  and British 
Columbia, an increase of one.  

Capital investment in these concerns increased from $20,t11,982.,to $20,724,597 
in 1934. The value placed on lands, buildings, machinery, tools, etc, was given at 
.13,445,374, finished products on hand at $1,023 9 201, materials on hand and stocks in 
process amounted to $2,065,738, and cash, trading and operating accounts and bills 
receivable to $4,190,284., 

The average number of employees in the paper box and bag industry in 1934 was 
5,230 or 316 more than the number reported in 1933 and the total sum paid in salaries 
and wages was 5 ) 061,892 as compared with $4558,177 in 1933. The 925 salaried 
employees were paid $1,867,148 and the 4 0 305 wage--earners received $3,194,744 during 
the year0 

Cost of fuel totalled $110,481, an increase of $10,790 over the $99,691 
reported in 1933, Bituminous coal was valued at $79,651, gas cost $9.,791, anthracite 
$6331, wood $5'9O. fuel oil $5012, coke $2 9 262, kerosene $164, lignite coal $147, 
gasoline $117 and other fuel $1,216. 

Expenditure on electric power during the year amounted to $110,649, which 
represented the cost of 6,449,,632 kw..h.. Power installation included one steam engine, 
one hydraulic turbine and 2,056 electric l.otors operated by purchased power, with a 
total rating of 6,608 h.p0 The above figures cover the equipment ordinarily used 
during the year while 34 electric iotors operated by purchased power with a total 
rating of 94 h.p3 were held in reserve or were idle during the year3 

Materials used in the paper box and bag industry amounted to $11,281,493 
against $9,568,160 in 19333 Paper and paper board were used to the amount of 
$9830,423 and formed 85,4 per cent of the total value of materials employeth Paper 
of all kinds was valued at $3,802,853 and included $1,200,657 of corrugating paper, 
$410,432 of cover and fancy paper, $65,125 of wrapping paper, and $2,126,639 of mis-
cellaneous paper. Paper board of all kinds was valued at $5,827,570 and included 
50696 tons of liner board valued at $2,399,670, 31,869 tons of folding board at 
$1875 954, 22.509 tons of non-folding board at $1,050,626, 7,765 tons of chip board 
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at $336,897, and 3,410 tons of other paper board at $164,423 Some items of materials we 
udin makirgãfl four classes of products; these comprised ink, valued at $281,343, 
printing plates, at $168,472, and glue and other adhesives, $146,225. Other materials, 
specified in a few classes only, such as paraffin, shipping containers, cambric and 
kraft tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die rule, die board, and miscellaneous supplie 
and printing made up the remainder of the total and amounted to $1,055,030 or less than 
9.,4 per cent of the total value of all materials used, 

Production in 1934 was valued at $21,035,432 as compared with the co:res-•-
ponding figure of $17 0 800,330 recorded in 1933 The products iiianufactured, in the order 
of their importance with regard to the value, were: corrugated boxes $6,810,043; 
folding boxes $4 0 217 0 807; set-up boxes $3,798 9 731; self-opening bags $1,361,879; bags, 
n,e0s0 $1,309,903; fibreboard boxes $749,027; envelopes $431,153; corrugated paper and 
wrappers $241,685; drinking cups $239,185; special bags of glassine, waxed paper, 
cellophane, etc,. $188,071; printing and lithographing $139,990; egg case fillers $90,135; 
mailing tubes $78,478; millinery bags $76,178; all other boxes and cartons $71,952; 
round liquid containers $70,004; ice cream pails $41,872; oyster pails $8,711 and all 
other products including adding machine rQ&ls, printed advertising, lai&Lnated board, 
fibre containers, cores for paper rolls, cellophane garment covers, furniture and casket 
covers, mounted displays, printed games, puzzles and novelties, gummed tape, milk bottle 
caps, writing pads and tablets, auto panels, papeteries, paper plates, soda straws, 
fibre spoons and forks, tags and labels, packaged toilet paper, transfer stamps, waxed 
paper,plain and printed cellophane and glassine wrappers, custom work with materials 
supplied, and miscellaneous paper and board manufactured, $1,110,628
