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THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY IN CANADA, 1935,

Ottama, October, 1936.- The paper box and bag industry includes all
establishments engaged wholly or principally in the manufacture of paper boxes and
nags. It covers the greater part of the production of these commodities in Canada.
There are, however, a number of firms classified in other industrial groups which
meke paper boxes and bags as a side line to their principal production. The firms
dealt with in the present report also manufacture commodities. other than paper boxes
and bags as secondary products,

There were 146 establishments engaged in this industry in 1935 against 143
in 1934, The distribution by provinces was as follows: Ontario 86, Quebec 38,
British Columbia 8, Manitoba 7, New Brunswick 3, Nove Scotia 3, and Alberta 1. One
more plant reported in Ontario, Quebec and Nova Scotia than in 1934.

Capital investment in these concerns increased from $20,724,597 to
$21,153,422 in 1935, The value placed on lands, buildings, machinery, tools, etc.
was given at $13,523,927, finished products ahd materials on hand and stocks in
process amounted to $3,240,746, and cash, trading and operating accounts and bills
receivable to $4,388,749. :

The average number of employees in the paper box and bag industry in 1935
was 5,562 or 332 more than the number reported in 1934 and the total sum paid in
salaries and wages was 35,432,060 as compared. with $5,061,892 in 1934, The 963
salaried employees were paid $1,978,139 and the 4,599 wage-earners received $3,453,921
during the year,

Cost of fuel totalled $124,314, an increase of $13,833 over the $110,481
reported in 1934, Bituminous coal was valued ot $87,845, gas cost $10,449, anthracite
$5,294, wood $2,689, fuel and diesel oil $13,586, coke $2.424, kerosene $117, lignite
coal $112, gasoline $247 and other fuel $1,551.

Expenditure on electric power during the year amounted to $111,116, which
represented the cost of 7,290,262 kw.h. Power installation included two steam engines,
and 2,227 electric motors operated by purchased power; with a total rating of 7,008
h,p. The above figures cover the equipment ordinarily used during the year while 3.
electric motors operated by purchased power with a total rating of 95 h.p. and one
steam engine were held in reserve or were idle during the year.

Meterials used in the paper box and bag industry amounted to $12,952,362
againgt $11,281 ,493 in 1934, Paper and paper board were used to the amount of
$11,018,483 and formed 85 per cent of the total value of materials employed. Paper
of all kinds except wrapping was velued at $4,296,913 and included $1,488,772 of
corrugating paper, $433,259 of cover and fancy paper, and $2,374,882 of miscellaneous
paper. Paper board of all kinds was valued at $6,721,570 and included 56,847 tons
of liner board velued at $2,955,453, 34,003 tons of folding board at $2,108,372,
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20,978 tons of non-folding board at $1,018,112, 7,545 tons of chip board at $355,655,

and 4,162 tons of other paper board at $283,998. Some items of materials were used in
naking 21l four classes of products; these comprised ink, valued at $322,719, printing
plates, at $195,776, and glue and other edhesives, $173,549. Other materials, specified

in & few classes only, such as paraffin, shipping containers, and wrapping paper, cembric ,
and kraft tape, silicate. of soda, pulp screenings, cellophane, ourlap, wire, twine, die .
rule, die board, and miscellaneous supplies and printing made up the remainder of the '
total and amounted to $1,241,835 or about ten per cent of the total value of all materials .
used. : i

Production in 1935 was valued at $23,466,368 as compared with the corresponding
figure of $21,035,432 recorded in 1934, The products manufactured, in the order of their,
importance with regard to the value, were: corrugated boxes $6,654,357; set-up boxes
24,503,268; folding boxes $4,407,214; self-opening bags $1,426,611; bags, n.e.S.
$1,340,944; corrugated paper and vwrappers $1,169,345; fibreboard boxes $762,571; drinking
cups $213,442; special bags $210,311; printing and 1lithographing $143,862; miscellaneous
wrappers $126,421; round .fibre containers $111,968; millinery bags $104,088; miscell-
aneous boxes and ceartons $94,526; mailing tubes $86€,849; egg case fillers $84,645; tags
and labels $70,976 and all other products valued at $1,869,119.

The following tables give, first, & summary of the principal statistics of
the industry in 1934 and 1935, followed by comparative detailed tables for both years
covering the distribution of establishments, capital invested, employment, fuel, power,
equipment, materials used and products manufactured.
