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Ottawn November, 1937.- The paper box and bag industry includes all estab-
lishments engaged wholly or principally in the manufacture of paper boxes and bags. 
It covers the greater part of the production of these commodities in Canada. There 
are, however, a number of firms classified in other industrial groups which make paper 
boxes and bags s a side line to their principal production.. The firms dealt with in 
the present report also manufacture commodities other than paper boxes and bags as 
secondary products. 

Owing to the transfer of several establishments to other industrial groups, 
141 plants reported in the paper box and bag industry in 1936 as compared with 146 in 
1935, The distribution by provinces was as follows; Ontario 81, Quebec 37, British 
Columbia 9, Manitoba 7, New Brunswick 3, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskatchewan and Alberta 
1 each. 

Capital investment in these concerns decreased from $21,153,422 in 1935 to 
$20,919 0 171 in 1936 The value placed on lands, buildings, machinery, tools, etc. 
was given at $13,327,268, finished products and materials on hand and stocks in pro-
cess amounted to $3,274,401, and cash, trading and operating accounts and bills re-
ceivable to $4,317,502. 

The average number of employees in the paper box and bag industry in 1936 
was 5002 or 340 more than the number reported In 1935 and the total sum paid in 
salaries and wages was $5,761,998 as compared with $5,432,060 in 1935. The 1,021 sal-
aried employees were paid $2,005,832 and the 4,881 wage.earners received $3,756,166 
during the year. 

Cost of fuel totalled $138,110, an increase of $13,796 over the $124,314 re-• 
ported in 1935 Bituminous coal was valued at $94,884, fuel and diesel oil cost 
$17,446, natural and manufactured gas $13,259, anthracite coal $4,086, coke $2,812, 
lignite ccai $2,376, wood $1,461, gasoline $165, kerosene $88 and other fuel $1,532. 

Expenditure on electric power during the year amounted to $116, 778, which 
reprr id the cost of 7,654, 398 kw,h Power installation included one steam engine, 
one hydraulic turbine and 2,476 electric motors operated by purchased power, with a 
total rating of 7,544 h.p. The above figures cover the equipment ordinarily used 
during the year while 30 electric motors operated by purchased power with a total 
rating of 101 h.p., and two steam engines rated at 85 h.p. were held in reserve or were 
idle during the year.  

Materials used in the paper box and bag industry amounted to $14,310,960 in 
1936 against $12,952,362 in 1935 Paper and paper board were used to the amount of 
$12,143,181 and formed 85 per cent of the total value of materials employed. Paper 
of all kinds except wrapping was valued at $4,455,049 and included $1,713,088 of 
corrugating paper, $437,297 of cover and fancy paper, and $2,304,664 of miscellaneous 
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papers. Paper board of all kinds was valued at $7,688132 and included 70,073 tons of 
liner board valued at $3 9 739 9 060 9  36,945 tons of folding board at $2,312,270, 20,782 
tons of non--folding board at $991,684 9 4,047 tons of chip board at $385,484, and 
4 9 009 tons of other paper board at $259,634 Some items of materials were used in 
making all six classes of products; these comprised ink, valued at $354,326 and glue 
and other adhesives, 246,338, Other materials, specified in a few classes only, 
such as printing plates 4)  paraffin, shipping containers, wrapping paper, cambric and 
kraft tape, silicate of soda, wire ç  twine, die rule, die board, and miscellaneous 
supplies and printing made up the remainder of the total and amounted to 1,567,115 
or about ten per cent of the total value of all materials used. 

Production in 1936 was valued at $25,588,431 as compared with the corre 
sponding figure of $23466,368 recorded in 1935 The products manufactured, in the 
order of their importance with regard to the value, were: corrugated boxes $8,981,426; 
folding boxes $5,289,900; set-up boxes $4,289,605; self opening bags $1,518,938; bags, 
nes0 $1,473,215; fibreboard boxes $822,501; corrugated paper and wrappers $549,293; 
special bags $210832; millinery bags $126,689; mailing tubes $85,990; egg case 
fillers $83,269; printing $82,229; miscellaneous boxes and cartons p77,232; tags and 
labels $73,824; and all other products valued at $1,923,488.. 

The following tables give,, first, a summary of the principal statistics of 
the industry in 1935 and 1936, followed by comparative detailed tables for both years 
covering the distribution of establishments, capital invested, employment, fuel, 
power, equipment, materials used and products manufactured.,
