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THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY IN CANADA, 1937,

Ottawa, December, 1938, - The paper
box and bag industry includes all establish-
ments engaged wholly or principally in the
manufacture of paper boxes and bags. It covers
the greater part of the production of these
comodities in Canada. There are, however, a
number of firms classified in other industrial
groups which make paper boxes and bags as a
side line to their vrincipal production. The
firms dealt with in the present report also
manufacture commodities other than paper boxes
and bags as secondary products.

Cne hundred and forty-seven plants
reported in the paper box and bag industry in
1937 as compared with 141 in 1936. The distri-
bution by provinces was as follows: Ontario
86, Quebec 38, British Columbia 9, Manitobda 7,
New Brunswick 3, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskat-
chewan and Albsrta 1 sach.

Capital investment in these con-
cerns increased from $20,919,171 in 1936 to
$23,400,776 in 1937. The value placed on
lands, buildings, machinery, tools, etc, was
given at $14,706,270, finished products and
materials on hand and stocks in process a—
mounted to $4,023,031, and cash, trading and

erating accounts and bills receivable to
$4,671,475.

The average number of smploysees in
the paper box and bag industry in 1937 was
6,637 or 735 more than the number reported in
1936 and the total sum paid in selaries and
wages was $6,767,871 as compared with $5,761,-
998 in 1936. The 1,091 salaried employees were
pald $2,383,672 and the 5,546 wage-oarners
receivad $4,384,199 during the year.

Cost of fuel totalled $153,710, an
increase of $15,600 over the $138,110 reported
in 1936. Bituminous coal was valued at $100,~
369, fuel and diesel o1l cost $25,9%1, natural
and marufactured gas $14,809, anthracite coal
$3,213, coke $2,710, lignite coel $2,573, wood
$1,948, gasoline $288, kerosene $254 and other
fuel $1,565.

Expenditure on electric power during
the year amounted to $134,271, which repre-
sented the cost of 8,998,926 kw.h. Power
ingtallation includsd one steam engine, three
hydraulic turbines and 2,722 electric motors
operated by purchased power, with a total
rating of 8,500 h.p. The above figures cover
the equipment ordinarily used during the year
while 29 electric motors operated by purchased
power with a total rating of 73 h.v. and one
steam engine rated at 30 h.p, were held in
reserve or were idle during the year.

Materials used in the paper box and
bag industry amounted to $17,097.3;ﬁe1n 1937
against $14,310,960 in 1936. Paper and paper
board were wsed to the amoumt of $1k,420,934
and formed 84 per cent of the total value of
materlals employed. Paper of all kindis except
wrapping was valued at $5,283,392 and included
$1,980,042 of corrugating paper, $478,141 of
cover and fancy paper, and $2,821,745 of mis-
cellaneous paper. FPaper board of all kinds was
valued at $9,137,542 and included 75,702 tons
of liner board valued at 84,335,980, U2,534
tons of folding board at $2,794,817, 22,692
tons of non-folding bosard at $1,187,033, 9,193
tons of chip board at $458,980, end 5,581 tons
of other paper board at $360,732. Some items
of materiala were used in making all aix
classes of products; these comprised ink,
valued at $427,229 and glue and cther adhe-
sives, $305,327. Other materials, epecified
in a few classes only, such as printing plates,
paraffin, shipping containers, wrapping paper,

cambric and kraft tape, silicate of soda, wire,.

twine, die rule, dle board, and miscellaneous
supplies and printing made up the remainder of
the total and amounted to $1,943,84Y4 or about
eleven per cent of the total value of all
materials used.
