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THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY IN CANADA, 1938.

Ottawa, December, 1939, - The paper box
and bag industry includes all sstablisiments en-
gaged wholly or principally in the mamfacture
of paper boxss and bags. It covers the greater
part of the production of these commodities in
Canada, Thsre are, however, & mumbsr of firms
clagsified in othsr industrial groups which make
paper boxsa and bags as a side line to their
principal production. The firms dealt with in
ths present report also menufacture commodities
other than paper boxes and bags as sscondary
products.

One mndred and fifty-one plants reported
in the paper box and bag industry in 1938 as
compared with 147 in 1937. The distribution by
provinces was as followa: Ontario 88, Quebec U0,
British Columbia 8, Manitoba 7, New Brunswick U,
¥ova Scotia 2, and Saskatchewan and Alberta 1
sach,

Capital investment in thess concerns de-
creased from $23,400,776 in 1937 to $22,9u48,019
in 1938. The value placed on lands, buildings,
machinery, tools, etc. was given at $14,621,122,
finishsed products and materials on hand and
stocks in process amounted to $3,815,471, and
cash, trading and operating accounts and bills
recsivable to $4,511,426.

The average number of smployees in the
paper box and bag industry in 1938 was 6,494 or
143 less tlan the number reported in 1937, and
the total sum paid in salaries and wages was
46,763,074 as compered with $6,767,971 in 1937,
The 1,151 salaried employees were paid
$2,417,082 and the 5,343 wage-earners received
$4,345 992 during the year.

Ottawa, décembre 1939. - L'induatrie des
boltes et eacs en papler camprend tous les éta-
blissements dont ltoccupation exclusive ou prin-
cipale consiste dans la production de boltes et
sacs en papier. Elle tient compte ds la plus
grands partis de la production de tels articles
au Canada, Il y a, toutafois, un certain nombre
d'établissements, classés dans d'autres groupes
industriels, qui fabriquent des boltes et sacs
en papier en & c8té, de méme que les établisse-
ments dont traite ce rapport fabrijuemt, comme
produite secondaires, dlautres articles que les
boftes et sacs en papier.

Cent cinquante et une fabriques de boltes
et sacs en papler ont fait rapport en 1938 com-

Cost of fuel totalled $142,84E, a decrease
of $10,864 fram the $153,710 reported in 1937.
Bituminous coel was valued at $92,432, fuel and
diesel oil cost $22,055, natural and manufac-
tured gee $1L,273, anthracite coal §$2,319, coke
$3,114, lignite coal $2,062, wood $i,453, gaso-
line $1,370, kerosene $118 and other fuel $650.

Expepditures on electric power during the
year amounted to $136,631, which represented the
cost of 8,854,305 kwh. Power installation in-
cluded 3 gteam engines, 3 hydraulic turbines and
3,005 electric motors operated by purchased
power, with a total rating of B,600 h.p. The
above figures cover the equipment ordinarily
used during the year, while 45 electric motors
operated by purchased power with a total rating
of 113 h,p. and 3 steam engines rated at 385h.p.
were held in reserve or were idle during the
year,

Materials used in the paper box and bag
indnstry amountsd to $16,228,350 in 1938 against
$17,097,334 in 1937. Paper and paper board were
used to the amount of $13,676,062 and formed 8k
per cent of the total value of materials ‘em-
ployed. Paper of all kinds except wrapping was
valued at $4,931,936 and included $1,8u45,553 of
corrugating paper, $446,195 of cover and fancy
paper, and $2,6u40,182 of miscellanecus paper.
Paper board of all kinds was valued at $B,7uk4,126
and included 76,525 tons of liner board valued
at $4,124,373, 40,983 tons of folding board at
$2,777,050, 20,371 tons of non~folding board at
$1,091,475, 9,114 tans of chip boerd at $420,681,
and 5,430 tons of other paper board at $330,547.
Sane items of materials were used in making all
six classes of producta; these comprised ink,
valued at $L03,028 and glve and other adhesives,
$290,165. Other meterials, specified in a few
clagses only, such as printing plates, paraffin,
shipping containers, wrapping paper, cambric and
kraft tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die
rule, die board, and miscellanecus supplies and
printing made up the remainder of the total and
amcunted to $1,859,095 or about 1l per cent of
the total value of all materials used.
