Ottava, Ssptamber,; 194l. -« The mups: hox
and btag industry includes establishments eng-
nged wholly or principally in the manufacture
of paper boxes and bags. It covers the great-
er part of the production of these commodities
in Canada. There are, however, a number of
firms classified in other industrial groups
wnich make paper boxes and bege as a side line
to their principal production. The firms
dealt with in the present report alsoc manu-
facture commodities other than paper boxes and
bags as secondary products.

One hundred end fifty three plants rep-
orted in the paper bex end beg industry in
1940, as compared with 152 in 1939, The dis-
tribution by provinces was as follows: Ontario
88, Quebec 41, British Columbie 9, Manitoba 7,
New Brunswick 4, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskatche-
wan and Alberta 1 each.

Capital investment in these concerns in-
creased from $24,046,931 in 1939 to $24,706,-
224 in 1940. The value placed on lands, build-
ings, machinery, tools, etc. was given at
$14,032,872, finished products and materials
on hand and stocks in process amcunted to
$5,042,117, and cash, trading and operating
accounts and bills receivable to §5,631,235,

The average number of employees in the
paper box and bag industry in 1940 was 7,036,
or 294 more than the number reported in 1839,
and the total sum paid in salaries and wages
was $7,713,004, as compared with $7,150,013 in
1939. The 1,175 salaried employees were paid
$2,566,643 and the 5,861 wege-earners received
$5,146,361 during the year.

Cost of fuel totalled $183,226, an in-
crease of $25,069 over the $158,157 reported
in 1939. Bituminous coal was valued at $122,-
532, fuel and diesel o0il cost 827,592, natural
and manufactured gas $13,820, gasoline $6,666,
coke $4,991, anthracite coal $4,001, lignite
coal $2,449, wood $1,135, kerosene $326 and
other fuel $714.

Expenditures on electric power during the
year amounted to $158,547, which represented
the cost of 11,188,203 kilowatt-hours. Power

4, Nouvelle-Ecosse 2, Saskatchewan 1 et Alberta 1.

instellation included 2 steam engines, 2 hy-
draulic turbines and 3,252 electric motors op-
erated by purchased power, with e totel rating
of 8,592 h.p. The above figures cover the
equipment ordinarily used during the year,
while 78 electric motors operated by purchesed
power witn a total rating of 227 hn.p. and 2
steam engines rated at 330 h.p. were held in
reserve or were idle during the ysar.

Materials used in the paper tox and bag
industry emounted to  $20,874,823 in 1940
against 817,362,523 in 1939. Paper ané paper-
board were used to the amount of (18,035,062
and formed 86 per cent of the total vulue of
materials employed. Paper of all kinds was
valued at $6,792,057 and included §2,473,993
of corrugating paper, $571,154 of cover and
fancy paper, $104,465 of wrapping paper, and
$3,642,444 of miscellaneous paper. Paperboard
of all kinds wes valued at $11,243,005 and in-
cluded 89,660 tons of liner board valued at
$5,553,778, 46,868 tons of folding board at
$3,420,852, 23,931 tons of non-folding board
at $1,351,769, 6,714 tons of chip board at
$319,911, and 9,040 tons of other paperboard
at §596,695, Some items of materials were
used in making all six classes of products;
these comprised ink, valued at $472,875, and
glue and other adhesives, $348,047, Other
materials, specified in a few classes only,
such as printing plates, paraffin, shipping
containers, cambric end kraft tape, silicate
of soda, wire, twine, die rule, die board, and
miscellaneous supplies and printing made up
the remainder of the total and amounted to
$2,018,839 or about 9 per cent of the total
value of all materials used.

Production in 1940 was valued at §35,-
949,847, as compared with the corresponding
figure of $29,832,038 recorded in 1939. The
products manufactured, in the order of their
importance with regard to the value, were:
corrugated boxes $12,884,411; folding boxes
$7,326,859; set-up boxes $5,518,087; bags,
n.e.s. $2,831,216; self-opening begs $1,818,-

111; fibreboard boxes $800,595; corrugated
paper and wrappers $473,918; special bags
$322,186; round liquid containers §310,9566;

tage and labels $247,243; millinery bags
$160,731; mailing tubes $125,249; miscellan-
eous boxes and cartons $119,161; printing
$87,300; egg case fillers $62,329, round fibre
cans $49,105; ice cream pails $45,013; and all
other products valued at $2,767,377.
