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Ottawa, Yovember, 1942. - The paper box 
and baZ Industry inc1ides establis)inents eng-
aged wholly or principally in the manufacture 
of paper boxes and bags. It covers the gret-
or part of the production of these cosvoditres 
in Canada. There are, however, a niinber of 
finns classified in other industrial groups 
which make paper boxes and bags as a side line 
to their principal production. The firms 
dealt with in the present report also maru-
facture commodities other than paper boxes and 
bags as secondary products. 

One hundred and fifty-four plants 	rep- 
orted in the paper box and bag industry in 
1941, as compared with 153 in 1940. The dis-
tribution by provinces was as follows: Ontario 
90, Quiebec 40, Briti8h Cohethia 9, Ltanitoba 7, 
New Brunswick 4, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskatche-
wan and Alberta 1 each. 

Capital invesiont in these concerns in-
creased from $24,706,224 in 1940 to 28,73,-
058 in 1941. The value placed on lands, build-
ings, machinery, tools, etc., was gi'ien at 
$14,953,568, raw materials, stocks in process, 
fuel and miscellaneous supplies on hand a-
mounted to $4,485,620, finIshed products on 
hand were valued at l,521,950 and cash, trad-
ing and operating accounts and bills receiva-
ble totalled $7,776,920. 

The average ntaber of employees in the 
paper box and bag industry in 1941 was 8,608, 
or 1,574 more than the nLinber reported in 
1940, and the total sti paid in salaries and 
wages was $9,916,049, as compared with $7,_ 
713,004 in 1940. The 1,331 salaried employees 
were paid $3,087,513 and the 7,277 wage-earn-
ers received $6,828,536 during the year. 

Cost of fuel totalled $233,179, an in-

Expenditures on electric power during the 
year asiounted to $179,648, which represented 
the cost of 12,929,975 kilowatt-hours. Power 
installation included 2 steam engines, 2 hy-
draulic turbines, 1 gasoline engine and 3,792 
electric motors operated by purchased power, 
with a total rating of 10,261 h.p. The above 
figures cover the equipoorit ordinarily used 
during the year, while 96 electric motors 
onerated by purchased power with a total 
rating of 634 h.p. were held in reserve or 
were icUe during the "ear. 

Materials used in the caper box and ha: 
industry smounted to $28,184,335 in 1941. 
against 320,874,823 in 1940. Paper and paper-
bosr. were used to the amount of 23,799,P49 
and fonced 84 per cent of the total value of 
materials employed. Paper of all kinds was 
valued at 39,044,436 and included $3,702,139 
of corrugating paper, 3685,278 of cover and 
fancy paper, $137,902 of wrapping paper, and 
4,519,117 of miscellaneous pacer. Paperboard 

of all kinds was valued at 14,745,413 and in-
cluded 4,397 tons and 4,138,172 LI square feet 
of liner board valued at $7,651,246, 	60,362 
tons of folding board at 34,584,782 0 	28,408 
tons of non-folding board at 	1 0 647,736, 
5,013 tons and 84,198 M sqtre feet of chip 
board at $320,952, and 7,314 tons of other 
paperboard at $540,697. Some items of ma-
terials were used in making all six classes of 
products; those conprsed ink, valued at 
$621,481, and glue and other adhesives, 521,-
603. Other materials, specified in a few 
classes only, such as printing plates, paraf-
fin, shipping containers, cambric and kraft 
tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die rule, 
die board, and miscellaneous supplies and 
printing made up the remainder of the total 
and amounted to $3,251,402 or about 11.5 per 
cent of all materials used. 

Production in 1941 was valued at $47,-
