Ottawa, December, 1943. - The paper box 
and bag industry includes establishments eng-
aged wholly or principefly in the manufacture 
of paper boxes and bags. It covers the great-
er pert of the production of these coninodities 
in Canada. There are, however, a number of 
firms classified in other industrial groups 
which make paper boxes and bags as a side line 
to their principal production. The firms 
dealt with in the present report also manu-
facture comodities other than paper boxes and 
bags as secondary products. 

One hundred and fifty-four plants rep-
orted in the paper box and bag industry in 
1942, the same number as in 1941. The dis-
tribution by provinces was as follows: Ontario 
87, Quebec 44, British Columbia 8, Manitoba 7, 
New BrunswIck 4, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskatche-
wan and Alberta 1 each. 

Capit1 investment in these concerns in-
creased from $28,738,058 in 1941 to $28,922,-
265 in 1942. The velue placed on lands, build-
ings, machinery, tools, etc., was given at 
$14,461464, raw materials, stocks in process, 
fuel and miscellaneous supplies on hand a-
mounted to $4, ?30, 938, tint sbed products on 
hand were valued at $1,464,454 and cash, trad-
i rig and operating as counts and bills receive-
ble totalled $8,265,409. 

The average number of employees in the 
paper box and beg industry in 1942 was 9,415, 
or 802 more than the number reported in 
1941, and the total sum paid in salaries and 
wages was $11,484,985, as compared with $9,-
916,049 in 1941. The 1,386 salaried employees 
were paid $3,375,661 and the 8,029 wage-earn-
era received $8,109,324 during the year. 

Cost of fuel totalled $244,489, an in-
crease of $11,310 over the $233, 179 reported

$16,521, lignite coal 5,631, coke $2,935, 
anthracite coal $2.032. wood 31.227, kerosene 
$129 and other fuel $1,463. Expenditures on 
electric power during the year amounted to 
$195,846, which represented tbs cost of 13,-
55, 975 ktlowett-hour3. 

Power equipuent ordinarily in use inclu-
ded 1 steam engine, 2 hydraulic turbInes, 1 
gasoline engine and 4,201 electric motors 
operated by puxchased poaer, with a total 
rating of 10,962 h.p. There were also 51eleo-
tric motors (rated at 642 h.p.) operated by 
generated power, 52 boilers (3,254 h.p.) and 6 
motor generator sets (298 h.p.). Equipsent in 
reserve or idle comprised 2 steam engines (330 
h.p.), 139 electric motors (375 h.p.) and 5 
boilers (465 h.p.). 

Materials used in the paper box and bag 
industry amounted to $30,205,895 in 1942, 
against $28,184,335 in 1941. Paper and paper-
board were used to the amount of $25,428,334 
and tox,ned 84 per cent of the total value of 
materials employed. Paper of all kinds was 
valued at $9,914,186 and included $4,009,938 
of corrugating paper, $637,179 of cover and 
fancy paper, $122,923 of wrapping paper, and 
$5,144,146 of miscellaneous paper. Paperboaid 
of all kinds was valued at $15,514,148 and in-
cluded 3,440 tons and 4,040,781 Ii square feet 
of liner board valued at $7,730,052, 58,534 
tone of folding board at $.4,498,305, 26,696 
tone of non-folding board at $1,563,881, 
4,501 tons and 71,052 U square feet of chip 
board at $293,119, and 21,804 tone of other 
paperboard at $1,428,791. Some items of ma-
terials were used in making all six clasaos of 
products; these comprised ink, valued at 
1612,386, and glue and other adhesives, 3.679,-
630. Other materIals, specified in a few 
classes only, such as printing plates, paraf-
fin, shipping containers, cambric and kratt 
tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die rule, 
die bc.ard, and miscellaneous supplies and 
printing made up the rmnaindor of the total 
and amounted to $3,485,545 or about 11.5 per 
cent of all materials used. 

Production in 1942 was valued at $53,-
419,139, as compared with the corresponding 
figure of $47,465,923 recorded in 1941. The 
products manufactured, in the order of their 
importance with regard to the value, were:
