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THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY 

IN CA)LADA 1  1944. 

Ottawa, October, 1946. - The paper box 
and bag industry established new records in 
144, for the fifth consecutive year. With 
products valued at $56,469,514, or 4.8 per 
cent more than the prevIous year, employment 
increased by 3.3 per cent, salaries and wages 
paid by 7 per cent, cost of materials used by 
3.6 per cent and net value of production or 
value added by manufacture by 6.5 per cent. 

This industry comprises establishments 
engaged wholly or principally In the manufac-
ture of paper boxes and bags. It covers the 
greater part of the production of these conino-
dities in Canada. There are, however, a number 
of firma classified in other industrial groups 
which make paper boxes and bags as a side line 
to their principal production. The firms 
dealt with In the present report also manurac-
ture coninoditlea other than paper boxes and 
bags as secondary products. 

One hundred and fifty-three plants re-
ported in the paper box and bag industry in 
1944, as compared with 155 in 1943. The dis-
tribution by provinces was as follows: Ontario 
86, 4uebec 44, British Columbia 8, Manitoba 7, 
New BrunswIck 4, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskatche-
wan and Alberta 1 each. 

The average number of employees in the 
paper box and bag industry in 1944 was 10,369, 
or 332 more than the number reported in 1943, 
and the total sum paid in salaries and wages 
was $12,959,607, as compared with $12,111,774 
the previous year. Employees in Ontario num-
bered 5,826 with a total payroll  of $7,676,-
367, and quebec gave employment to 3,452 work-
ers who received $3,813,956.

The nsnber of male wage-earners was 4,174 in 
Jenuery, tel]. to 3,873 in May and rose again 
to 4,015 in December. 

Cost of fuel totalled $269,893, a decrea-
se of $5,505 from the $273,398 reported in 
1943. Bituminous coal was valued at 4200,732; 
natural and sanufaotured gas cost 418,866, 
gasoline $18,520, ligaite coal $4,356, anthra-
cite coal $9,417, coke $2,784, wood $658, fuel 
oil $12,125, and kerosene $435. Expenditures 
on electric power during the year amounted to 
$201,096, which repreBented the coat of 14-
506,796 kilowatt-hours. 

Power equipment ordinarily in use inclu-
d.d 1 steam engine, 2 gasoline engines, 2 hy-
draulic turbines and 4,585 electric motors 
operated by purchased power, with a total ra-
ting of 11,646 h.p. There were also 51 elec-
tric motors (rated at 642 h.p.) operated by 
generated power, 31 boilers (2,420 h.p.) and 4 
motor generator sets (107 h.p.). Equipment In 
ressre or idle comprIsed 2 steam engines (330 
h.p.), 157 electric motors (453 h.p.) and 3 
boilers (255 h.p.). 

Materials used In the paper box and bag 
industry amounted to $31,495,057 in 1944, as 
compared with 330,402491 In 1943. Paper and 
psp.rboard were used to the amount of 426,-
822,003 and formed 85.2 per cent of the total 
value of materials employed. Paper of all 
kinds was valued at 311,036,183 and included 
$4,260,789 of corrugating paper, $541,771 of 
cover and fancy paper, $138,925 of wrapping 
paper, and $6,094,698 of miscellaneous paper. 
Paperboard of all kinds was valued at 315,-
785,820 and included 3,776 tons and 4,135,026 
I. .q.tt. of liner board valued at $7,867,754, 
64,559 tons of folding board at 35,146,246, 
26,241 tons of non-folding board at $1,346,-
017, 5,310 tons and 62 0 480 )I eq.tt. of chip 
board at $219,695, 31,298 U sq.ft. of doubled 
faced sheets at $207,480, 1,155 U eq.ft. of 
singl, faced sheets at $7,832, and 10,707 tons 
of unspecified paperboaxd valued at $790,736. 
Sc.. items of materials were used in making 
all six classes of products; these comprised 
ink, valued at $635,434, and glue and adhe-
sivee, valued at $640,439. Other materials, 
ap.oifl.d in a few classes only, such as prin-
ting plates, paraffin, shipping containers, 
sembric and kra.ft tap., silicate of soda, wire, 
twin, die rule, die board, and miscellaneous 
wappJ.i.a and printing made up the remainder of 
the total and amounted to $3,397,181. 

Production in 1944 was veined at 456,-
469,514, as compared with $53,865,676 in 1943.
