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THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY 

IN CANADA, 1945. 

Ottawa, August, 1947. - The paper box and 
bag industry established new records in 1945, 
for the sixth consecutive year. With products 
valued at $60,455,338, or 7.1 per cent more 
than the previous year, employment increased 
by 3.8 per cent, salaries and wages paid by 
7.9 per cent, cost of materials used by 7.5 
per cent and net value of production or value 
added by manufacture by 6.6 per cent. 

This industry comprises establishments 
engaged wholly or principally in the manufac-
ture of paper boxes and bags. It covers the 
greater part of the production of these conmo-
dities in Canada. There are, however, a number 
of firms classified In other industrial groups 
which make paper boxes and bags as a side line 
to their principal production. The firms 
dealt with in the present report also manufac-
ture commodities other than paper boxes and 
bags as secondary products. 

One hundred and fifty plants reported in 
the paper box and bag industry in 1945 as 
canpared with 153 in 1944. The distribution 
by provinces was as follows: Ontario 82, 
Quebec 45, BritIsh Columbia 8, Manitoba 7, 
New Brunswick 4, Nova. Scotia 2, and Saskat-
ohewan and Alberta 1 eaoh. 

The average number of employees in the 
paper box and bag industry in 1945 was 10,762, 
or 393 more than the number reported in 1944, 
and the total sum paid in salaries and wages 
was $13,989,364, as compared with $12,959,607 
the previous year. Employees in Ontario nun-
ered 6,046 with a total payroll of $8,262,-. 

337, and Quebec gave employment to 3,581 work-
ers who received $4,165,757. 

Female employees formed 51.5 per cent of 
the totalj 582 were paid on a salary basis and 
4,964 were wage-earners. Of the male em-
ployees, numbering 5,216, 896 received sala-
ries. The amount paid in salaries during 1945

Payments distributed to wage-
earners totalled *10,314,474. Reports on the 
number of wage-earners by months show that 
female employment was highest in November with 
5,341 and lowest In January with 4,590. The 
number of male wage-earners was lowest in 
January, with 4,074, and rose to 4,710 In 
november. 

Cost of fuel totalled $284,635, an in-
crease of $16,742 over the $267,893 reported 
In 1944. Bjttjo and sub-bjtwnjnous coal 
was valued at $194,251; natural and manufac-
tured gas cost 418,692, gasoline *21,668, 11-
gnite coal $3,585, anthracite coal $7,286, 
coke $3,236, wood $472, fuel oil $35,006 and 
kerosene $439. Expenditures on electric power 
during the year smounted to $200,918, which 
represented the cost of 16,245,243 kw.-hours. 

Power equipment ordinarily in use inclu-
ded 1 steen engine, 2 gasoline engines, 2 hy-
draulic turbines and 4,659 electric motors 
operated by purchased power, with a total ra-
ting of 11,666 h.p. There were also 51 elec-
tric motors (rated at 642 h.p.) operated by 
generated power, 28 boilers (2,425 h.p.) and 5 
motor generator sets (155 h.p.). Equipment in 
reserve or idle comprised 2 steam engines (330 
h.p.), 1 steam turbine (200 h.p.), 1 Diesel 
engine (45 h.p.), 206 electric motors (489 
h.p.) and 3 boilers (355 h.p.). 

Materials used in the taper box and bag 
industry amounted to $33,854,336 in 1946, as 
compared with $31,495,057 in 1944. Paper and 
paperboard were used to the .motmt of $26,-
760,075 and formed 85 per cent of the total 
value of materials emuloyed. Paper of all 
kinds was valued at $11,908,867 and included 
$4 0 686,044 of corrugating paper, $595,054 of 
cover and fancy paper, $152,437 of wrapping 
paper, and $6,485,332 of miscellaneous paper. 
Paperboard of all kinds was valued - at 316,-
851,208 and included 3 1 52 tons and 4,709,838 
M sq. ft. of liner board valued at *8,760,725, 
64,669 tons 9f folding board at 35,266 0 075 0  
26,948 tons of non-folding boara at $1,620,-
835, 3,357 tons and 66,291 M sq. ft. of chip 
board at 4218,078, 42,847 M sq. ft. of doubled 
faced sheets at 4286,282, 428 M sq. ft. of 
single faced sheets at 32,567, and 7,917 tons 
of unsrecified paperboard valued at $696,646. 
Some items of materials were used in making 
all six classes of products; these comprised 
ink, valued at $663,428, and glue and adhe-
sives, valued at $704,125. Other materials, 
specified in a few classes only, such as 
printing plates, paraffin, shipping contain-
ers, cambric and kraft tape, silicate of soda, 
wire, twine, die rule, die board, and miscel-
laneous supplies and printing made up the re-
mainder of the total and amounted to $3,726 0 -

708.
