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TEE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY 

IN CANADA, 1946. 

Ottawa, April, 1948. - The paper box and 
be.g industry established new records in 1946, 
for the seventh consecutive year.Witb products 
valued at *74,500,862, or 23.2 per cent more 
than the previous year, employment increased 
by 11.3 per cent, salaries and wages paid by 
17.8 per cent, cost rf  materials used by 21.6 
per oent and net value of production or value 
added by manufacture by 25.4 per cent. 

This industry comprises establishments 
engaged wholly or principally in the msnufac-
ture -of paper boxes and bags. It covers the 
greater part of the produotlnn of these comnn-
dities in Canada. There are, however,a number 
of firms classified in other industrial groups 
ithich make paper boxes and bags as a side line 
to their principal production. The firms 
dealt with in the present report also manufac-
ture oomnrditiee other than paper boxes and 
bags as secondary products. 

One hw.dred and sixty plants reported in 
the paper box and bag industry in 1946 as 
compared with 150 in 1945. The distribution 
by provinces was as followas Ontario 87, 
Quebec 47, BritIsh Columbia 9, Manitoba 8, 
New Brunswick 4, Nova Scotia 2, Alberta 2, 
and Saskatchewan 1. 

The average number of employees in the 
paper box and bag industry in 1946 was 11,974. 
or 1,212 more than the number reported in 1945 
and the total sum paid in salaries and wages 
was $16,476,657, as compared with $13,989,364 
the previous year. Employees in Ontario num-
bered 6,763 with a total payroll of *9.690,-
386, and Quebec gave employment to 3,951 work-
ers who r.oeived $4,862,810. 

Fna1e employees formed 48.4 per cent of 
the totals 596 were paid on a salary basis and 
5,200 were wage-earners. Of the male em-
ployeee, numbering 6,178, 1,,020 received sala-
ries. The amount paid in salaries during 1946

Paymaits distributed to wage-
earners totalled $12,307,088. Reports on the 
number of wage-earners by months show that 
female employment was highest in November with 
5,585 and lowest in April with 4,920. The 
number of male we.g s-earners was lowest in 
January, with 4,794, and rose to 5,492 in 
October. 

Cost of fuel totalled $336,616, an in-
crease of *51,981 over the $284,635 reported 
in 1945. Bituminous and sub-bituminous coal 
was valued at $215,453; natural and manufea-
tured gas cost $19,502, gasoline $27,899, li-
gnite coal $3,628, anthracite coal $8,857, 
coke *6 0 167, w,od $488, fuel oil $54,282 and 
kerosene $340. Expenditures on electrio power 
during the year amcmnted to $235,464, ich 
represented the cost of 17,939,103 kw.-honre. 

Power equirient ordinarily in use inclu-
ded 1 steen eagine, 1 steam turbine, 6 gaso-
line engines, 2 hycraulic turbines and 5,637 
electric motors operated by purchased power, 
with a total rating of 14,728 h.p. There were 
also 47 electric motors (rated at 546 h.p.) 
operated by generated power, 28 boilers (2,682 
h.p.) and 13 motor generator sets (155 h.p.). 
Equlpneat in reserve or idle comprised 1 
Diesel engine (45 h.p.), 260 electric motors 
(543 h.p.) and 3 boilers (255 h.p.). 

Materials used in the paper box and bag 
industry amounted to $41,169,182 in 1946, as 
oompared with $33,854,336 in 1945. Paper and 
paperboard were used to the emount of $35,-
526,363 and formed 85 per cent of the tota.1 
value of materials employed. Paper of all 
kinds was valued at $14,486,879 and included 
$5,947,223 of corrugating paper, $701,304 of 
cover and fancy paper, $172,610 of wrapping 
paper, and $7,665,742 of miscellaneous paper. 
Paperboard of all kinds was valued at $21,-
059,484 and included 3 0 184 tons and 5,338,436 
U sq. ft. of liner board valued at $11,112,U2, 
75,419 tons of folding board at $6,353,444, 
29,966 tons of non-folding board at $1,881,-
246, 3,995 tons and 90,889 M sq. ft. of chip 
board at $286,990, 571993 U eq. ft. of doubled 
faced sheets at $396,610, 61 U sq. ft. of 
single faced sheets at $366, and 10,561 tone 
of unspecified paperboard valued at $1,008,676. 
The consumption of cellophane totaled 489,085 
lb., valued at $237 0 290. Some items of mate-
rials were used in making all six classes of 
product., these comprised ink, valued at 
$896,571, and glue and adhesives, valued at 
$897,877. Other materials, specified in a few 
classe, only, such as printing plates, paraf -
fin, shipping containers, cambric and kraft 
tape, silicate of soda, wire, twiwe, d1e rn?., 
die board, and miscellaneous supplies • and 
printing made up the renainder of the total aid 
amounted to $3,611,081. 

Production in 1946 was valued at $74,-
500,862, as compared with $60,455,338 in 1945.
