Ottawa, May, 1949. - The paper box and 
bag industry established new records in 1947, 
for the eighth consecutive year. iith products 
valued at $91,641,607, or 23 per cent more 
than the previous years employment increased 
by 2.1 per cent, salaries and wages paid by 
17.7 per cent, cost of materials used by 28.9 
per cent and net value of production or value 
added by manu.tacture by 15.7 per cent. 

This industry conprises establishments 
engaged wholly or principally in the manurac-
ture of paper boxes and bags. It covers the 
greater part of the production of these c c*nmo-
dities in Canada. There are, however, a number 
of firma classified in other industrial groups 
which wake paper boxes and bags as a side line 
to their principal production. The firms 
dealt with in the present report also manul'ec-
ture cciumodities other than paper boxes and 
bags as secondary products. 

One hundred and sixty-five plaits reported 
in the paper box and bag Industry in 1947 as 
compared with 160 in 1946. The distribution 
by provinces was as follows: (tario 90, 
Quebec 48, British Columbia 9, Manitoba 8, 
New Brunswick 4, Nova Scotia 2, Alberta 2, 
and Saskatchewan 2. 

The average number of employees in the 
paper box and bag industry in 1947 was 12,227, 
or 253 more than the number rortod in 1946 
and the total sum paid in salaries and wages 
was $19,390,377, as ccsipared with 116,476,657 
the previous year. Employees in (itario num-
bered 6,920 with a total payroll of $11,558,-
255, and uebec gave employment to 3,877 work-
ers who received $5,436,755. 

Female employees formed 45.8 per cent of 
the total; 600 were paid on a salary baaia and 
4,999 were wage-earners. Of the male em-
ployees, numbering 6,628, 1,048 receIved sala-
ries. The amount paid in salaries dn'ing 1947

June. 

Cost of fuel totalled 4437,955, an in-
crease, of 4101,339 over the $336,616 reported 
in 1946. Bituttinous and sub-bituminous coal 
was valued at $275,445; natural and manufec-
tured gas cost $9,762, gasoline 36,500, li-
gnite coal $4,531, anthracite coal 7,869, 
Goke $1,096, wood 584, fuel oil $91,242 and 
kerosene $50. Expenditures on electric power 
during the year amounted to p253, 987, which 
represented the cost of 22,132,222 kw.-hourB. 

Power equipment ordinarily in use inclu-
ded 1 steam engine, 1 steam turbine, 4 ga8o 
line engines, 2 hydraulic turbines and 6,442 
electric motors operated by purchased power, 
with a total rating of 16,667 h.p. There were 
also 45 eiectric motors (rated at 476 h.p. 
operated by generated power, 25 boilers (2,476 
h.p.) and 16 motor generator sets (260 b..). 
Equipment in reserve or idle comprised 1 
steam engine(400 h.p.) and 377 electric motors 
(886 h.p.). 

Materials used in the paper box and bag 
industry amounted to 53,059,806 in 1947, as 
compared with 41,169,182 In 1946. Paper and 
paperboerd were used to the amount of $45,-
435,316 and formed 85 per cent of the total 
value of inbterials employed. 	Paper of all 
kinds was valued at ,,18,146,365 and 	included 
7,683,434 of corrugating paper, 4816,231 of 

cover and fancy paper, ,204,547 of wrapping 
paper, and 49,412,153 of miscellaneous peper. 
Paperboard of all kinds was valued at p2?,-
288,951 and included 2,404 tons and 5,816,544 
IA sq. ft. of liner board valued at 414,395,854, 
85,419 tons of folding board at $8 9 746 0 915, 
34,148 tons of non-folding board at $2,314,-
733, 3,530 tons and 90,303 !a sq. ft. of chip 
board at 4348,969, 49,769 1.1 sq. ft. of doubled 
faced sheets at 381,941, and 9,855 tons 
of unspecified paperboard value at ?1,100 ,939. 
The consumption of cellophane totaled 674,728 
lbs, valued at 339,564. Some items of mate-
rials were used in making all six classes of 
products, these comprised Ink, valued at 
$,022,511, and glue and adhesives, valued at 
.4,09 2, 7 91. Other materials,specified in a few 
classes only, such as printing plates, paraf-
fin, shipping containers, cambric and kratt 
tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die nile, 
die board, and miscellaneous supplies and 
printing made up the remainder of the total and 
amounted to 5,169,624.
