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THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY 

1949 

The paper box and bag industry established 
new records in 1949, for the tenth consecutive 
year. With products valued at $120,321,918 or 
13.3 p.c. more than in 1948, employment in-
creased by 3.3 p.c., salaries and wages paid by 
13.1 p.c., cost of materials used by 12.8 p.c. and 
net value of production or value added by menu-
ture by 13.3 p.c. 

This industry comprises establishments 
engaged wholly or principally in the manufacture 
of paper boxes and bags. It covers the greater 
part of the production of these commodities in 
Canada. There are, however, a number of firms 
classified in other industrial groups which make 
paper boxes and bags as a side line to their prin-
cipal production. The firms dealt with in the 
present report also manufacture commodities 
other than paper boxes and bags as secondary 
products. 

One hundred and seventy-four plants re-
ported in the paper box and bag industry in 1949, 
as compared with 172 in 1948. The distribution 
by provinces was as follows: Ontario 96, Quebec 
49, British Columbia 11 Manitoba 8, New Bruns-
wick 4, Nova Scotia 2, Alberta 2, and Saskat-
chewan .2. 

The average number of employees in the 
paper box and bag industry in 1949 was 12,763 or 
406 more than the number reported in 1948 and 
the total sum paid in salaries and wages was 
$25,513,079, as compared with $22,565,768 the 
previous year. Employees in Ontario numbered 
7,091 with a total payroll of $15,151,769, and 
Quebec gave employment to 4,039 workers who 
received $7,101,286. 

Female employees formed 43.3 p.c. of the 
total; 672 were paid on a salary basis and 4,860 
were wage-earners. Of the male employees, 
numbering 7,231, 1.281 received salaries. The 
amount paid in salaries during 1949 was $6,420,-
425. Payments distributed to wage-earners 
totalled $19,092,654. 

Cost of fuel totalled $595,058, an increase 
of $74,541 over the $520,517 reported in 1948. 
Expenditures on electric power during the year 
amounted to $279,174, which represented the cost 
of 23,319,113 Kilowatt-hours. 

Materials used in the paper box and bag in-
dustry amounted to $72,113,972 in 1949, as com-
pared with $63,924,456 in 1948. Paper and paper-
board were used to the amount of $62,093,628 and 
formed 86 p.c. of the total value of materials 
employed. Paper of all kinds was valued at $24, 
178,021 and included $10,316,833 of corrugating 
paper, $965,409 of cover and fancy paper, $265, 
421 of wrapping paper, and $12,630,358 of mis-
cellaneous paper. Paperboard of all kinds was 
valued at $37,915,607 and included 3,646 tons and 

,795,060 lvi sq.ft. of liner board valued at $20, -
385,548, 96,786 tons of folding board at $ I1,738, 
739, 30,743 tons of non-folding board at $2738,- 

L'INDUSTRIE DES BOITES ET SACS EN PAPIER 

1949 

L'industrie des boftes et sacs en papier a établi 
de nouveaux records en 1949, pour la dixime année 
consecutive. Avec une production évaluCe 9 $120, -
321,918, soit 13.3 p.  100 de plus que l'annéeprdcé 
dente, l'ernploi a monte de 3.3 p.  100, les salaires et 
gages ont Cte 13.1 p. 100 plus ClevCs, le coat des ma-
tires premires a enregistré une augmentation de 
12.8 p.  100 et La valeur nette, ou valeur ajoutée par la 
fabrication, une hausse de 13.3 p.  100. 

Cette industrie comprend les Ctablissements dont 
l occupation  exclusive ou principale consiste dans la 
production de bottes et sacs en papier. Elle couvre Ia 
plus grande partie de la production de tels articles au 
Canada.

Le 
papier et le carton ont cotité $62,093,628 et reré-
sentent 86 p.  100 du total de Ia valeur des matieres 
premi&res. Le papier de toutes sortes était Cvalué & 
$24,178,021 et comprenait $10,316,833 de papier & 
onduler, $965,409 de papier & couvertures et de fan-
taisie, $265,421 de papier d'emballage et $12,630,358 
de papiers divers. Le carton de toutes sortes était 
CvaluC & $37,915,607 et comprenait 3,646 tonnes et

at $496,182. Some items of materials were used 
in making all six classes of products, these com-
prised ink, valued at $l,431,3l2and glue and other 
adhesives, valued at $1,300,773. Other materials 
specified in a few classes only, such as printing 
plates, paraffin, shipping containers, cambric and 
kraft tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die rule, 
die board, and miscellaneous supplies and print-
ing made up the remainder of the total and 
amounted to $6,792,077. 

Production in 1949 was valued at $ 120,321,-
918, as compared with $106,225,987 in 1948. The 
products manufactured in the order of their im-
portance with regard to value, were: corrugated 
boxes (including wrappers, etc.) $46,054,350; 
folding boxes $26,338,328; bags, n.e.s. (including 
tea and coffee bags, specialty bags, shopping bags, 
charcoal bags, multi-wall sacks, etc.) $13,334, 
908; set-up boxes, $12,343,558; self-opening 
square bags $5,064,758; round fibre or paper-
board containers $1,282,911; fibreboard boxes 
$1,216,939; special bags of glassine, waxed paper, 
cellophane, etc. $1,179,564, wedge bags (including 
notion and novelty bags) $1,096,040; waxed paper 
$ 1,092,953; millinery, garment and laundry bags 
$850,799; single faced corrugated paper and 
wrappers, $824,983; envelopes $769,806; tags and 
labels $641,329, paper pails $474,148; printing 
$301,937; mailing tubes and cores for small rolls 
$269,785.
