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Factory shipments of the paper box and hag 
industry were valued at $172,150,881 in 1952, a 
slight decrease from the gross value of products 
reported the previous year ($172,230,166). Cost 
of materials used increased by 0.4 p.c., amounting 
to $102,604,735 as compared with $102,219,244. 
Salaries and wages paid totalled $34,440,614, or 
6.8 p.c. more than in 1951, but employment de-
creased from 13,384 in 1951 to 13,074 in 1952, or 
2.3 P.C. 

"Value of factory shipments" was substituted 
in 1952 to "Gross value of products" in most 
industries. However, as Inventories of finished 
products are not large in the paper box and bag 
industry, data shown in this report under the 
heading "product ion", which actually represent 
shipments for 1952, are fairly comparable with 
those for previous years. 

This industry comprises establishments en-
paged wholly or principally in the manufacture of 
paper boxes and bags. It covers the greater part of 
the production of these commodities in Canada. 
There are, however, a number of firms classified 
in other industrial groups which make paper boxes 
and bags as a side line to their principal produc-
tion. The firms dealt with in the present report 
also manufacture commodities other than paper 
boxes and bags as secondary products. 

This report does not include production of 
paper boxes and bags made for their own use by 
manufacturers of packaged goods such as prepared 
breakfast foods, candies, matches, etc., except 
in a few cases where separate establishments or 
departments are maintained for which returns are 
supplied to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and 
bags are made and filled in one operation and it IS 
not possible to distinguish the various stages in 
manufacturing. 

One hundred and eighty four plants reported 
in the paper box and bag industry in 1952,as com-
pared with 187 in 1951. The distribution by prov-
inces was as follows; Ontario 101, Quebec 52. 
British Columbia 12, ManItoba 8, New Brunswick 
5, Nova ScotIa 2, Alberta 2, and Saskatchewan 2. 

The average number of employees in the paper 
box and bag industry in 1952 was 13,074 or 310 
less than the number reported in 1951 and the total 
sum paid in salaries and wages was $34,440,614 
as compared with $32,235,169 the previous year. 
Employees In Ontario numbered 6,924 with a total 
payroll of $19,778,903 and Quebec gave employment 
to 4,441 workers who received $10,046,654. 

La valeur des expeditions des fabriques de i'm-
dustrie des bottes et sacs de papier s'est établie a 
$172, 150,881 en 1952, legére diminution en comparai-
son ilu total de $172,230,166 enregistré l'année pré-
cédente pour la valeur brute de la production. Le coOt 
des matiêres premieres a augmenté de 0.4 p.  100 oude 
$102,219,244 a $102,604,735. Les salaires payés ont 
augmenté de 6.8 p.  100 sur 1951 pour s'étahiir a 
$34,440,614, mais l'emploi a dlrnlnué de 2.3 p.  100, 
ou de 13,384 a 13,074. 

La rubrique "valeur des expCditions des fabri-
ques" a remplacd en 1952 celle de la "valeur brute 
des produits" pour Ia plupart des industries. Néan-
moms, cornme les stocks de produits ouvrés ne sont 
guère voluminewc dans l'industrie des boites et sacs 
de papier, les chiffres donnés dans le present rapport 
it la rubrique "production", lesquels représentent en 
fait les expeditions de 1952, demeurent dans I'en-
semble comparables a ceux des années précdentes. 

Cette industrie comprend lea établissements dont 
l'occupation exclusive ou principale consiste dans Ia 
production de boites et sacs en papier,. Elle couvre la 
plus grande partie de la production do teis articles 
au Canada. Ii y a, toutefois, un certain nombre d'éta-
blissements, classes dans d'autres groupes indus-
triels, qui fabriquent des boites et sacs en papier en 
a côte, de même que les établissements dont traite ce 
rapport fabriquent, comme prodults secondaires, 
d'autres articles que les boites et sacs en papier. 

Le present rapport ne comprend pas la produc-
tion de boites et sacs en papier fabriqués pour leur 
propre usage par les manufacturiers de marchandises 
empaquetées comme ailments du déjeuner, bonbons, 
allumettes, etc., sauf dans quelques cas oO ii y a 
des dtablissements ou dCpartements distincts, pour 
lesquels des rapports sont fournis au Bureau. Habi-
tuellement ces boites et sacs sont fabriqués et rem-
pits en une seule operation et 11 est impossible de 
distinguer les divers stages de Ia fabrication. 

Cent quatre-vingt-quatre fabriques de bottes et 
sacs en papier ont falt rapport en 1952, comparati-
vement a 187 en 1951. Leur distribution par province 
étalt comme suit: Ontario 101, Québec 52, Coiombie-
Britannique 12, Manitoba 8, Nouveau-BrunswIck 5, 
Nouvelle-Ecosse 2, Alberta 2 et Saskatchewan 2. 

La moyenne du nombre d'employés dans cette 
industrie en 1952 est de 13,074, soit 3 lOde moms que 
le nombre déclaré en 1951, et la somme versée en sa-
laires et gages est de $34,440,614, comparativement 
a $32,235,169 l'année précddente. Les empioyés de 
l'Ontario soot au nombre de 6,924 et leurs salaires et 
gages se chiffrent a $19,778,903. Les 4,441 empioyés 
du Québec ont reçu $10,046,654. 
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Female employees  formed 40.0 p.c.of the total; 
761 were paid on a salary basis and 4,456 were 
wage-earners. Of the male employees, numbering 
7,857, 1,527 received salaries. The amount paid in 
salaries during 1952 was $9,428,736. Payments 
distributed to wage-earners totalled $25,011,878. 

Cost of fuel totalled $769,797, an increase of 
$60,853 over the $708,944 reported in 1951. Ex-
penditures on electric power during the year 
amounted to $397,353, which represented the cost 
of 31,117,792 Kilowatt-hours. 

Materials used in the paper box and bag 
industry amounted to $102,604,735 in 1952, as 
compared with $102,219,244 in 1951. Paper and 
paperboard were used to the amount of $89,842,956 
and formed 87.6 p.c. of the total value of materials 
employed. Paper of all kinds was valued at 
$35,915,334 and included $14,538,155 of corru-
gating paper, $1,019,008 of cover and fancy paper, 
$359,742 of wrapping paper and $19,998,429 of 
miscellaneous paper. Paperboard of all kinds was 
valued at $53,927,622 and included 3,886 tons 
and 8,398,822 M sq. ft. of liner board valued at 
$28,603,827, 108.490 tons of folding board at 
$17,066,066, 29,727 tons of non-folding board at 
$3,450,996, 4,858 tons and 42,670 M sq. ft. of 
chipboard at $557,452, 38,521 M sq. ft. of double 
faced sheets at $424,346 and 22,796 tons of un-
specified paperboard valued at $3,808,819. The 
consumption of cellophane totalled 1,003,560 lb., 
valued at $706,491. Some items of materials were 
used in making all six classes of products, these 
comprised Ink, valued at $1,976,244 and glue 
and other adhesives, valued at $1,922,766. Other 
materials specified in a few classes only, such 
as printing plates, paraffin, shipping containers, 
cambric and kraft tape, silicate of soda, wire, 
twine, die rule, die board, and miscellaneous 
supplies and printing made up the remainder of 
the total and amounted to $8,156,278. 

Factory shipments in 1952 were valued at 
$172,150,881. as compared with a production value 
of $172,230,166 in 1951. Shipments, in the order 
of their importance with regard to value, were: 
corrugated boxes (including wrappers, etc.) 
$64,007,844; folding boxes $41,223,564, bags, 
n.e.s. (including tea and coffee bags, specialty 
bags, shopping bags, charcoal bags, multiwall 
sacks, etc.) $21,067,999; set-up hoxes,$13,503,788; 
self-opening square bags, $6,858,129; round fibre 
or paperboard containers, $2,716,694: special bags 
of glassine, waxed paper, cellophane, etc., 
$1,915,207; fibreboard boxes, $1,640,975: wedge 
bags (including notion and noveltybags) $1,583,353; 
waxed paper, $1,442,646; millinery, garment and 
laundry bags, $1,426,220; single faced corrugated 
paper and wrappers. $1.125,077; envelopes, 
$819,055; tags and labels $691,673; mailing tubes 
and cores for small rolls, $431,462; printing, 
$353,097; paper pails, $317,898. All other ship-
ments were valued at $11,026,200.

Profits or losses cannot be estimated from 
Census figures, as no data are collected for 
certain expense items, such as interest, rent, 
depreciation, taxes, insurance, advertising. etc.
