THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY

L'INDUSTRIE DES BOITES ET SACS EN PAPIER

Factory shipments of the paper box and
bag industry for the year 1954 amounted to
$194,242,948, or 2.2 p.c. less than the
$198,540,167 of 1953. Employment decreased
from 14,042 to 13,883, or 1.1 p.c., while salaries
and wages increased by 4.9 p.c. (from $38,752,738
to $40,632,423). The cost of materials used in
creased from $115,598,568 to $116,589,711 and
the value added by manufacture, was $77,323,737,
a decrease of 5.4 p.c. as compared with the cor-
responding figure of $81,755,394 in 1953.

Value added by manufacture is obtained by
subtracting the cost of materials, fuel and elec-
tricity used, from the gross value of production.
Since 1954, the gross value of production is calcu-
lated by adding the value of closing inventory of
finished goods to the value of factory shipments
and subtracting the value of opening inventory of
finished goods. As no information on inventory
change is available for 1952 and 1953, value add-
ed by manufacture for those years has been calcu-
lated as if gross value of production and value of
factory shipments were the same.

This industry comprises establishments en-
gaged wholly or principally in the manufacture of
paper boxes and bags. It covers the greater part of
the production of these commodities in Canada.
There are, however, a number of firms classified
in other industrial groups which make paper boxes
and bags as a side line to their principal produc-
tion. The firms dealt with in the present report
also manufacture commodities other than paper
boxes and bags as secondary products.

This report does not include production of
paper boxes and bags made for their own use by
manufacturers of packaged goods such as prepared
breakfast foods, candies, matches, etc., except
in a few cases where separate establishments or
departments are maintained for which retums are
supplied to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and
bags are made and filled in one operation and it is
not possible to distinguish the various stages in
manufacturing.

Two hundred and four plants reported in the
paper box and bag industry in 1954, as compared
with 192 in 1953. The distribution by provinces
was as follows; Ontario 106, Quebec 57, British
Columbia 16, Manitoba 8, New Brunswick 7,
Alberta 6, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskatchewan 2.

Les expéditions des fabriques de 1'industrie
des boites et sacs en papier ont atteint $194,242,948
en 1954, soit 2.2 p. 100 de moins qu'en 1953
($198,540,167). L'emploi a diminué de 14,042 &
13,883, ou 1.1 p. 100, tandis que les salaires et
gages se sont accrus de 4.9 p. 100 (de $38,752,738
4 $40,632,423). Le cout des matiéres utilisées a
augmenté de $115,598,568 4 $116,589,711 et la valeur
ajoutée par la fabrication, s'est chiffrée par
$77,323,737, soit une diminution de 5.4 p. 100 com-
parativement au chiffre correspondant de $81,755,394
en 1953.

La valeur ajoutée par la fabrication est obtenue
en soustrayant le cout des matiéres premiéres, du
combustible et de 1'électricité utilisés de la valeur
brute de la production. Depuis 1954, on calcule la
valeur brute de la production en ajoutantla valeur des
stocks de produits finis & la fermeture 4 celle des
expéditions de la fabrique et en soustrayant celle
des stocks dé produits finis 4 1’ouverture. Comme il
n’existe pas de renseignements sur les changements
dans les stocks pour 1952 et 1953, la valeur ajoutée
par la fabrication pour ces années a é&té calculée
comme si la valeur brute de la production et la valeur
des expéditions de la fabrique &taient les mémes.

Cette industrie comprend les établissements dont
1'occupation exclusive ou principale consiste dans la
production de boites et sacs en papier. Elle couvre la
plus grande partie de la production de tels articles
au Canada. Il y a, toutefois, un certain nombre d'éta-
blissements, classés dans d’autres groupes indus-
triels, qui fabriquent des boites et sacs en papier en
4 coté, de méme que les établissements dont traite ce
rapport fabriquent, comme produits secondaires,
d’autres articles que les boltes el sacs en papier.

Le présent rapport ne comprend pas la produc-
tion de boltes et sacs en papier fabriqués pour leur
propre usage par les manufacturiers de marchandises
empaquetées comme aliments du déjeuner, bonbons,
allumettes, etc., sauf dans quelques cas ol il y a
des établissements ou départements distincts, pour
lesquels des mapports sont fournis au Bureau. Habi-
tuellement ces boltes et sacs sont fabriqués et rem-
plis en une seule opération et il est impossible de
distinguer les divers stages de la fabrication.

Deux cent quatre fabriques de boltes et sacs
en papier ont fait rapport en 1954, comparativement
4 192 en 1953. Leur distribution par province était
comme suit: Ontario 106, Québec 57, Colombie-
Britannique 16, Manitoba 8, Nouveau-Brunswick 7,
Alberta 6, Nouvelle-Ecosse 2, et Saskatchewan 2.
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The average number of employees in the paper
box and bag industry in 1954 was 13,883 or 159
less than the number reported in 1953 and the total
sum paid in salaries and wages was $40,632,423
as compared with $38,752,738 the previous year.
Employees in Ontario numbered 7,280 with a total
payroll of $22,793,391 and Quebec gave employ-
ment to 4,634 workers who received $12,145,949.

Female employees formed 37.7 p.c. of the
total; 820 were paid on a salary basis and 4,415
were wage-earners. Of the male employees, num-
bering 8,648, 1,661 received salaries. The amount
paid in salaries during 1954 was $10,655,6823.
Payments distributed to wage-eamers totalled
$29,976,600.

Cost of fuel totalled $848,291, an increase of
$120,823 from the $727,468 reported in 1953. Ex-
penditures on electric power during the year
amounted to $505,348, which represented the cost
oi 38,006,926 kilowatt-hours.

Materials used in the paper box and bag
industry amounted to $116,589,711 in 1954, as
compared with $115,598,568 in 1953. Paper and
paperboard were used to the amount of $101, 164,323
and formed 86.8 p.c. of the total value of materials
employed. Paper of all kinds was valued al
$39,627,779 and included $15,634,553 of corru-
gating paper, $1,078,840 of cover and fancy paper,
$457,457 of wrapping paper and $22,456,929 of
miscellaneous paper. Paperboard of all kinds was
valued at $61,536,544 and included 3,954 tons
and 9,663,264 M sq. ft. of liner board valued at
$32,435,761, 122,972 tons of folding board at
$21,112,200, 28,595 tons of non-folding board at
$3,505,597, 3,788 tons and 311,412 M sq. fi. of
chipboard at $1,027,503, 37,559 M sq. ft. of single
or double faced sheets at $402,405 and 16,529
tons of |unspecified paperboard valued at
$3,053,078. The consumption of cellophane to-
talled 1,553,652 lb,, valued at $1,035,471. Some
items of materials were used in making all six
classes of products, these comprised ink, valued
at $2,537,463, and glue and other adhesives,
valued at $2,284,177. Other materials specified
in a few classes only, such as printing plates,
paraffin, shipping containers, cambric and kraft
tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die rule, die
board, and miscellaneous supplies and printing
made up the remainder of the total and amounted
to $9,568,2717.

Factory shipments in 1954 were valued at
$194,242,948 as compared with. $198,540,167 in
1953. Shipments, in order of their importance with
regard to value, were: corrugated boxes (including
wrappers, etc.), $79,345,510; folding boxes,
$44,334,465; bags, n.e.s. (including tea and coffee
bags, specialty bags, shopping bags, charcoal

The first of the following tables is a summary
of the principal statistics for representative years
from 1923 to 1954. Table 2 groups the principal
statistics for 1953 and 1954 according to type
of ownership and Table 3 according to size of
establishment. Similar statistics for 1954 in speci-
fied cities will be found in Table 4. Table 5 gives
details of products shipped for 1953 and 1954, and
Table 6 for 1952 and 1953. Table 7 gives the
materials and supplies used during 1953 and 1954.
Inventories for 1954 are shown in Table 8. Esti-
mated capital, repair and maintenance expendi-
tures from 1948 to 1956 are shown in Table 9.
‘Tables 10 and 11 deal with employment by prov-
inces and by months. Table 12 gives the value
of exports and imports of paper boxes and bags
from 1952 to 1955.

Note: Factory shipment figures as given in
this report do not necessarily represent total ship-
ments in Canada of the commodities listed, as
there may also be a considerable production in
other industrial groups. For complete information
this report must be read with the rest of the series
on paper-using industries, and other publications
of the Census of Industry.

Profits or losses cannot be estimated from
Census figures, as no data are collected for cer-
tain expense items, such as interest, rent, de-
preciation, taxes, insurance, advertising, etc.
