THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY 

L'INDUSTRIE DES BO1TES ET SACS EN PAPIER 
1955 

The value of factory shipments of the paper 
boxes and bags industry reached still another new 
high of $213,459,941 in 1955, an increase of 9.9 
p.c. over the $194,242,948 reported in 1954. Em-
ployment increased from 13,883 to 14,613, or 5.3 
p.c., while salaries and wages increased by 8.3 
p.c. from $40,632,423 to $43,990,063. The cost 
of materials used increased by 10.7 p.c. • amount-
ing to $129,064,316 as compared with $116,589,711 
in 1954. Value added by manufacture, at 
$83,287,305, was 7.7 p.c. greater than the previous 
year. 

Value added by manufacture is obtained by 
subtracting the cost of materials, fuel and elec-
tricity used, from the gross value of production. 
Since 1954, the gross value of production is calcu-
lated by adding the value of closing inventory of 
finished goods to the value of factory shipments 
and subtracting the value of opening Inventory of 
finished goods. As no information on inventory 
change Is available for 1952 and 1953, value add-
ed by manufacture for those years has been calcu-
lated as if gross value of production and value of 
factory shipments were the same. 

This industry comprises establishments en-
gaged wholly or principally in the manufacture of 
paper boxes and bags. It covers the greater part of 
the production of these commodities in Canada. 
There are, however, a number of firms classified 
In other industrial groups which make paper boxes 
and bags as a side line to their principal produc-
tion. The firms dealt with in the present report 
also manufacture commodities other than paper 
boxes and bags as secondary products. 

This report does not include production of 
paper boxes and bags made for their own use by 
manufacturers of packaged goods such as prepared 
breakfast foods, candies, matches, etc., except 
in a few cases where separate establishments or 
departments are maintained for which returns are 
supplied to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and 
bags are made and filled in one operation and It is 
not possible to distinguish the various stages in 
manufacturing. 

Two hundred and eight plants reported In the 
paper box and bag industry in 1955, as compared 
with 204 in 1954. The distribution by provinces 
was as follows: Ontario 104, Quebec 61, British 
ColumbIa 17, Manitoba 9, New BrunswIck 7, 
Alberta 6, Nova Scotia 2, and Saskatchewan 2.

Cette industrie comprend lea établissements dont 
l'occupation exclusive ou principale consiste dans la 
production de boftes et sacs en papier.

The average number of employees in the paper 
box and bag industry In 1955 was 14,613. or 730 
more than the number reported in 1954.arid the total 
sum paid in salaries and wages was $43,990,063 
as compared with $40,632,423 the previous year. 
Employees in Ontario numbered 7,447 with a total 
payroll of $24,021,898 and Quebec gave employ -
ment to 4,876 workers who received $13,190,510. 

Female employees formed 36.1 p.c. of the 
total; 875 were paid on a salary basis and 4,406 
were wage-earners. Of the male employees, num-
berIng 9,332, 1,743 received salaries. The amount 
paid in salaries during 1955 was $10,810,471. 
Payments distributed to wage-earners totalled 
$33, 179,592.

Materials used in the paper box and bag 
industry amounted to $129,064,316 in 1955, as 
compared with $116,589,711 in 1954. Paper and 
paperboard were used tothe amount of $110,632,613 
and formed 85.7 p.c. of the total value of materials 
employed. Paper of all kinds was valued at 
$44,879,777 and included $19,215,927 of corru-
gatirig paper, $1,135,749 of cover and fancy paper, 
$386,671 of wrapping paper and $24,141,430 of 
miscellaneous paper. Paperboard of all kinds was 
valued at $64,623,088 and included 5,184 tons 
and 10,847,465 M sq. ft. of liner board valued at 
$34,452,233, 136,886 tons of folding board at 
$22,924,153, 29,023 tons of non-folding board at 
$3,600,333, 3,419 tons and 362,140 M sq. ft. of 
chipboard at $1,106,716. 26,763 M sq. ft. of single 
or double faced sheets at $350,040 and 15,845 
tons of unspecified paperboard valued at 
$3,319,361. The consumption of cellophane to-
talled 1,805,928 lb., valued at $1,178,680. Some 
items of materials were used In making all six 
classes of products; these comprised ink, valued 
at $2,885,310, and glue and other adhesives, 
valued at $2,595,825. Other materials specified 
in a few classes only, such as printing plates, 
paraffin, shipping containers, cambric and kraft 
tape, silicate of soda, wire, twine, die rule, die 
board, and miscellaneous supplies and printing 
made up the remainder of the total and amounted 
to $11,771,888.

The first of the following tables is a summary 
of the principal statistics for representative 
years from 1923 to 1955. Table 2 groups the 
principal statistics for 1954 and 1955 accordIng 
to type of ownership and Table 3 according to 
size of establishment. Similar statistics for 
1955 in specified cities will be found in Table 
4. Table 5 gives details of products shipped for 
1954 and 1955, and Table 6 for 1953 and 1954. 
Table 7 gives the materials and supplies used 
during 1954 and 1955. Inventories for 1955 are 
shown In Table 8. Estimated capital and repair 
expenditures from 1948 to 1957 are shown In 
Table 9. Tables 10 and 11 deal with employ-
roent by provinces and by months. Table 12 
gives the value of exports and Imports of paper 
boxes and bags from 1953 to 1956. 

Note: Factory shipment figures as given in 
this report do not necessarily represent total 
shipments in Canada of the commodities listed, 
as there may also be a considerable production 
in other Industrial groups. For complete informa-
tion this report must be read with the rest of 
the series on paper-using industries, and other 
publications of the Census of Industry. 

Prof1ts or losses cannot be estimated from 
Census figures, as no data are collected for cer-
tain expense items, such as interest, rent, 
depreciation, taxes, insurance, advertising, etc. 

The opening Inventory for the current year 
(Table 8) may not necessarily agree with the clos-
ing inventory published the previous year, because 
of changes in the composition of the industry, such 
as the addition of new establishments, the disap-
pearance of old ones, or the transfer of establish-
ments to other Industries for statistical purposes. 
The figure for value added by manufacture for the 
previous year does not need to be altered because 
of such changes in the composition of the industry.

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The factory shipment figures given In Table 5 
Ia not necessarily represent the total output in 
Canada of the commodities listed, as there may 
also be a considerable production in other indus-
trial groups. Shipments of paper boxes and bags 
in other industrial groups and total shipments 
of these commodities in all groups are given 
below for 1953 and 1954. However, Table 6 does 
not include shipments of paper boxes and bags 
made for their own use by manufacturers of 
packaged goods, such as prepared breakfast 
foods, candies, matches, etc., except in a few 
cases where separate establishments or depart-
ments are maintained, for which returns are sup-
plied to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and bags 
are made and filled in one operation and it Is not 
possible to distinguish the various stages in 
manufacturing.
