L'INDUSTRIE DES BO1TES ET SACS EN PAPIER 
1956 

The paper box and bag industry established 
new records in 1956. The value of factory ship-
ments reached $241,444,038, an Increase of 13 p.c. 
over the $213,459,941 reported in 1955. The value 
addd by manufacture rose from $83,287,305 to 
$90,933,771, a gain of 9 p.c. Cost of materials 
used Increased by 16 p.c., amounting to 
$150.435,248 as compared with $129,064,316. 
Salaries and Wages paid increased by 11 p.c., 
from $43.990,063 to $48,851,694, and employment 
from 14,613 to 15,529 or 6 p.c. 

Value added by manufacture is obtained by 
subtracting the cost of materials, fuel and elec-
tricity from the gross value of production. For 1954 
and 1955, the gross value of production was cal-
culated by adding the value of closing Inventory of 
finished goods to the value of factory shipments, 
and subtracting the value of opening inventory of 
finished goods. For 1956. the values of closing 
and opening inventories of goods in process  have 
also been added or subtracted. As no information 
on inventory change is available for 1952 and 1953, 
value added by manufacture for those years has 
been calculated as if gross value of production 
and value of factory shipments were the same. 

This industry comprises establishments en-
gaged wholly or principally in the manufacture of 
paper boxes and bags. It covers the greater part of 
the production of these commodities In Canada. 
There are, however, a number of firms classified 
in other industrial groups which make paper boxes 
and bags as a side line to their principal produc-
tion. The firms dealt with In the present report 
also manufacture commodities other than paper 
boxes and bags as secondary products. 

This report does not include production of 
paper boxes and bags made for their own use by 
manufacturers of packaged goods such as prepared 
breakfast foods, candles, matches, etc., except 
in a few cases where separate establishments or 
departments are maintained for which returns are 
supplied to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and 
bags are made and fiUed In one operation and it is 
not possible to distinguish the various stages in 
ma niifacturing. 

Two hundred and fifteen plants reported in the 
pap'r box and bag industry In 1956, as compared 
with 208 in 1955. The dtstrthution by provinces

La ialeur ajoutée par la fabrication est obtenue 
en soustrayant le coüt des matières premieres, du 
combustible et de l'électrlcité utilisés de la valeur 
brute de la production. Pour 1954 et 1955, on a cal-
culé la valeur brute de la production en ajoutent la 
valeur des stocks de prodults finis a la fernieture a 
celle des expeditions des fabriques, et en sous-
trayant celle des stocks de prodults fints a .'ouver-
ture. Pour 1956. Ia valeur des stocks de produits en 
cours de fabrication a la fermeture et a l'ouverture 
ont de plus été ajouts on soustraits. Comme II 
n'existe pas de renseignements sur les changements 
dans lea stocks pour 1952 et 1953, la valeur ajottée 
par la fabrication pour ces années a été calculCe corn-
me si la valeur brute de la production et Ia valeur des 
expeditions des fabriques étalent lea mêmes. 

Cette industrie comprend les établlssements dont 
l'occupatton exclusive ou principale consiste dana la 
production de bottes et sacs en papier. Elle couvre Ia 
plus grande partie de la production de tels articles 
au Canada. U y a, toutefois, un certain nombre d'éta-
blissements, classes dana d'autres groupes indus-
criels, qui fabriquent des bottes et sacs en papier en 
it c&é, de méme que les établissements dont traite ce 
rapport fabriquent, comme produits secondaires, 
d'autres articles que lea boltes et sacs en papier. 

Le present rapport ne comprend pas la produc-
tion de bottes et sacs en papier fabriquds pour leur 
propre usage par les manufacturlers de marchandises 
empaquetées comme ailments du déjeuner, bcinbons, 
allumettes, etc., sauf dans quelques cas oi 11 y a 
des établlssements ou départements dlstincts, pour 
lesquels des rapports sont fournis au Bureau. Habi-
tueUement ces boltes et sacs sont fabriques et rem-
pus en une seule operation et II eat impossible de 
distinguer lea divers stages de la fabrication.

The average number of employees in the paper 
box and bag industry in 1956 was 15,529 or 916 
more than the number reported in 1955, and the 
total sum paid in salaries and wages was 
$48,851,694, as compared with $43,990,063 the 
previous year. Employees in Ontario numbered 
7.988 with a total payroll of $26,542,918 and 
Quebec gave employment to 5,158 workers who 
received $14,690,309. 

Female employees  formed 36.5 p.c. of the 
total; 1,001 were paid on a salary basis and 4,661 
were wage-earners. Of the male employees, num-
berIng 9,867, 1,903 received salaries. The amount 
paid in salaries durIng 1956 was $11,994,339. 
Payments distributed to wage-earners totalled 
$36,857,355. 

Cost of fuel totalled $1.143,775, an increase 
of $239,563 from the $904,212 reported In 1955. 
Expenditures on electric power during the year 
amounted to $687,869, which represented the cost 
of 57,730,451 kilowatt-hours. 

New classifications for materials and supplies 
used and for factory shipments were adopted begin-
ning in 1956. The detailed tables for previous 
years are therefore not altogether comparable. 

In 1956, the industry used 772,23G tons of 
paper and paperboard, whose value ($125,929,541) 
formed 84 p.c. of the total cost of materials and 
supplies employed. Paperboard, used principarly 
in the manufacture of boxes totafled 645,629 tons 
valued at $98,674,130, and paper of all kinds, 
used chiefly to make bags, amounted to 126,601 
tons worth $27,255,411. Among other materials 
reported the most important were: transparent 
plastic film (3,702 tons, $3,287,909), Ink (1,427 
tons, $2,957,145), glue and other adhesives 
($2,827,434), printing plates and elect.rotypes 
($1,184,418), cambric tape ($935,327), paraffin 
and other wax (3,825 tons, $796,131), gummed 
paper tape (2,785 tons, $761,791) and silicate of 
soda (9,726 tons, $553,664). The total of 
$150,435,248 also comprises $1,909,880 for con-
tainers and other packaging materials or supplies, 
$3,490,534 for operating, maintenance and repair 
supplies (not including fuel), and $2,026,010 paid 
to other manufacturers for such work as printing, 
varnishing, die cutting, mounting, etc. 

The principal products shipped in 1956, in 
order of their importance with regard to value, 
were: corrugated boxes, Including wrappers, etc., 
(5,779,49'1,000 sq. ft., $98,670,318), folding boxes 
and cartons 455,640, 105), bags of all kinds 
($44,797,758), set-up boxes ($14,318,780),  round 
fibre or paperboard containers, paper or metal 
ends ($2,269,060), waste paper (64,029 tons, 
$2, 187,095), solid fibreboard boxes (112.950,000

The total 
of $241,444,038 for factory shipments also in-
cludes $549,718 received from other manufacturers 
for such work as printing, the cutting, display 
mounting and finishing, etc. 

The flrst of the following tables is a summary 
of the principal statistics for representative 
years from 1923 to 1956. Table 2 groups the 
principal statistics for 1955 and 1956 according 
to type  of ownership and Table 3 according to 
size of establishment. Similar statistics for 1956 
in specified cities will be found in Table 4. 
Tables 5 and 6 give details of products shipped 
for 1955 and 1956. and Table I gives shipments 
of paper boxes and bags in all industrial groups 
for 1954 and 1955. Tables 8 and 9 give the ma-
terials and supplies used during 1955 and 1956. 
Inventories for 1955 are shown in Table 10. EstI-
mated capital and repair expenditures from 1949 to 
1958 are shown In Table 11. Tables 12 and 13 deal 
with employment by provinces and by months. 
Table 14 gives details of consumption of fuel and 
electricity in 1953 and 1956. Table 15 shows the 
value of exports and Imports of paper boxes and 
bags from 1954 to 1957.

Table 7 does 
not Include shipments of paper boxes and bags 
made for their own use by manufacti.rers of pack-
aged goods, such as prepared breakfast foods, 
candies, matches, etc., except in a few cases 
where separate establishments or departments 
are maintained, for which returns are supplied to 
the Bureau. Usually such boxes and bags are made 
and filled in one operation and it is not possible 
to distinguish the various stages in manufacturing.
