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THE PAPER BOX AND BAG INDUSTRY 

L'INDT.JSTRIE DES BOITES ET SACS EN PAPIER 
1957 

The paper box and bag industry established 
new records in 1951. The value of factory ship-
ments reached $253,497,145, an increase of 5 per 
cent over the $241,444,038 reported in 1956. The 
number of establishments climbed 2.3 per cent to 
220 from 215 and employment 2.7 per cent to 
15,941 from 15,529. Salaries and wages, at 
$52,625,854, were 7.7 per cent more than in 1956 
($48,851,694), Cost of materials and supplies dsed 
increased by 2.6 per cent to $154,308,367 from 
$150,435,248 and that of fuel and electricity by 
12.4 per cent to $2,059,633. Value added by manu-
facture, at $97,119,253, was 6.8 per cent greater 
than in 1956 '$90,933,771). 

Value added by manufacture is obtained by 
subtracting tne cost of materials, fuel and elec-
tricity from the gross value of production. For 1954 
and 1955, the gross value of production was 
calculated by adding the value of closing inventory 
of finished goods to the value of factory ship-
ments, and subtracting the value of opening inven-
tory of finished goods. For 1956 and 1957 the 
values of closing and opening inventories of goods 
in process have also been added or subtracted. As 
no information on inventory change is available 
for 1952 and 1953, vaiue added by manufacture for 
those years has been calculated as if gross 
value of production and value of factory shipments 
were the same. 

This 	industry comprises establishments 
engaged wholly or principally in the manufacture 
of paper boxes and bags. It covers the greater 
part of the production of these commodities in 
Canada. There are, however, a number of firms 
classified in other industrial groups which make 
paper boxes and bags as a side line to their prin-
cipal production. Table 6, in this report, gives the 
factory shipments of paper boxes and bags in all 
industrial groups, for 1955 and 1956. The firms 
dealt with in the present report also manufacture 
commodities other than paper boxes and bags as 
secondary products. 

This report does not include production of 
paper boxes and bags made for their own use by 
manufacturers of packaged goods such as prepared 
breakfast foods, candles, matches, etc., except 
in a few cases where separate establishments or 
departments are maintained for which returns are 
supplied to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and 
bags are made and filled in one operation and it 
is not possible to distinguish the various stages 
in manufacturing. 

L'industrie des boltes et sics en papier a touché 
lie nouveaux sommets en 1957. La valeur des expd-
ditions des fabriques a atteint $253,497,145, solt une 
augmentation de 5 p. 100 sur les $241,444,038 déclarés 
en 1956. Le nombre d'tablissements a augmenté de 
2.3 P. 100 (220 contre 215) et celui des ernployés, de 
2.7 p. 100 (15,941 contre 15,529). La rérnunération a 
augmenté de 7.7 p. 100(de $48,851,694 â$52,625,854). 
Le coSt des matières premieres et fournitures utill-
sees s'est accru de 2.6 P. 100 (de $150,435,248 & 
$154,308,361) et celui du combustible et de l'électri-
cite, de 12.4 p.  100 ($2,059,633). La valeur ajoutée 
par la fabrication a surpassé de 6.8 p. 100 celle de 
1956 ($97,119,253 contre $90,933,771). 

La valeur ajoutée par la fabrication est obtenue 
en soustrayant le coSt des matières premieres, du 
combustible et de l'électricité d'une part, de la valeur 
brute de la production d'autre part. Pour 1954 et 1955, 
on a calculé la valeur brute de la production en ajou-
tant la valeur des stocks de produits finis a la ferme-
ture a celle des expeditions des fabriques, et en 
soustrayant celle des stocks de produits finis a 
l'ouverture. Pour 1956 et 1957. la valeur des stocks 
de produits en cours de fabrication a la fermeture et 
a l'ouverture a de plus été ajoutée ou soustraite. 
Comme ii n'existe pas de renseignements sur La 
variation des stocks pour 1952 et 1953, Ia valeur 
ajoutée par Ia fabrication pour ces années a été 
calculée comme si la valeur brute de la production 
et Ia valeur des expeditions des fabriques étaient les 
rnêmes. 

Cette industrie comprend les établissements dont 
l'activité exclusive ou principale consiste dans la 
production de boltes et sacs en papier. Elle couvre la 
plus grande partie de la production de tels articles au 
Canada. Ii y a, toutefois, un certain nombre d'éta-
blissements, classes dans d'autres groupes indus-
triels, qui fabriquent des boltes et sacs en papier en 

côté. Dans ce rapport, le Tableau 6 donne les 
expeditions des fabriques de boltes et sacs en papier 
de tous les groupes industriels. pour 1955 et 1956. 
Les établissements dont traite le present rapport 
fabriquent aussi des produits autres que les boltes 
et sacs en papier comme production secondaire. 

Le present rapport ne comprend pas la production 
de boltes et sacs en papier fabriqués pour leur propre 
usage par les manufacturiers de marchandises empa-
quetées comme aliments de déjeuner. bonbons, 
allumettes, etc., sauf dans quelques cas oü II y a des 
dtablissements ou départements distincts pour les-
quels des rapports sont fournis au Bureau.

Inces, was as follows: Ontario 106, Quebec 67, 
British Columbia 16, Manitoba 10, New Brunswick 
10, Alberta 6, Nova Scotia 2. and Saskatchewan 3. 

Male employees, numbering 10.336, formed 
64.8 per cent of the total; 2,128 were paid on a 
salary basis and 8,208 were wage earners. Of the 
5,605 female employees, 1,027 were receiving 
salaries and 4,578 were wage earners. The total 
salaries paid amounted to $13,434,751 versus 
$11,994,339 In the preceding year payments tc 
wage earners climbed to $39,191,103 from 
$36,857,355. Employees in Ontario numbered 8,240 
with a total payroll of $28,497,109 and Quebec 
gave employment to 5,58 workers who received 
$1 5,657,362. 

Expenditures for fuel, in 1957, amounted to 
$1,311,729 and this industry consumed 64,095,317 
kilowatt-hours of purchased electricity at the cost 
of $747,904. 

Paper and paperboard are the most Important 
materials used in this industry. In 1957, the indus-
try used 771,433 tons of paper and paperboard 
whose value, at $127,457,196, formed 82.6 per 
cent of the total cost of materials and supplies 
used. Paperboard, used principally in the manu-
facture of boxes, totalled 644,464 tons valued at 
$99,385,845 and paper of all kinds, used chiefly to 
make 'bags, amounted to 132,969 tons worth 
$28,071,351. 

Among other materials reported, the most 
Important were transparent film (6,711 tons, 
$4,952,762). ink (1,621 tons, $3,294,918), glue 
and other adhesives ($2,778,917), cambric tape 
($935,750), printing plates ($860,495), paraffin and 
other wax (3,894 tons, $826,363), gummed paper 
tape (2,665 tons, $785,987) and silicate of soda 
(8,700 tons, $542,841). The total of $154,308,367 
also comprises $1,912,458 for containers and other 
packaging materials or supplies, $3,958,776 for 
operating, maintenance and repair supplies (not 
including fuel) and $1,951,738 paid to other 
manufacturers for printing, varnishing, die-cutting, 
mounting, etc. 

The principal products shipped In 1957, in 
order of their importance for value, were: corrugated 
boxes, including wrappers, etc. (6,023,223 M sq. 
ft., $104,222,117), folding boxes and cartons 
($57,035,249), bags of all kinds ($49,521,227), 
set up boxes ($13,839,608), round fibre and paper 
board containers, paper or metal ends ($2,378,578), 
solid fibreboard boxes(72,546 M sq. ft. $1,625,708), 
paper pails ($1,131,456) and tags, shipping and 
merchandise ($866,920). The total of $253,497,145 
for factory shipments also includes $609,980 
received from other manufacturers toi such work 
as printing, die-cutting, display mounting and 
finishing, 9tc.

5 do not necessarily represent the total output 
in Canada of the commodities listed, as there 
may also be a considerable production In other 
Industrial groups. Shipments of paper boxes and 
bags in other industrial groups and total shipments 
of these commodities In all groups are given 
below for 1955 and 1956. However 0  Table 6 does 
not include shipments of paper boxes and bags 
nude for their own use by manufacturers of pack-
aged goods, such as prepared breakfast foods, 
candles, matches, etc.. except in a few cases 
where separate establishments or departments 
are maintained, for which returns are supplied 
to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and bags are 
made and filled in one operation and It is not 
possible to distinguish the various stages in 
manufacturing.
