EXPLANATORY NOTES 
This report is one in a series of about 130 

publications which present the results of the 
1959 Census of Manufactures. Most reports in 
this series refer to specific industries, but there 
are summary reports for Canada and the provinces 
and for major industry groups. An annual Census 
of Manufactures has been carried out by the 
Dominion Bureau of Statistics since 1916. 

Industry statistics given In these reports 
refer to number of establishments, employees, 
salaries and wages, cost of materials, supplies, 
fuel and electricity, gross value of shipments, 
inventories and value added by manufacturing. 
Details of materials used and products shipped 
are also given. Descriptions of the principal 
Industry statistics, with special reference to 
1959, are as follows: 

Period Covered 
Firms are asked to submit figures for the 

calendar year, if at all possible, and most reports 
are on this basis. Financial year reports for 
periods differing from the calendar year are 
accepted in instances where the firms find it 
impossible to supply calendar year data from 
accounting records. However the data on em-
ployees, salaries and wages are requested on 

calendar year basis in all cases. 

1 stablishxnent 
Data for the annual census is collected 

In an establishment basis. A firm with more 
than one plant is required to file a report for 
each plant. In most cases an establishment is 
a complete factory. Sometimes, however, a plant 
is divided into two or more establishments when 
it carries out operations classifiable to different 
industries and when separate accounting records 
are available. Usually the statistics for an estab-
lishment relate only to the manufacturing activi-
ties. Other activities such as construction at the 
plant by its own employees, wholesale or retail 
activities carried on at the plant location, etc., 
are not included. Plants engaged solely in repair 
work (except in the case of furniture, shipbuilding, 
boat building, aircraft and railway rolling stock 
industries) are not included but plants occupied 
in assembling parts into complete units are 
included. 

Employees 
Administrative and office employees include 

all executives and supervisory officials such as 
presidents, vice-presidents, secretaries, treasur-
ers, etc., together with managers, professional 
::ind technical employees, superintendents and 
'actory supervisors above the working foreman 
level and cerical employees Working owners 
md partners are also included in this category. 

NOTES EXPLICATIVES 
Le present rapport faiL partie d'une série den-

viron 130 publications o(i sont présentés les résultats 
du Recensement des manufactures, 1959. La plupart 
des rapports de la série portent sur des industries 
particulières, mats ii existe des rapports sommaires 
relatifs a Pensemble du Canada et aux provinces 
ainsi qu'à de grands groupes industriels. Le Bureau 
fédéral de la statistique fait le recensement annuel 
des manufactures depuis 1916. 

La statistique de ces rapports porte sur le 
nombre détablissements, les employés, les salaires 
et gages, le coGt des matières, des fournitures, du 
combustible et de l'électricité, sur Ia valeur brute des 
expeditions, les stocks et la valeur ajoutêe. Les 
rapports renferment aussi des chiffres sur les matières 
employees et sur les produits expédiés. Voici la 
nature des principales st.atistiques, en particulier 
pour ce qui est de 1959: 

Pértode couverte 
Les entrepri.ses doivent faire rapport pour l'année 

civile, si possible, et la plupart le font. Des chiffres 
relatifs a l'année financlère et visant des périodes 
différentes de celles de l'année civile sont acceptés 
quand la comptabilité des entreprises ne leur permet 
pas de se référer a l'année civile. Cependant, lea 
chiffres doivent se rapporter a l'année civile pour ce 
qui est des employés et des salaires et gages. 

Etablissement 
Les données du recensement annuel sont recuell-

lies au nlveau de l'établissemerit. L'entreprlse qui 
possède plus d'une fabrique dolt faire rapport pour 
chacune. Dans la plupart des cas, l'établissement est 
une fabrique complete. Parfols, cependant, une 
fabrique est divisée en deux ou plusieurs établisse-
ments quand son activité s'étend a différentes indus-
tries et quand elle t.ient une comptabilité distincte 
pour chaque branche dactivité. D'hahitude, la sta-
tistique d'un établissement porte uniquement sur la 
fabrication. Ne sont pas comprises lea autres activités 
conme Ia construction réalisée a la fabrique par ses 
propres employés, le commerce de gros ou de detail 
pratiqué ala fabrique, etc. Ne sont pas comprises lea 
fabriques qui s'occupent exciusivement de reparations 
(sauf dans le cas des meubles, de la construction 
navale, de la construction d'embarcations, de la 
construction aéronautique, du materiel roulant de 
chemin de fer), mals sont comprises les fabriques qul 
s'occupent d'assembler des pièces en unites corn-
plètes. 

Employés 
Les employés d'administration et de bureau 

comprennent tous les administrateurs et surveillants 
tels que les presidents, vice-presidents, secrétaires, 
trésoriers, etc., ainsi que les gérants, gens de pro-
fession libérale et techniciens, surintendants et 
surveillants de fabrique dépassant le niveau du 
contremattre-ouvrier, et les commis de bureau. Les 
proprlétaires et assoclés actifs sont aussi cornpris 
dans cette catégorle. 



Production and related workers include all 
other factory workmen whether paid on a monthly, 
weekly, hourly or piece-work basis. Working 
foremen doing work similar to that of the em-
ployees they supervise are included, as are 
maintenance, warehousing and delivery staffs. 
Employees on new construction work, in retail 
or wholesale operations, on outside piece work 
etc.. are not Included. 

Production workers are reported by months, 
an average for the year being obtained by summing 
the monthly figures and dividing by twelve. This 
procedure is followed even though the plant did 
not operate in all months. Figures on employment 
refer to calendar years whether or not some estab-
lishments reported other data on a financial year 
basis. 

Salaries and Wages 
Salaries and wages refer to gross earnings 

of the employees described above, including 
salaries, wages, commissions, bonuses, the value 
of room and board where provided, deductions 
for income tax and social services such as 
sickness and unemployment insurance, pensions, 
etc., as well as any other allowances forming 
part of the employees' wages. Payments for 
overtime are included. 

Salaries refer to amounts paid to admin-
istrative and office employees. Withdrawals by 
working owners or partners for normal living 
expenses for self and family are included but 
not their withdrawals for income tax. Wages 
refer to the amounts paid to production and 
related workers as defined above. Data on earnings 
refer to the calendar year whether or not some 
establishments reported other data on a financial 
year basis. 

Cost 01 Fuel and Electricity

comprennent tous les autres travailleurs de fabrique 
payés au mois, a Is semaine, a l'heure ou a Ia pièce. 
Les contremattres-ouvriers oui font un travail seni-
blable a celui de leurs subordonns sont compris, de 
même que le personnel de i'entretien, de l'entreposage 
et de Is livraison.

Les travailleurs de in production sont déciarés 
mensuellement: la moyenne de l'année est êtablie en 
faisant Ia sornme des chiffres mensuels et en la 
divisant par douze. Cela est fait même si la fabrique 
n'a pas fonctionrié chaque mois. Ies chiffres de 
l'empiol se rapportent a i'année civile, mème Si 
certains étabiissements ont déclaré leurs autres 
chiffres en se référant a l'annèe flnancière. 

Salaires et gages 
Les salaires et gages représentent la rémunéra-

tion brute des employés susinentionnés, soit les 
gages, salaires, corrrnissions, honis, valeur de hi 
chambre et de la pension, retenues pour fins d'impOt 
sur le revenu et de services sociaux comme lassu-
rance-maladie et chemage, la pension de retraite, 
etc. ainsi que toutes les autres allocations faisant 
partie de la rémunération des employés. Sont compris 
les paiements pour surtemps. 

Les salaires s'entendent des montants poyés 
aux employés d'adtr.inistration et de bureau. Lps 
retraits des propriétaires ou associés actifs pour 
les frais ordinaires de subsistance personnels nu 
famillaux sont compris, mais non leurs retraits d'ordr 
fiscal. Les gages s'entendent des montants pay ( s 
aux travailleurs de le production et connexes tels 
qu'ils sont définis ci-dessus. La statistiue des 
salaires et gages couvre l'année civile, rnème si 
certains êtabllssements ont déclaré leurs nutres 
données en se reférant a I'année financière.

Materials and Supplies Used 
Figures represent quantities and laid-down 

cost values, at the works, of materials and 
supplies actually used during the year whether 
purchased from others or received as transfers 
from other plants of the reporting company. 
Amounts paid to other manufacturers for work 
dotie on materials owned by the reporting company 
are included. Returnable containers or any other 
items charged to capital account are not included. 
Fuels are not included. Goods bought from others 
or received as transfers from other plants of 
reporting companies for resale without further 
processing are not included. Maintenance and 
repair supplies not chargeable to capital account 
are included. 

Matières et fournitures utllisées 
Les chiffres représentent Is civantité et le coit 

livré a la fabrinue des matières et fournitures rêelle-
ment utiisées au cours de l'année, peu importe que 
les matières et foumitures aient été achetées de 
fournisseurs ou reçues (a titre de transferts) d'autres 
fabriques de l'entreprise répondante. Sont compris 
les niontants pa.yés a d'autres fabricants pour les 
travaux exécutés sur les matières appartenant ?i 
Pertreprise répondante. Ne sont pas compris les 
contenants restituables ni tous les autres articles 
imputes sur le compte de capital. Ne sont pas corn-
pris les combustibles. Ne sont pas comprises lrs 
marchandises achetées d'autres fabricants ou reçue 
(a titre de transferts) d'autres fabriques de l'entre-
prise répondante pour in revente sans autre trans 
formation. Sont comprises lesfournitures d'entretien et 
de reparation non imputables sur le compte de capital. 



Factory Shipments 
Factory shipments refer to shipments of 

goods made from own materials either in the 
reporting plant or by other manufacturers on 
the basis of a charge to the reporting plant 
for work done. All products and by-products 
shipped from the establishment are Included 
whether for domestic use, export, or for govern-
ment departments. Transfer shipments to sales 
outlets, distributing warehouses or to other 
manufacturing units of the reporting firm are 
Included. Goods bought or received as transfers 
and resold without further processing are not 
included. Values are computed on f.o.b. plant 
or plant warehouse basis, and do not include 
sales tax or excise duties. Values of containers 
not returnable are included. Amounts received 
In payment for work done on materials owned 
by others are included. 

In a few industries such as shipbuilding, 
aircraft, etc.. where work on principal products 
extend over a relatively long period, the value 
of production is recorded rather than the value 
of shipments. For those industries production 
is computed from the value of deliveries of 
complete units during the year plus the value 
of work done during the year on unfinished 
units less the value of work done in previous 
years on finished units delivered in the year 
under rpview. 

Inventories 
Values represent the book values of manu-

facturing inventories owned and held at the 
reporting plant. Figures include Inventories 
held in warehouses or selling outlets which 
have been Included with plant operations for 
purposes of reporting shipments. 

Value Added by Manufacturing 
Figures are computed from value of ship-

ments plus or minus changes in inventories 
of finished goods and goods in process less 
cost of materials, fuel and electricity. This 
figure Is sometimes referred to as net pro-
duction.' 

Standard Industrial Classification 
The Standard Industrial ClassIfication Manual. 

prepared by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics, 
provides for 135 three-dIgit industries in the 
manufacturing sector, arranged in 17 major groups. 
Reporting establishments are classified or allotted 
to specific industries on the basis of the value 
of principal products made or shipped. 

To arrive at the National Accounts concept of 
"gross domestic product at factor cost", it would be 
reessary to subtract also the cost of office supplies 
us.d, advertising, insurance and other goods and ser-
'.ices obtained from other businesses. Data on these 
inputs are not collected on the annual Census of 
Manufactures. Value added figures for "The prljnary 
industries and construction" are published in D.B.S. 
publication 61-202. Survey of Production. 

Expeditions de la fabrique 
Les expeditions de la fabrique s'entendent des 

expeditions de marchandises fabriquêes avec les 
matières propres de l'ettreprise, soit dans la fabrique 
répondante,soit par d'autres fabricants pour le compte 
de la fabrique rêpondente et A titre onéreux. Tous les 
produits et sous-produits expédiés de l'établls-
sersent sont compris quelle que soit la destination 
(consomiration intérieure, exportation ou services 
gouvemementaux). Les transferts aux malsons de 
verites, aux entrepOts de distribution ou a d'autres 
établlssements manufacturiers de l'entreprise répon-
dante sort compris. Les marchandises achetées ou 
reçues a titre de transferts et revendues sans autre 
transformation ne sort pas comprises. La valeur des 
expeditions est la valeur f. a b. fabrique ou entrepôt 
de la fabrique et ne comprend pas Ia taxe de vente 
ni les drolts d'accise. La valeur des contenants non 
restituables est comprise. Les sommes reçues en 
palement de travaux exécutés sur des matières ap-
partenant a d'autres fabricants sont comprises. 

Dons quelques industries comme  la construction 
navale. Ia construction aéronautique, etc., oC lea 
travaux exécutés sur les produits peuvent s'étendre 
sur une période relativenient longue, la valeur de la 
production est enregistrée plutOt que celle des 
expeditions. Dans le cas de ces industries, la 
production est calculée d'après Ia valeur des expé-
ditions d'unités au cours de l'année, ajoutêe a la 
valeur des travaux exécutés durant l'année Sw- des 
unites non finies, moms la valeur des travaux exécu-
ts les années précedentes sur des unites tinies et 
livrées durant l'année observée. 

Stocks 
La valeur est la valeur comptable des stocks 

manufacturiers appartenant et gardés a Is fabrique 
répondarte. Les chiffres comprennent les marchandises 
gardées en entrepôt ou aux maisons de vente et qul 
figurent a Ia fabrinue pour les fins de la declaration 
des expeditions. 

Valeur ajoutée par Ia fabrication 
La valeur ajoutée est calculée d'après la valeur 

des expeditions augmentée ou diminuée de la varia-
tion des stocks de produits finis et de prodults en 
cours, moms le coot des matléres, du combustible 
et de l'électriclté. L'expression production ontte est 
parfois employee a l'egard de ce chiffre 1 . 

Classification type  den industries 
Le Manuel de Ia classification type des indus-

tries, établl par le Bureau fédéral de la statisticiue, 
renferme 135 industries a trois chiffres dans le 
secteur de la fabrication, groupées en 17 grands 
groupes. Les établissements répondants sont classes 
dans telle ou telle industrie d'après Ia valeur des 
produits principaux qu'ils fabriquent ou expedient. 

Pour en arriver au 'produtL domestique brut au coOt 
des facteurs" des Comptes Nationaux, ii faudrait aussi 
soustraire le coOt des fournitures de bureau utilisêes, de la 
publicité, de l'assurance et d'autres articles et services 
obtenus dautres entreprises. Le Recenseinent annuel des 
manufactures ne recueille pas de données sur ces apports. 
La valeur ajoutde des "iiiustries prisaires et construc-
tion" est donnée dans la publication du B.F.S. 61-202, 
Survey of Production. 



Short Forms 
3etween 1949 and 1957, in an effort to ease 

the reporting burden for smaller firms, a short form 
was used asking for the total value of shipments 
only or, in a few cases where losses of detail were 
significant, for quantities and values of principal 
products. For purposes of publication, missing 
data were estimated on the basis of appropriate 
ratios. In general the cut-off point for these short 
forms was set at $50,000 value of shipments. About 
407c of the total number of establishments reported 
on the short form and accounted for less than 3 per 
cent of the total value of shipments. 

In 1958, in order to establish a new base year, 
the small firms were asked to report all items of 
principal statistics together with some detail on 
materials and products. 

For the 1959 Census, the short form was used 
again, but further steps were taken to ease the re-
spondents' burden. First, the general limit for 
short forms was raised to $100,000 value of ship-
ments. In addition, a new intermediate form was 
developed. This form is a shortened version of the 
long form in that most of the general questions 
were pared down and the detailed lists of materials 
and products were limited to the more important 
items. The general limits for firms in this category 
were set at between $100,000-$500,000 value of 
shipnents, but in the case of both the short and 
intermediate forms there were lower cut-offs for a 
number of industries in which the smaller firms 
accounted for a larger share of total shipments. On 
the other hand, limits were raised where this could 
be done without a significant loss of coverage. On 
most of the short forms for 1959, in addition to 
total value of shipments, data on principal prod-
ucts were requested. In a few industries, where 
loss of employment and earnings data were con-
sidered too large because of higher cut-offs, a 
question on total payroll was placed on the short 
form. 

The intermediate and long forms provide com-
plete data for the compilation of all elements of 
principal industry statistics and the details of 
materials and products. The one-page short form, 
although containing data on principal products 
and total value of shipments, does not request 
information on other elements of principal sta-
tistics such as value of inventories, materials, 
fuel and electricity and, in most cases, employ-
ment and salaries and wages, nor does it contain 
detailed data on volume and value of materials 
used. For purposes of compiling aggregates of 
principal statistics by industry and by geographic 
location, the missing data for each establishment 
were estimated for 1959 by using, in general, 
ratios based on the change in the value of ship-
ments between 1958 and 1959. The proportion of 
the estimated data was generally less than 5 per 
cent of the total in each category of principal 
statistics. 

Formuies courtes 
De 1949 & 1957. afin de faciliter aux petits 

établissements La tãche de faire rapport, une formule 
courte a éte utilisée qui demandait Ia valeur totale 
des expeditions. Toutefois, dans certains cas oà le 
detail étajt important, Ia quantite et Ia valeur des 
principaux produits ont été recueillies. Pour les fins 
de publication, les données absentes étaient estimées 
selon des facteurs appropriés. En général, la limite 
adoptée pour la formule courte êtait un chiffre d'af-
faires de $50,000. Environ 40 p. 100 des établisse-
ments ont utilisé la formule courte, mais ils ne 
figuraient que pour moms de 3 p. 100 du chiffre 
d'affaires total. 

En 1958, afin d'établir une nouvelle année de 
base, les petits établissements ont êté priés de de-
darer tous les éléments des principales statistiques 
et certains details au sujet des matières premieres 
et produits. 

Pour le recensement de 1959, Ia formule courte 
a de nouveau servi, mais des mesures additionnelles 
ont été adoptées pour alléger le fardeau des répon-
dants. D'abord, la limite générale de la formule courte 
a été élevée & $100,000. En outre, une formule inter-
médiaire a été établie. Cette formule est un abrégé 
de la formule longue; elle élimine la plupart des 
questions générales et restreint la liste des matlères 
premieres et produits aux articles les plus importants. 
Sont compris dans cette catégorie les établissements 
dont le chiffre d'affaires se situe entre $100,000 et 
$500,000; toutefois, clans les deux cas (formule courte 
et formule intermédiaire) la limite Inférieure est plus 
basse pour un certain nombre d'iridustries dans les 
quelles les petits établissements figurent pour une 
plus grande proportion des expeditions totales. Par 
contre, les limites ont été élevées quand on pouvait 
le faire sans affecter sensiblement le résultat total. 
La plupart des formules courtes de 1959 demandaient, 
outre La valeur totale des expeditions, des données 
sur les principaux produits. Dans le cas de quelques 
industries oü l'absence de données sur l'emploi et la 
rérnunération, en ce qui concerne les petits établisse-
ments, aurait trop affecté l'exactitude des statisti-
ques, une question sur la rémunération totale a été 
ajoutée sur la formule courte.

The general request for the principal items of 
products on the short form for 1959 permitted a 
fairly complete compilation of the detailed quan-
tities and values of comiiodity shipments. In the 
case of the deUlled quantities and values of ma-
terials, fuel and electricity, however, and the 
monthly distribution of production workers, only 
the totals of data actually reported on the Inter-
mediate and long forms are contained in published 
reports and no attempt was made as in past years 
to estimate the generally small proportion of indi-
vidual totals represented by detailed items omitted 
from the short forms. 

The new approach has relieved an additional 
12,000 establishments from filling out the regular 
long form. Establishments now receiving the short 
form number in excess of 20,000 and account for 
more than 54 per cent of the total number of estab-
lishments and a little more than 3 per cent of the 
total value of shipments. 

Le detail requis au sujet des principaux produits 
sur la formule courte, pour 1959, a permis d'établir 
une statistique assez complete et détaillée de La 
quantité et de Ia valeur des articles expédiés. Toute-
lois, dans le cas de la quantité et de la valeur des ma-
tlères premieres, du combustible et de l'électrlcité et 
de la repartition mensuelle des ouvriers de La produc-
tion, les rapports pubilés ne donnent que le total des 
chiffres effectivement declares dans les tormules 
intermédialres et longues; on n's pas essayé, comme 
dans le passé, d'estlmer les chiffres non recueillls 
sur les formules courtes et dont La portée est genera-
lernent faible. 

Grace it cette nouvelle méthode, 12,000 autres 
établlssements se trouvent exemptés de rempllr la 
formule longue régullere. Plus de 20,000 établisse-
ments recoivent maintenant la formule courLe; us 
figurent pour plus de 54 p. 100 au nombre total des 
établissements et pour un peu plus de 3 p. 100 de Ia 
valeur totale des expeditions.

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The value of factory shipments of the Paper 
Box and Bag Industry reached a new record In 
1959. Shipments were up to $309,442,911, an 
increase of 11.5 p.c. over the preceding year 
($277,464,661). The value aLlded by manufacture 
or net value climbed by 11.8 p.c. to $121,017.281 
from $108,276.046. Each of the main categories of 
products contributed to the increase, the value of 
shipments of corrugated boxes and wrappers of all 
kinds being up by 13.0 p.c., that of bags by 7.3 
p.c. and that of folding boxes by 11.0 p.c. The 
production for this industry was estimated at 
$312,245,674, up 12.0 p.c. from the $278,818,830 
estimate in the preceding year. 

This industry comprises establishments en-
gaged wholly or principally in the manufacture of 
paper boxes and bags. It covers the greater part 

the production of these commodities in Canada. 
There are, however, a number of firms classified 

other industrial groups which make paper boxes 
and bags as secondary products. Table 6, in this 
report, gives the factory shipments of paper boxes 
and bags in all industrial groups, for 1957 and 
1958. The firms dealt with in the present report 
also manufacture commodities other than paper 
boxes and bags. 

This report does not include production of 
paper boxes and bags made for their own use by 
manufacturers of packaged goods such as prepared 
breakfast food, candies, matches, etc., except in a 
few cases where separate establishments or depart-
ments are maintained for which returns are supplied 
to the Bureau. Usually such boxes and bags are 
made and filled in one operation and it is not 
possible to distinguish the various stages in 
manufacturing.

Chacune des principales categories de 
produits a contribué a l'augmentation, la valeur des 
llvralsons de boites et emballages de toutes sortes en 
carton ondulé s'est accrue de 13 p.  100, celle des 
sacs. de 7.3. et celle de bottes pliantes, de 11 p.100. 
L.a production de cette industrie a été évaluée

S7,485,867; set-up boxes increased to $14,723,867 
from $13,654,402 and bags of all kinds, to 

Les expeditions desfabriquesde boltes et embal-
lages en carton ondulé se sont accrues a 7,289.383 
pieds carrés valant $125,586.753 contre 6,477,784 
pieds carrés valant $111,183,121 en 1958.

Materials and supplies used in the paper 
box and bag Industry were valued at $188,877,337 
in 1959, 12.2 p.c. over the preceding year's figure 
of $168,339,354. In 1959 this industry used 884,179 
tons of paper and paperboard which, valued at 
$151,882,316, formed 80.4 p.c. of the total cost 
of materials and supplies used. This compared 
with 828,900 tons valued at $139,196,793 in the 
preceding year. Paperboard used climbed to 
723,590 tons valued at $119,071,595 from 687,770 
at $108,467,865 in 1958 and the paper was up to 
150,589 tons worth $32,810,721 from 141,130 tons 
at $30,728,928. 

Among other individual materials reported, 
the most important were transparent cellulosic and 
and plastic film (8,546 tons, worth $6,125,445), 
ink (1,985 tons, $4,217,162), glue and other 
adhesives ($3,276,720), printing plates ($1,341,282). 
paraffin and other wax ($1,085,809), gummed paper 
tape ($1,064,665) and cambric tape ($736,142). 

The 228 plants classed in the paper box and 
bag industry in 1959 were distributed as follows 
by provinces: Ontario, 110: Quebec, 72; British 
Columbia, 15: Manitoba, 10; New Brunswick, 9;

Ontario accounted for 49.9 p.c. of the total ship-
ments, Quebec 32.1 p.c., British ColumbIa, 9.3 
p.c. and other provinces 8.7 p.c.
