For statistical purposes, the industry titled Petrole.am RfSn-
cries in the revised qtandard Industrial Classification covers estab-
lislasonts primarily engaged in refining crude petrolewn and in pro-
ducing font oils, lubricating oils, illuminating oils and other pe-
troie,tm products. The industry also includes establishments prima-
rily engaged In blending lubricating olin and greases which they have 
purchased. 

it should he noted that for purposes of presentation of statis-
tics in this rrporc recognitinn in being given to Petroleum Refining 
and to Manufacturers of Lubricating Oils and Creases as sub-classifi-
cations within this industry group. The former industry includes en-
tablisiments primarily engaged in refining crude petroleum while the 
latter includes establishments primarily engaged in blending iubrica.

They are available, however, 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Indus-
tries Division. In the case of an exten-
ive request involving a large number of 

industries, it may be necessary to levy 
a charge. 

3. Users interested in obtaining the value 
of production (manufacturing activity) 
can do so by adding cost of materials and 
supplies used (manufacturing activity), 
cost of fuel and electricity, and value 
added (manufacturing activity). The re-
sulting statistic is equivalent in con-
cept to "gross output" shown in Table 7 
of the 1966 report.
