1. "Explanatory Notes on selected statistical terms may be found 
at the back of this report. These notes are based on the detailed 
"Concepts and Definitions" which are available free of charge 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of Statistics 
Canada. 

2. In order to expedite the release of such basic statistics as 
materials and supplies used, and shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, the following tables have been omitted from this 
report: 

(a) Principal statistics classified by manufacturing value added, 
by total value added, and by type of organization, last 
published in she 1966 report as Tables 3. 4 and 6. 
respectively. 

(b)Principal statistics classified by shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and by total employed, last published in the 
1967 report as Tables 2 and 3, respectively. 

Certain of the above tables are available on request, however, 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division. In the 
case of an extensive request involving a large number of industries, 
it may be necesssry to levy a charge. 

3. Lists of contributing establishments mcluded in the individual 
industry reports were discontinued.beginning with the reports on the 
1968 Census of Manufactures, in the interests of both timeliness 
and economy. However, lists of establishments currently classified 
to particular industries of the Standard Industrial Classification may 
be obtained, in either machine-readable tape or computer print.out 
form, from Central Registers, Statistics Canada, Ottawa. Ontario. 

4. Users interested in obtaining the value of production (manufac-
turing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and supplies 
used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and electricity, and value 
added (manufacturing activity). The resulting statistic is equivalent 
in concept to "gross output" shown in Table 7 of the 1966 
report.

For statistical purposes, the industry titled 
Petroleom Refineries in the revised Stendard Industrial 
Classification (1910) covers estabLishments primarily 
engaged in refining crude petroleom and in producing 
fuel oils, lubricating oils, ilitesinating oils and 
other peeroletan products. The industry also includes 
establishments primarily engaged in blending Lubrica-
ting oils and greases which they have purchased. 

Cr should be noted that for purposes of presen-
tation of statistics in this report recognition is 
being given to Petrole,r Refining and to Manufacturers 
of Lubricating Oils and Creases as sub.classifications 
within this industry group. The former induatry 
includes establishments primarily engaged in refining 
crude petroleom while the latter includes establish-
ments primarily engaged in blending lubricating oils 
and greases which they have purchased. 

Value of shipments and other revenue (..nufac-
curing and non-msnufacruring) of the Petrole* 
Refineries industry emasmted to $1,888.0 millions in 
1910, compared with $1,790.8 millions in 1969, an 
Increase of $97.2 millions or shout 5.4 .. Incladed in 
this total were shipments (own, manufacturing) by the 
Petrolenia Refining industry valued at $1,758.9 millions 
and shipments (own manufacturing) by Manufacturers of 
Lubricating Oil, and Creases at $59.1 millions. Other 
revenue (non-manufacturing) accounted for $89.4 
millions. 

The coat of materials and supplies, fuel and 
electricity, etc. (inputs), used in the production of 
goods of own manufacture, increased by $67.8 millions. 
Cost of input. is 1970 represented 80.8 	of value of 
h:'ments of own manufacture (outputs), compared to 

in 1969. 

A change is the method of classifying head 
en, sale, offices and auxiliary units has resulted 

:me discontinuity, generally misor, between 1969 
- 	1970, in addition to changes in the Standard tndus- 
rrc,l Classification. It is now the practice to code 
all such units of multi-industry companies to the 
oompsnys most important individual industry where 
these would formerly have been coded only to the major 
industry group level. While this changes the content 
of the individual industries affected, head offices. 
sales offices and auniliary units have only non-manu-
facturing activity; there is, thecefore, no effect 
upon principal statistics of manufacturing activity, 
which are comparable between 1969 and 1970 where (a) the 
1970 data have been recompiled according to the earlier 
Standard Industrial Classification, or (b) where reoiaion 
of the industry classification did not change the content 
of the industry. But the new trestmest of head offices, 
sales offices and auxiliary units of multi-industry 
companies has been applied in all 1970 data whether 
complied according to the 1960 or 1970 versIon of the 
Standard Industrial Classification. (The situation in 
partially similar to that in 1960.data which incorpo-
rated the 1960 revision to the Standard Industrial 
Classification but neither the measurement of total 
activity nor the complete coverage of all head offices, 
sales offices and auxiliary unit,, first introduced in 
the 1961 Census of Manufactures.)

Value of shipments and other revenue (manufac-
turing and non-manufacturing) of the Petroleum Refining 
industry on,ounted to $1,839 millions In 1970, compared 
with $1,743 millions in 1969, an increase of $96 mil-
lions or about 5.5 . Included in this total were 
shipments of motor gasoline, kerosene, stove oii, 
diesel fuel, light and heavy Fuel oils, lubricating 
oil and grease, and other petroleum products valued at 
$1,759 millions. Other revenue (stun-manufacturing) 
accounted for $80 millions. 

The cost of materials and supplies, fuel and 
electricity, etc. (inputs), used in the production of 
goods of own manufacture increased by $68.8 millions. 
Cost of inputs In 1970 represented 81.2 7 of value 
of shipments of own manufacture (outputs), compared 
to 82.4 7. in 1969.

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or 
:Ited inclusions or exclusions which might not be self-evident. Dc-

Establishment - Smallest operating unit capable of reporting 
certain specified input and output data; usually a plant or mill. 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally, 
consumption of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-
company and intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel 
used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods 
made by reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own 
materials, net of discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes 
and duties, returnable containers, common or contract carriers' 
charges for outward transportation (hut not of own carriers' delivery 
expense). Includes repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting 
units of same fIrm, all exports, book value of own products shipped 
on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments are included 
in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and ship-
building and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments 
in tables on principal statistics. Integrated smelters work on own ore 
valued at imputed charge to mine. 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less pur. 
h.ised commodity inputs used. 

Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in 
process and finished goods, less cost of rnatenals and supplies used, 
fuel and electricity. 

(b) Value added, total activity: Consists of (I) value added, manufac-
turing activity and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activity. 
The latter is calculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs 
from non'manufacturing revenues or output; these commodity 
inputs are net of the change in inventories of goods purchased for 
resale. Non.manufactunng revenues include depreciable fixed assets 
produced by own work force for own use, revenue from product 
rentals, etc., but exclude non.operatlng revenue such as real 
property rentals, dividends, interest - 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported 
before deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise 
all man.hours paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well 
as bonuses, commissions. etc., paid to regular employees Where shown, 
production and related workers classified to non.manufactunng activity 
include separately reported loggers, employees on construction for own 
use: beginning with the 1970 Census outside pieceworkers formerly 
included for certain industries are excluded from all employment totals 
and their remuneration treated as contract work done by others. Sales 
and distribution employees include all personnel charged to selling 
expense, certain dnvers. etc. 

Head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units - Included in the 
rilividual industry of the company's largest activity. (The allocation of 
me such units to the major industry group level was discontinued 

with the 1970 data). 

Inventories - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, 
cluing goods in transit and on consignment.
