The Industry also includes establishments 
primarily engaged In bl,nding lubricating oils and 
greases which they have purchased. 

It should bt noted that for parposas of presen-
tstion of StatistIcs in this report recognition is 
being given to Petroleum Refining and to Manufacturers 
of Lubricating Oils and Greesee an .ub..classificetiono 
within this industry group. The former industry in-
cludes esiobllahnentn primarily engaged in refining 
crude petroleum while the latter includes establish-
ments primarily engaged in blendin$ lubricating otis 
and tresses which they have purchased.

EXPLANATORY NOTES 

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or selected 
inclusions or exclusions which ought not be self-evident. Detailed "Concepts 
in! Definitions" are available on request; see "Notes to Users". 

F.ssabliahment - Smallest operating unit capable of reporting certain 
ed input and output data; usually a plant or mill. 

Large Establishments 

Cost of materials and supplie.c, fuel and electricity - Generally, consump-
tion of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-company and 
intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, returnable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transportation 
(but not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and Custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic rn"tgnment shi ments 
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural ustry, aircral and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock indusOy and shipbuilding 
and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments in tables on 
principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore valued at imputed 
charge to mine. 

Value added -• Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 
(a) Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of own 

manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished 
goods, less cost of matenals and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

.doc added, total activity: Consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
ivity and (2) value added, non-manu fact uring activity. The latter is 

,ilculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-
i.inufscturing revenues or outputs; these commodity inputs are net of the 

clsange in inventories of goods purchased for resale. Non'manufacturing 
revenues include depreciable fixed aSsets produced by own work force for 
own use, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating 
revenue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported before 
deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all man-hours 
paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as bonuses, 
commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, production and 
related workers classified to non-manufacturing activity include separately 
reported loggers, ensployees on construction for own use: beginning with the 
1970 Census outside picceworkers formerly included for certain industries are 
excluded from all ensployment totals and their remuneration treated as 
contract work done by others. Sales and distribution employees include all 
personnel charged to selling expense, certain drivers, etc. 

Inventories - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, including 
goods in transit and on consignment. 

Small Establishments 

For establishments filing "short forms", beginning with 1970 data, "Cost 
of materials, supplies and services" includes all purchased services, and "total 
revenue excluding interest and dividends received" is used for both shipments 
of goods of own manufacture and gross output, total activity; value added is 
calculated using these figures and net change in total inventory, and is thus 
identical for manufacturing and total activity. Numbers of employees are 
:ipiilcd from reported salaries and wages.
