For statistical purposes, the industry titled 
Petroleum Refineries in the 1970 Standard Industrial 
Classification covers establishments primarily engaged 
in refining crude petroleum and in producing fuel oils, 
lubricating oils, illuminating oils and other petro-
leum products. The industry also includes establish-
ments primarily engaged in blending lubricating oils 
and greases wtUch they have purchased. 

It should be noted that for purposes of presen-
tation of statistics in this report recognition is 
being given to Petroleum Refining and to Manufacturers 
of Lubricating Oils and Creases as sub-classifications 
within this industry group. The former industry in-
cludes establishments primarily engaged is refining 
crude petroleum while the Latter includes establish-
mrus primarily engaged in blending lubricating oils 
.ini greases which they have purchased. 

Value of shipments and other revenue (manufac- 
log and non-manufacturing) of the Petroleum Ref in- 
i industry amounted to $5,268.5 million in 1974, 
.vred with $3,137.0 million in 1973, an increase 
151.5 million (or about 68.61). Included in this 

1 were shipments (own manufacturing) by the Petro-
inns Refining industry valued at $5,057.2 million and 
shipments (own manufacturing) by Manufacturers of Lu-
bricating Oils and Creases at $73.0 million. Other 
revenue (non-manufacturing) accounted for $158.3 mil-
lion. 

The cost of materials and supplies, fuel and 
electricity, etc. (inputs), used is the production of 
goods of own manufacture, increased by $1,638.0 million. 
Coat of inputs Is 1974 represented 85.91 of value of 
shipments of own manufacture (outputs), compared to 
84.61 in 1973. 

Note 1. Petroleum Refineries covered in the tables in 
Section 1 include the operations of two sub-
classifications of industries (a) Petroleum 
Refining (see Section 2) which includes estab-
lishments primarily engaged in refining crude 
petroleum and (b) Manufacturers of Lubricating 
Oils and Creases (see Section 3) which includes 
establishments primarily engaged in blending 
lubricating ails and greases. 

Because of the varied reporting practices used 
by several companies in this industry the 
"census value added" data are inadequate, pro-
ducing non-homogeneity is the final results.
