These notes are based on the detailed "Concepts 
and Definitions" which are available free of charge 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Divi-
sion.of Statistics Canada. 

2. Changes in Previous Censuses 
Readers interested in the effects of changes in 

concepts, coverage and methodology introduced from 
time to time to meet changing requirements are urged 
to read the "Notes to Users" in previous issues of this 
report. Of particular relevance are items 2, 3 and 4 
in the 1975 issue of this report: 

2. Deletion of establishments without employees. 
3. Effect of small-establishment reporting on fuel and 

electricity statistics. 
4. Changes in data on working owners and partners, 

and withdrawals. 

3. Change in Source of Data for Small Establishments 

Beginning with the 1970 Census, data used for 
small establishments are, with some exceptions, ob-
tained from administrative records of Revenue Canada, 
as provided for by legislation. These data are strictly 
confidential as regards particulars relating to specific 
individuals or businesses and are used only by Statistics 
Canada to produce aggregations or summary calcu-
lations. 

The definition of "small establishment" varies 
both by industry and province and is arrived at in 
consultation with provincial authorities with two basic 
criteria in mind: easing the burden of response on small 
establishments by exempting them from the Census of 
Manufactures, and minimizing the loss of commodity 
detail collected from large establishments on the 
Census of Manufactures "long" questionnaire. 

4. Value of Production 
Users interested in obtaining the value of produc-

tion (manufacturing activity) can do so by adding cost 
of materials and supplies used (manufacturing activity), 
cost of fuel and electricity, and value added (manu. 
facturing activity).

For statistical purposes the industry 
titled Manufacturers of Pharmaceuticals and 
Medicines in the 1970 Standard Industrial 
Classification covers the operations of es-
tablishrnents primarily engaged in manufac-
turing drugs and medicines. This industry 
includes manufacturers of patent and propri-
etary medicines; veterinary medicines; vitamin 
products; cod liver oil preparations and bi-
ological products, such as antitoxins, bac-
terms, serums, vaccines; as well as estab-
lishments primarily engaged in manufacturing 
antibiotics. Establishments primarily engaged 
in grinding drugs and herbs are also included. 

Value of shipments and other revenue 
(manufacturing and non-manufacturing) of the 
Manufacturers of Pharmaceuticals and Medicines 
Industry totalled $865.7 million, an Increase 
of $78.6 million over 1975. This amount in-
luded shipments of medicinal and pharmaceu-
iral products valued at $613.9 million, ship-

'nts of other products (secondary products) 
dued at $84.9 million and other revenue of 
166.9 million. Secondary products shipped 
in 1976 included toilet preparations, insec-
ilcides, cleaning compounds, etc. 

The cost of materials ard supplies, 
fuel and electricity, etc. (inputs) used in 
the production of goods of om manufacture, 
increased by $22.4 million.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES 

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or Se 
lected inclusions or exclusions which might not be self-evident. Detailed 
"('oncepts and Definitiona" are available on request; see "Notes to Users". 

I. Establishment - The smallest operating unit capable of reporting 
itain specified input and output data; usually a plant or mill. Beginning 

I i7, the Census excludes most unincorporated establishments with no paid 
iployces, causing declines in numbers of establishments in many industries. 

If an establishment submits a report which crosses municipal boundaries, its 
principal statistics are prorated to "quasi-estab lishments on the basis of 
manufacturing employtsient by location or some other meant; these are 
treated as establishments in compilations, 

2. Reporting period - Any fiscal year ending not earlier than April 1 
of the reference year or later than March 31 the following year. 

3. Coat of materials and suppllea - Generally, consumption of pur-
chased items only at laid-down cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. Includes transfers between units of the same company 
and work done on contract by others. At the manufacturing activity level, 
this item represents purchased items used in manufacturing operations. 

4. Coat of fuel and electricity - Conssmption of purchased fuel and 
electricity only, at laid-down cost including transportation and handling 
charges, duties, etc. Applies to large establishments only (see note on Small 
Establishments). Data for non-manufacturing activity included under manu-
facturing activity. 

5. Value of nhipmenta of goods of own manufacture - Net selling 
value of goods made by reporting establishment, or for its account, from Its 
own materials. Excludes discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise 
taxes and duties, returnable containers, common or contract carriers' charges 
for outward transportation (hut not own carriers' delivery expense). Includes 
repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all 
exporis, book value of own products shipped the first time on a rental basis. 
Includes consignment shipnsents to other countries, but domestic consign-
ment shipments arc included in inventory until sold. 

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 

a) Value added, manufacturing activity: value of shipments of goods of 

~

,wn manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and fin-
shed goods. less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

ii Value added, total activity: conslats of (I) value added, manufacturing 
activity and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activity. The latter is 
.ulculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-nianufac' 
luring revenue or outputs; these comnsodity inputs are net of the change 
in inventories of goods purchased for resale. Non-manu fact uring revenues 
include depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force for own use, 
revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating revenue 
such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

6. Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are shown be 
fore deductions for income tax and employee portion of employee benefits 
and include payments for regular work. overtime and paid leave as well as 
bonuses, commissions paid to regular employees, PToduction and related 
workers in manufacturing activity include those employees at the establish-
ment engaged in processing, assembling, storing, inspecting, handling, pack-
ing, maintenance, repair, janitorial and ssatchnsen services and working fore-
men. (Outside picceworkers' remuneration is included in cost of materials.) 

7, Inventories - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, in' 
eluding goods in transit and on consignment. 

8. Small establishments - For establishments below sire limits varied 
to assure adc9uate coverage of industry totals by large-estab li shment returns, 
a simp li fied short form" questionnaire is used or, if applicable a regular 
finanoal statement is accepted. This involves certain departures, beginning 
1970, from det'initions used for large establishments. "Cost of materials, 
supplies and services" includes all purchased services and fuel and electricity. 
Consequently, the value of fuel and electricity is not available for small Cs-
tablistinsents, resulting in an understatement of this itt-tn in certain indus-
tries and geographic areas. Number of employees is imputed from salaries 
and wages, with itisputation also of male and female numbers and manhours. 
All data are classified to manufacturing activity. Value added differs from 
that of large establishments in that purchased services are included with the 
cost of materials and supplies used for short forms, but excluded for large 
cstahlishments, resulting in exclusion of purchased services from value added 
for short forms but its inclusion In value added of large establishments. Totals 
for sire groups or geographical areas donmmnated by small establi shments may 
have limited comparability with totals for previous years or other geogra-
phical areas.
