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Large Establishments 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally, consump-
tion of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-company and 
intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, returnable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transportation 
(but not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic consigisment shipments 
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding 
and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments in tables on 
principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore valued at imputed 
charge to mini;. 

Value added Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 
(a) Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of own 

manufaiture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished 
goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

due added, total activity. Consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
ivity and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activity. The latter is 

.ikulatcd by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-
.inufactunng revenues or outputs; these commodity inputs are net of the 

.hange in inventones of goods purchased for resale. Non-manufacturing 
revenues include depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force for 
own use, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating 
revenue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported before 
deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all man-hours 
paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as bonuses, 
commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, production and 
related workers classified to non-manufacturing activity include separately 
reported loggers, employees on construction for own use: beginning with the 
1970 Census outside piecewerkera formerly included for certain industries are 
excluded from all employment totals and their remuneration treated as 
contract work done by others. Sales and distribution employees include all 
personnel charged to selling expense, certain drivers, etc. 

Inventories -. Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, including 
goods in transit and on consignment. 

Small Establishments 

For establishments filing "short forms", beginning with 1970 data, "cost 
of materials, supplies and services" includes all purchased services, and "total 
revenue excluding interest and dividends received" is used for both shipments 
of goods of own manufacture and gross output, total activity; value added is 
calculated using these figures and net change in total inventory, and is thus

Comprend Its transferts entre filiales et etablissements d'une sociCtC, 
Its travaux exCcutCs par d'autres aux termes d'un contrat et Ia consommation de 
carburant, par Its vChicules. 

Valeur des livraisorss de produits de propre fabrication ('onceme Its 
produits fabriquCs par l'Ctablissement enquetC, ou pour son compte, I partir de 
matiCres lui appartenant, deduction faite des rabais, des retours de marchandises, 
des remises, des taxes de ventes, des taxes et des droits daccise, des embaflages 
consignés, des frais de livraisons payCs I des transporteurs publics ou tout contrat 
(mais non des frais de livraisons de l'etablissement meme).

Salaries, traitements et salaires - Lea traltements et salaires sont pria en 
compte avant let rctenues au titre de l'impOt sur It revenu et des avantages sociaux 
des employés; ils comprenncnt let heures-hommes payCes (heures normales, 
supplémentaires et congCs payCs) ainsi que Its gratifications, commissions, etc. 
versées aux salaries. Let travailkurs tie Ia production et assimilCs classes dans 
l'activitC non rnanufactunCre comprennent Its bUcherons, Its ouvriers de Ia 
construction pour It compte de l'Ctablissement, etc., lorsqu'ils ont etC dCclarCs 
sCparCment; I partir du recensement de 1970, let ouvriers a Ia pièce tie 
l'extericur, autrrfois classes dans cerlaines industries, ne sont plus compris dans 
Ia statistique de l'ernploi et leur remuneration a etC prise en compte au titre des 
travaux tout contrat exCcutCs par des tiers. Las employes I Ia vente et I Ia 
distribution comprennent tout It personnel impute aux fraia de vente, certains 
chauffeurs, etc.

et pour Ia production brute de l'activitC totale; Ia valeur ajoutCe est calculCe I 
partir de ces chiffres et tie Ia variation nette des stocks eI est donc identique pour 
l'activitC manufacturiCre Ct pour I'activitC totale. Ic nombre tie salariCs eat 
determine a partir des rCmunCrations dCclarCes.
