In order to expedite the release of such basic statistics as 
materials and supplies used, and shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, the following tables have been omitted from this 
report: 

(a) Principal statistics classified by manufacturing value added, 
by total value added, and by type of organization, last 
published in the 1966 report as Tables 3. 4 and 6, 
respectively. 

(b) Principal statistics classified by shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and by total employed, last published in the 
1967 report as Tables 2 and 3, respectively. 

Most of the above tables are available on request. however, 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division. 
Similarly, the List of establishments classified to the industry, 
omitted from this report in the interests of both timeliness and 
economy, is available on request. In the case of an extensive 
request involving a large number of industries, it may be neces-
sary to levy a charge. 

3. Users interested in obtaining the value of production (manufac-
turing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and 
supplies used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and 
electricity, and value added (manufacturing activity). The 
resulting Statistic is equivalent in concept to "gross output" 
shown in Table 7 of the 1966 report.

Value of shipment. and other revenue 
of the Manufacturers of Toilet Preparations 
industry totalled $170.8 millions, an in-
crease of $28.8 millions over 1968. This 
amount included shints of toilet prepara-
tions valued at $122.7 millions, shipments 
of other products (secondary products) valued 
at $26.5 milliaoa and other revenue of $21.6 
millions.
