Review 

The Chemical and Chemical Products major 
group contains industries with a diverse range 
of commodities. These include industrial 
chemicals (371), agricultural chemicals (372), 
plastic and synthetic resins (373), 
pharmaceuticals and medicines (374); paints 
and varnishes (375), soaps and cleaning 
compounds (376), toilet preparations (377), and 
other products including printing inks and 
adhesives (379). A complete listing of industries 
in this major group is included on page V. 
Table 1, on page I, displays principal statistics

The key characteristic linking these industries is 
the transformation of organic and inorganic raw 
materials by a chemical process and the 
formulation of products. While the Chemical 
and Chemical Products major group is a useful 
analytical aggregation, these industries have a 
wide variety of production processes and 
respond to a variety of different factors affecting 
demand. An attempt has been made to isolate 
important differences between industries, but 
these cannot be detailed in this brief overview. 

Chemical and Chemical Products: Growing 
Industries 

The estimate of Gross Domestic Product (GDP) 
growth for Major Group 37 - Chemical and 
Chemical Products Industries is up 2.1% in 
1994.1 After three years of modest increases, 
the 1994 GDP estimate for the Chemical and 
Chemical Product Industries now exceeds the 
1990 pre-recession peak by 1.3%. In 
comparison to the 2.1% increase for Major 
Group 37, the 1994 GDP increase for all 
manufacturing was 7.0%. 

A key indicator of industrial growth is the value 
of shipments by manufacturers. The last three 
years has seen accelerating growth in shipments 
by Chemical and Chemical Products 
manufacturers; 0.9% in 1992,52% in 1993, and 
13.2% in 1994. Shipments reached $25.6 
billion in 1994. A major contributor to the 
13.2% growth in 1994 was the 6.6% increase in 
prices for Chemicals and Chemical Products. 2  
Over the last three years manufacturers have 
increased shipments in these industries by 
20.2% in nominal terms and by 12.0% in

Growth in shipments in the Chemical and 
Chemical Products industries closely track the 
growth of all manufacturing shipments. The all 
manufacturing shipments increased 13.8% in 
1994 and a compounded 25.8% in the last three 
years. Chemical and Chemical Products 
shipments have varied from a low of 7.3% of all 
manufacturing shipments to a high of 7.7% 
during the last decade. 

The Chemical and Chemical Products industries 
has traditionally been the third largest, in terms 
of shipments, of the 22 major groups that 
constitute the manufacturing sector. 3  However, 
the Chemical and Chemical Products industries 
slipped to fourth position in 1994.

The Chemical and Chemical Products industries 
is a composite of thirteen separate industries. 
Chart 2 shows the percentage distribution of 
shipments for three time periods for the largest 
industries within this major group. It can be 
seen that 3731 - Plastic and Synthetic Resins 
and 3741 - Pharmaceutical and Medicine have 
emerged in importance over the last ten years. 
The emergence of these industries has been 
sufficiently strong that 3711 - Industrial 
Inorganic Chemicals, n.e.c., 3712 - Industrial 
Organic Chemicals, n.e.c. and the aggregation 
of the remaining industries within the major 
group have all seen their share of shipments 
decrease over the same time period. Short term 
trends can diverge from long term trends. It is 
interesting to note that for 3712 shipments

The Chemical and chemical products industries 
are concentrated in Ontario, with 5 1.0% of 1994 
shipments originating in this province. Quebec 
accounts for a further 22.7% of shipments and 
Alberta a further 19.0%. The last decade has 
seen an emergence of manufacturers in Alberta 
and a decline in the percentage of shipments 
originating in Ontario. These data are displayed 
in Chart 3.

Canadian manufacturers are increasingly 
competing in an open economy. They are taking 
advantage of export opportunities while facing 
increased competition at home from products 
manufactured in other countries. Manufacturers 
in Chemicals and Chemical Products are no 
exception. The percentage of shipments directed 
to international markets has increased in nearly

Manufacturers shipments have fallen 
from 93.7% of apparent domestic market in 
1984 to 83.1% in 1994. Manufacturers' 
shipments, the apparent domestic market and 
the merchandise trade deficit are shown in Chart 
4.

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The performance and characteristics of 
individual industries are sometimes lost in 
aggregations at the major group level. Despite 
Major Group 37 having a trade deficit, SICs 
3711 - Industrial Inorganic Chemicals n.e.c. and 
3721 - Chemical Fertilizer and Fertilizer 
Materials industries are distinguished by having 
proportionately large trade surpluses. Trade 
surpluses/deficits by industry for 1994 are 
shown in Chart 5. 

Increased Competition and Increased 
Efficiency 

The combination of the recession in the early 
1990s and increasing foreign competition is 
forcing Canadian manufacturers to become 
increasingly efficient. One area where 
manufacturers can control costs is their labour 
inputs. Total employment in the Chemical and 
Chemical Products industries has fallen in each

than 11,000, from 95,400 in 1989 to 84,300 in 
1994. 

There has been more volatility in changes in 
production employment than in total 
employment. Nevertheless, the trend has been 
downward, from 52,000 employees in 1989 to 
47,200 in 1994. The wage bill in 1994 was $1.8 
billion. It appears that manufacturers attempted 
to retain their skilled labour forces during the 
recession, with wages equal to eight percent or 
more of the value of production in 1991 through 
1993. This figure dropped to 7.2% in 1994 and 
is at the lowest percentage since 1988. The 
value of production per worker remained in the 
range of $430,000 to $470,000 from 1988 to 
1993. It jumped sharply to $544,000 in 1994. 
Part of this increase is attributable to price 
increases, but the majority was attained by 
reduced manufacturing employment at the same 
time that production was increasing. 

Another measure of efficiency is the 
input/output ratio. This ratio is derived from a 
comparison of the costs of manufacturing inputs 
such as raw materials and the cost of fuel and 
electricity to the value of production. 
Generally,if costs are contained, it should 
decrease. On the other hand, increased values in 
this ratio may reflect either an increase in the 
price of inputs or price rigidity for outputs. The 
input/output ratio declined sharply from 59.8% 
in 1984 to 50.0% in 1988. However, since that 
time it has hovered in the 52% range. 

Looking Ahead 

Data from the Monthiy Survey of 
Manufacturing indicate a 11.6% growth in 
manufacturing shipments in 1995. Much of the

growth in shipments is attributable to price 
increases, with the constant dollar value of 
shipments up an estimated 2.8%. 

The trend towards increasing exports and 
imports accelerated in 1995. Exports accounted 
for 43.1% of shipments, while, for the first time, 
imports exceeded fifty percent of the apparent 
domestic market. This resulted in an estimated 
seven percent decline in the merchandise trade 
deficit for chemicals and chemical products. 

Capacity utilization for the Chemical and 
Chemical Products industries hit a trough in 
1991 at 80.7%.6  Each year since 1991 has seen 
an improvement, with capacity utilization 
reaching 89.6% in 1995. The annual rate for 
1995 is the highest in over twenty years. 
Capacity utilization in the Chemical and 
Chemical Products industries normally exceeds 
the total manufacturing capacity utilization rate. 
During the 1990s, capacity utilization in the 
Chemical and Chemical Products industries 
exceeded the utilization rate for all 
manufacturing by 4.8 percentage points. These 
results are shown in Chart 6. 

Subject to market outlooks and delays in 
corporate decision making, increasing capacity 
utilization usually leads to increasing capital 
investment. There is a consistent data series for 
capital investment for Major Group 37, starting 
in 1991. It shows a rebound in intentions for 
1996, following four years of declines in capital 
investment. Capital investment intentions for 
1996 are $1 .306 billion, compared to the 
preliminary estimate of $1.1 32 billion of capital 
investment in 1995. Industry Groups 371 - 
Industrial Chemicals, and 374 - Pharmaceuticals 
and Medicines have the largest investment 
intentions at $489 million and $329 million 
respectively. Capital investment intentions for 

La tendance a Ia croissance des exportations et des 
importations sest accélérée en 1995.

Explanatory Notes 

A. Concepts and flefiniticns 

General. Data presented in this publication 
are collected by the Annual Survey of Manu-
factures. This survey has been conducted an-
nually since 1917 and is intended to include 
essentially all manufacturing establishments 
in Canada. In addition, the survey covers 
associated head offices, sales offices and 
auxiliary units. 

The definition of the industries included in 
the manufacturing universe can be found in 
catalogue 12-501-XPE, Standard Industrial 
Classification, 1980. Commodity definitions 
conform to the standards outlined in cata-
logue 12-580-XPE, Standard Classification of 
Goods, 1988. Data for large and medium sized 
establishments are collected by means of a 
direct mail survey. Data for many small es-
tablishments are derived from tax records. 
The use of tax records represents the con-
tinuation of a policy introduced in 1976 for 
the purpose of reducing response burden. 

The following selected notes, while not 
formal definitions, will assist in clarify-
ing the contents of the items included in 
the tables. A more detailed presentation of 
concepts and definitions can be found in 
catalogue 1-528-XPB, Concepts and Defini-
tions of the Census of Manufactures. 

Establishment. 	For purposes of economic 
production the establishment is defined as 
the smallest operating entity which produces 
as honogenous a set of goods and services as 
possible and for which records exist that 
permit the calculation of census value 
added. 

Value of Shipments of Goods of Own Manufac-
ture. This represents the summation of the 
value of shipments of goods produced by the 
establishment, receipts of custom and repair 
revenue, as well as the value of goods made 
under contract. Valuations are on a net 
basis; that is, they exclude discounts, 
returns, allowances, sales and excise taxes 
and duties and transportation charges made 
by common or contract carriers. 

Inventories. This represents the book value 
of inventory owned and held in Canada, in-
cluding goods in transit or goods held on 
consignment in Canada.

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Cost of Energy, Materials and Supplies. 
These represent the cost of items used in 
the manufacturing process. They are valued 
on a laid-down cost basis, including trans-
portation, handling cost, taxes, duties etc. 
Also included are transfers from other units 
of the same company and the cost of contract 
manufacturing done by others using materials 
owned by the reporting establishment. 

Census Value Added. 	This item is a resid- 
ual, representing the difference between the 
value of goods and industrial services pro-
duced and the direct material costs associ-
ated with the production of the goods and 
services. This residual represents, in 
effect, the payment to the factors of pro-
duction. 

It should be noted that the concept of cen-
sus value added does not include a provision 
for the cost of purchased service inputs. 
Neither does it provide for a revaluation of 
inventories from book value to prices of the 
current period. As a result, census value 
added is conceptually different from the 
measurement of value added used in the Cana-
dian System of National Accounts. 

E.ployees. 	This represents the average 
number of workers employed by the reporting 
establishment during the year. The term 
production and related workers refers to the 
average number of persons actually engaged 
in the manufacturing process. The category 
of administrative, office and other non-
manufacturing employees includes employees 
at head offices, sales offices and other 
auxiliary units. 

Salaries and Wages. 	The compilation of 
wages and salaries is on a gross basis, that 
is before the deduction for employee income 
taxes and contributions to the various so-
cial insurance programmes. Employer contri-
butions are not included. The total value 
of salaries and wages includes the payment 
for regular work, overtime and paid leave, 
bonuses, commissions, severance pay etc. 
Withdrawals by working owners and partners 
of unincorporated businesses are excluded. 

B. coodity Data 

The Annual Survey of Manufactures data are 
collected by means of long and short form 
questionnaires as well as from tax records. 
Short forms and tax records are used to re-
duce response burden on small businesses. 
In 1994, less than one-half of the respond-
•nts, accounting for 93.7Z of total manufac-
turing shipments, received long forms. The 
remaining short forms and tax records, al-
though numbering more than half of the un-
iverse, represent only 6.3Z of the total 
manufacturing.

C. Data Quality 

All date, from whatever source, are subject 
to error. The Annual Survey of Manufactures 
is no exception. 

The four major components of error include 

(a) Coverage Error 

- the failure to cover the population of 
interest (including covering population 
outside the area of interest); 

(b) Response Error 

- errors introduced by the respondent as a 
result of misunderstanding or incorrect 
recording, measurement or observation. 

(C) Processing Errors 

- errors introduced in the data capture, 
edit, imputation, validation or dissemi-
nation process.

of the population to complete the manufac-
turing questionnaire. 

Coverage, response and processing errors do 
not easily lend themselves to quantifica-
tion. Mhere they are detected, they are 
corrected. There is some information avail-
able on the extent of non-response error. 
Non-response can be of two types - total 
non-response (i.e. no information is sup-
plied by the establishment) or partial non-
response ( incomplete data were received) 
Missing data were imputed using a variety of 
techniques such as the availability of data 
from the Monthly Survey of Manufacturing; 
the availability of tax data; previous 
years data and industry trends. The extent 
of this non-response is shown in Data uali-
ty Table 1 following Section D. 

Although there was some variation by Major 
Group, totally imputed records accounted for 
only 5.5Z of manufacturing shipments. 
The user is advised to compare the major 
group(s) of interest with the All Manufac-
turing total at the top of Table 1 to deter-
mine the potential impact of non-response to 
the data. The additional error introduced by 
partial non-response is covered in the com-
modity tables by the use of the percent 
estimated symbols beside the data. 

D. Esti.ation Flags 

The commodity tables include symbols to 
advise the user of the proportion of a 
cell's value that was contributed by an es-
timate rather than a reported figure. The 
presence of a high percentage estimate need 
not imply that the value is inaccurate. For 
example, missing information can be ob-
tained from other sources such as sub-annual 
surveys. These non-survey figures, auto-
matically flagged as estimates in the annual 
system, are not necessarily less accurate. 
The estimation flag is simply an extra tool 
in the analyst's armoury; it permits the 
analyst to treat certain data with more 
confidence and others with more caution.
