The Chemical and Chemical Products major 
group contains thirteen industries with a diverse 
range of commodities. These include industrial 
chemicals SIC 371, agricultural chemicals SIC 
372, plastic and synthetic resins SIC 373, 
pharmaceuticals and medicines SIC 374, paints 
and varnishes SIC 375, soaps and cleaning 
compounds SIC 376, toilet preparations SIC 
377, and other products including printing inks 
and adhesives. The key characteristics linking 
these industries is the transformation of organic 
and inorganic raw materials by a chemical 
process and the formulation of products.

The value of constant dollar shipments was the 
highest yet recorded, and was well above pre-
recession levels. A graph of current and 
constant dollar shipments for the past 10 years 
is available on chart 1.

Economic strength was evident in other major 
groups of industries in the manufacturing 
sector. In spite of the robust rate of growth, the 
Chemical and Chemical Products Industries 
ranked fifth out of the 22 major groups in the 
sector in terms of manufacturing shipments, 
down from fourth position in 1994. The 
Electrical and Electronic Products Industries 
took over fourth place,due to strong demand for 
computer and telecommunications equipment.

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All but one of the thirteen industries which 
comprise this major group reported increases in 
the value of shipments. The chemical fertilizer 
industry showed the strongest percentage 
increase, up 30.8%, followed by the mixed 
fertilizer industry with 29.1% growth. 
Shipments from the paint and varnish industry 
declined 1.8%. In terms of the value of 
shipments, Industrial Organic Chemicals (this 
group includes denatured alcohols, acids and 
petroleum additives) was the largest industry, 
while printing ink was the smallest. 

Chart number 2 shows the distribution of 
shipments of the principal industries found in 
the Chemical and Chemical Products Industries 
over a ten year period. It is interesting to note 
the divergence in some of these groups with 
Pharmaceutical and Medicines, and Plastic and 
Synthetic Resins industries increasing share, 
while the more traditional industries of Organic 
Chemicals and Inorganic Chemicals have been 
losing share.

The Chemical and Chemical Products industries 
are mainly located in Ontario, Québec and 
Alberta. Ontario had 5 1 % of total shipments 
followed by Québec at 22.7% and Alberta at 
19.0%. Shipments rose in all provinces with 
the largest gain in percentage terms found in 
New Brunswick. Alberta shipments have 
increased steadily over the last decade at the 
expense of Ontario. This increase in the 
Chemical and Chemical Products Industries in 
Alberta are as a result of increased demand for 
the products produced, and the availability of 
the base stocks needed for this Industry. Chart 
number 3 shows the provincial distribution of 
shipments comparing 1995 with 1985.

It is interesting to observe the trade 
surplus/deficit data at the Industry level. Large 
trade surpluses can be found in the Industrial 
Inorganic Chemicals and Chemical Fertilizer 
and Fertilizer Materials Industries.

Increasing foreign competition is forcing 
Canadian manufacturers to become more 
efficient. One area where manufacturers can 
control costs is their labour inputs. Total 
employment fell 1.6%, a drop of 1,400 
employees to 82,900, the sixth consecutive 
decline in employment in the Chemicals and 
Chemical Products industries. This is in spite of 
the strong growth in shipments, showing 
increased efficiency. 

La concuence étrangere accrue force les fabricants 
canadiens a devenir plus efficients. Parmi les secteurs 
oü les fabricants peuvent contrôler les coôts figure la 
main-d'oeuvre. L'effectif total adiminué de 1,6%, soit 
une baisse de 1 400 employés, a 82 900, la sixième 
diminution consecutive de l'effectif des industries 
chimiques. Etant donné la croissance soutenue des 
livraisons, cela montre que l'efficience s'est accrue. 
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There was considerable volatility in 
employment trends at the industiy level. The 
largest variations were a 4.9% increase in 
employment to 8,700 employees in the 
Industrial Inorganic Chemicals Industry, and a 
decrease of 12.8% to a level of 7,900 employees 
in the Plastic and Synthetic Resins Industry. 

The value of production per worker jumped 
significantly in the past two years. Production 
per worker moved from $540,000 in 1994 to 
$600,000 in 1995, an increase of 29% in just 
two years, a considerable improvement in 
productivity. 

THE NEXT YEAR 

Monthly Survey of Manufacturing data2  
showed a slight decrease in 1996, with sales for 
Group 37 down 0.2% and inventories down 
0.9% compared to 1995 estimates. 

The recent trend towards growing exports and 
imports continued, but at a slower rate in 1996. 
Exports accounted for 44.1% of shipments, 
while imports rose to an unprecedented 64.4% 
of shipments. This contributed to an ever 
increasing trade deficit for chemical and 
chemical products. 

Capacity Utilization for the Chemical and 
Chemical Products industries has been rising 
steadily since 1991, returning to, and in 1996 
exceeding the decade high value set in 1988. 
The annual rate for 1996 (89.6%) is the highest 
level achieved in over 20 years. Capacity 
utilization in the Chemical and Chemical 
Products industries normally exceeds the total 
manufacturing capacity utilization rate. During 

Les tendances quant a l'emploi au niveau de l'industrie 
ont été largement volatiles. Les écarts les plus 
importants enregistrés comprennent une augmentation 
de 4,9 % de l'emploi, soit 8 700 employés, dans 
l'industrie des produits chimiques inorganiques 
d'usage industriel, et une diminution de 12,8 %, soit

La valeur de la production par travailleur a augmenté 
de facon significative au cours des deux dernières 
années. La production par travailleur est passé de 
540 000 $ en 1994 a 600 000 $ en 1995, une 
augmentation de 29 % en seulement deux ans, ce qui 
represente une amelioration considerable de la 
productivité. 

L'ANNEE PROCHAINE 

Les données de 1'Enqu6te mensuelle sur les industries 
manufacturi6res2  révèlent un diminution en 1996, les 
ventes du groupe 37 ayant diminué de 0,2 % et les 
stocks étant en baisse de 0,9 % par rapport aux 
estimations de 1995. 

La tendance récente vers une augmentation des 
exportations et des importations s'est poursuivie, a un 
rythme toutefois plus faible qu'en 1996. Les 
exportations ont représenté 44,1 % des livraisons, 
tandis que les importations ont atteint un niveau sans 
précédent, soit 64,4 % des livraisons. Cela a contribué 
a faire augmenter le deficit commercial pour les 
industries chimiques. 

L'utiuisation de la capacité pour les industries 
chimiques a augmenté de façon constante depuis 1991, 
pour atteindre pins dépasser, en 1996, le sommet pour 
la décennie de 1988 g . Le taux annuel pour 1996 
(89,6 %) est le plus élevé en 20 ans. Le taux 
d'utilisation de la capacite des industries chimiques 
dépasse normaiement celui de l'ensemble des 
industries manufacturières.

Explanatory Notes 

A. Concepts and Definitions 

General. Data presented in this publication are 
collected by the Annual Survey of 
Manufactures. This survey has been conducted 
annually since 1917 and is intended to include 
essentially all manufacturing establishments in 
Canada. In addition, the survey covers 
associated head offices, sales offices and 
auxiliaiy units. 

The definition of the industries included in the 
manufacturing universe can be found in 
catalogue 12-501-XPE, Standard Industrial 
Classification, 1980. Commodity definitions 
conform to the standards outlined in catalogue 
1 2-580-XPE, Standard Classification of 
Goods, 1988. Data for large and medium sized 
establishments are collected by means of a 
direct mail survey. Data for many small 
establishments are derived from tax records. 
The use of tax records represents the 
continuation of a policy introduced in 1976 for 
the purpose of reducing response burden. 

The following selected notes, while not formal 
definitions, will assist in clarifying the contents 
of the items included in the tables. A more 
detailed presentation of concepts and defmitions 
can be found in catalogue 31-528-XPB, 
Concepts and Definitions of the Census of 
Manufactures. 

Establishment. For purpose of economic 
production the establishment is defined as the 
smallest operating entity which produces as

A. Concepts et défmitions 

Généralltés. Les données présentées dans cette 
publication ont été obtenues grace a l'enquête annuelle 
des manufactures, qui est menée annuellement depuis 
1917 et qui vise essentiellement tous les établissements 
manufacturiers au Canada.

La definition des industries faisant partie de l'univers 
manufacturier se retrouve dans la Classification type 
des industries de 1980, publication 12-501-XPF au 
catalogue. Les défmitions des produits sont conformes 
aux normes enoncees dans Ia publication 12-580-XPF, 
Classification type des biens, 1988. Les données 
pour les établissements de grande taille et de taille 
moyenne sont recueillies par la voie d'une enquete 
postale directe. Les données pour de nombreux petits 
établissements sont tirées cle documents fiscaux.

Les notes qui suivent n'étant pas des definitions 
officielles permettront toutefois de clarifier les 
rubriques des tableaux.

Value of Shipments of Goods of Own 
Manufacture. This represents the summation 
of the value of shipments of goods produced by 
the establishment, receipts of custom and repair 
revenue, as well as the value of goods made 
under contract. Valuations are on a net basis; 
that is, they exclude discounts, returns, 
allowances, sales and excise taxes and duties 
and transportation charges made by common or 
contract carriers. 

Inventories. This represents the book value of 
inventory owned and held in Canada, including 
goods in transit or goods held on consignment 
in Canada. 

Cost of Energy, Materials and Supplies. 
These represent the cost of items used in the 
manufacturing process. They are valued on a 
laid-down cost basis, including transportation, 
handling cost, taxes, duties etc. Also included 
are transfers from other units of the same 
company and the cost of contract manufacturing 
done by others using materials owned by the 
reporting establishment. 

Census Value Added. This item is a residual, 
representing the difference between the value of 
goods and industrial services produced and the 
direct material costs associated with the 
production of the goods and services. This 
residual represents, in effect, the payment to the 
factors of production. 

It should be noted that the concept of census 
value added does not include a provision for the 
cost of purchased service inputs. Neither does 
it provide for a revaluation of inventories from 
book value to prices of the current period. As a

Employees. This represents the average 
number of workers employed by the reporting 
establishment during the year. The term 
production and related workers refers to the 
average number of persons actually engaged in 
the manufacturing process. The categoiy of 
administrative, office and other non-
manufacturing employees includes employees at 
head offices, sales offices and other auxiliary 
units. 

Salaries and Wages. The compilation of 
wages and salaries is on gross basis, that is 
before the deduction for employee income taxes 
and contributions to the various social insurance 
programmes. Employer conthbutions are not 
included. The total value of salaries and wages 
includes the payment for regular work, overtime 
and paid leave, bonuses, commissions, 
severance pay etc. Withdrawals by working 
owners and partners of unincorporated 
businesses are excluded. 

B. Commodity Data

The Annual Survey of Manufactures data are 
collected by means of long and short form 
questionnaires as well as from tax records. 
Short forms and tax records are used to reduce 
response burden on small businesses. In 1995, 
less than one-half of the respondents, 
accountings for 93.9% of total manufacturing 
shipments, received long forms. The remaining 
short forms and tax records, although 
numbering more than half of the universe, 
represent only 6.1% of the total manufacturing. 
Together the three sources of information 
ensure complete coverage for principal 
statistics. However, only the long form

C. Data Quality 

All data, from whatever source, are subject to 
error. The Annual Survey of Manufactures in no 
exception. 

The four major components of error include 

(a) Coverage Error 

- the failure to cover the population of interest 
(including covering population outside the 
area of interest); 

C. Qualité des données

- the complete or partial failure of units of the 
population to complete the manufacturing 
questionnaire. 

Coverage, response and processing errors do not 
easily lend themselves to quantification. Where 
they are detected, they are corrected. There is 
some information available on the extent of non-
response error. Non-response can be of two types 
- total non-response (i.e. no information is 
supplied by the establishment) or partial non-
response (incomplete data were received). 
Missing data were imputed using a variety of 
techniques such as the availability of data from 
the Monthly Survey of Manufacturing; the 
availability of tax data; previous year's data and 
industry trends. The extent of this non-response 
is shown in Data Quality Table 1 following 
Section D. 

Athough there was some variation by Major 
Group, totally imputed records accounted for only 
4.6% of manufacturing shipments. The user is 
advised to compare the major group(s) of interest

D. Estimation Flags 

The commodity tables include symbols to advise 
the user of the proportion of a cell's value that 
was contributed by an estimate rather than a 
reported figure. The presence of a high 
percentage estimate need not imply that the value 
is inaccurate. For example, missing information 
can be obtained from other sources such as sub-
annual surveys. These non-survey figures, 
automatically flagged as estimates in the annual 
system, are not necessarily less accurate. The 
estimation flag is simply an extra tool in the 
analyst's arrnoury; it permits the analyst to treat 
certain data with more confidence and others with 
more caution.
