I. "Explanatory Notes' on selected statistical terms may be found 
at the back of this report. These notes are based on the detailed 
"Concepts and Definitions" which are available free of charge 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division of Statistics 
Canada. 

2. In order to expedite the release of such basic statistics as 
materials and supplies used, and shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, the following tables have been omitted from this 
report: 

(a) Principal statistics classified by manufacturing value added, 
by total value added, and by type of organization. last 
published in the 1966 report as Tables 3. 4 and 6. 
respectively. 

(b) Principal statistics classified by shipments of goods of own 
manufacture and by total employed, last published in the 
1967 report as Tables 2 and 3. respectively. 

Certain of the above tables are available on request. however, 
from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries Division. In the 
case of an extensive request involving a large number of industries, 
it may he necesssry to levy a charge. 

3. Lists of contributing establishments included in the individual 
industry reports were discontinued, beginning with the reports on the 
1968 Census of Manufactures, in the interests of both timeliness 
and economy. However, lists of establishments currently classified 
to particular industries of the Standard Industrial Classification may 
be obtained, in either machine-readable tape or computer print-out 
form, from Central Registers, Statistics Canada, Ottawa, Ontario. 

4. Users interested in obtaining the value of production (rnanufac-
turing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and supplies 
used (manufacturing activity), cost of fuel and electricity, and value 
added (manufacturing activity). The resulting statistic is equivalent 
in concept to "gross output" shown in Table 7 of the 1966 
report.

The toy industry has expanded its market in recent years by 
introducing new products, e.g. games, model kits and hobby itema, which 
appeal to teenagers and adults. 

Two faciors which tend to make this industry more variable than 
many others are the ssaaonslity of sale, and rapid product obsolescence 
for many products. 

The Toy. and Games Nenufacturers is comprised of 70 eateblisiments and 
has expanded in the last 45 yearn from manufacturers sales of $500,000 
in 1925 to more than $73 millions in 1970.

Establishment - Smallest operating unit capable of reporting 
certain specified input and output data: usually a plant or mill. 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally. 
consumption of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-
company and intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel 
used by vehicles, 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods 
made by reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own 
matenals. net  of discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes 
and duties, returnable containers, common or contract carriers' 
charges for outward transportation (hut not of own carriers' delivery 
expense). Includes repair and custom revenue, transfers to reporting 
units of same firm, all exports, book value of own products shipped 
on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment slsipments are included 
in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers. railroad rolling stock industry and ship-
building and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments 
in tables on principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore 
valued at imputed charge to mine. 

Value added Net output as measured by gross output less pur. 
ommodity inputs used. 

.iliie added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in 
process and finished goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, 
fuel and electricity.
