As part of a continuing effort to reduce the response burden on 
smaller escabllshnents, the "short form" or abbreviated questionnaire 
which is mailed to snail estabiislnsents was redesigned beginning with 
the 1970 Census of Manufactures. Two major changes were the replac. 
menc of the previous request for the coat of materials and supplies 
used by the expense itom, "inateriala, supplies, services, etc.", and 
the omission of the request for number of employees. The latter Cr. 
now Imputed by the bureau from salaries and wages reported on the 
"short form", Inclusion of services in reported expenses has the 
effect of reducing value added in snail establisiments. As the con-
cept of materials, supplies, services, etc.. includes fuel and 
electricity, it is no lunger necessary for the bureau to estimate 
this for "short forms" for use in calculating value added the 
industry's cost of fuel and electricity used, is, however, reduced. 

The respondent's value of shipments in the previous year is 
used as a general guideline for determining which respondents shouid 
receive the "short form", with data needs for adequate ,neanur.nsnt of 
industry uggregates being taken into account in aelectisg this 
"threshold" for an industry. As todity detail is not requested 
on the "short form", there is in some cases an effect on the 
comparability of statistics of particular codities with those pub-
lished for 1969 and earlier years. 

Since no detal ied information is collected on manufacturing 
materials and supplies used by this industry, Table 6 presents these 
data with a mininnim of breakdown. The shipments of goods of own 
manufacture by the industry, given in Table 7  have been abridged in 
presentation. This has been done in order that the shipment. of 
sporting goods coodities by all indutriee night be shown in as 
such deteil as possible In table H.

SECTION 2 

1972 

Definition of the Industry: 

In terms of the 1970 Standard Industrial Classification, this 
industry is defined as comprising those establishments primarily en-
gaged in manufacturing toys of all kinds such as tricycles, doll,, 
wagons, sleighs and games. 

Review of 1972: 

The industry recorded a smelt increase in the value of shipments 
of 5.8% an opposed to 1971. For an industry which is sensitive to 
such fattors as con.,er acceptance, product obsolescence, the nmsber 
of children in the 0- 14 age group (which has assomed a slight down-
wards curve) and the general health of the economy, toys and games 
manufacturers experienced a very good year indeed. 

A declining birthrate and an increase in leisure time are two 
factor, which have influenced manufactures to meve into games and 
hobbies aimed at teenagers and adults. This consoner preference for 
games and puzzles is apparent from Table 7  where this category of toys 
registered a $7,4 million increase In 1972. In addition to providing 
new market scope, adult consumers may tend to provide an element of 
stability to an industry characterized by widely fluctuating seasonal 
sales peaks. 

Considering the incernatisnal trade picture. importn captured 
about 347. of the apparent Canadian market of $110.9 million.

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or selected

ttabIishment - Smallest operating unit capable of reporting certain 
TIci input and output data, usually a plant or mill. 

Large Establishments 

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity - Generally, consump-
tion of purchased items only, at laid-down cost Includes inter-company and 
intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fuel used by vehicles. 

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods made by 
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of 
discounts, returns, allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, returnable 
containers, common or contract carriers' charges for outward transportation 
(but not of own carriers' delivery expense). Includes repair and custom 
revenue, transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, book value of 
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments 
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry, aircraft and 
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding 
and repair. value of production is shown in place of shipments in tables on 
principal statistics. Integrated smelters' work on own ore valued at imputed 
chaige to mine. 

Value added -- Net output as measured by gross output less purchased 
commodity inputs used and contract work by others. 
a) Value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of own 

manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished 
roods. less cost of matenals said supplies used, fuel and electricity. 

iij Value added, total activity: Consists of (I) value added, manufacturing 
ictivity and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activity. The latter is 
calculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-
manufacturing revenues or outputs; these commodity inputs are net of the 
change in inventories of goods purchased for resale. Non-manufacturing 
revenues include depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force for 
own use, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating 
revenue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest. 

Employees, salaries and wages - Salaries and wages are reported before 
deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all man-hours 
paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as bonuses, 
commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, production and 
related workers classified to non-manufacturing activity include separately 
reported loggers, employees on Construction for own use: beginning with the 
1970 Census outside pieceworkers formerly included for certain industries are 
excluded from all employment totals and their remuneration treated as 
contract work done by others. Sales and distribution employees include all 
personnel charged to selling expense, certain drivers, etc. 

Inventories - Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, including 
goods in transit and on consignment. 

Small Establishments 

For establishments filing "short forms", beginning with 1970 data, 'cost 
of materials, supplies and services" includes all purchased services, and "total 
revenue excluding interest and dividends received" is used for both shipments 
of goods of own manufacture and gross output, total activity; value added is 
calculated using these figures and net change in total inventory, and is thus 
identical for manufacturing and total activity. Numbers of employees are 
injiTcd from reported salaries and wages. 

lead offices, sales offices and auxiliary units - Included in the individual 
of the company's largest activity. (The allocation of some such units 

to the major industry group level was discontinued with the 1970 data).
