This industry comprises the following two sub-
industries:

(a) Sporting Geods Manufacturers
(b) Toys and Games Manufacturers

There is some overlap in terms of the commodities
made by the establishments classified to these two
industries. The Industrial Commodity Classification
includes most of the products of the combined indus-
tries in one major group entitled "Recreation Equipment,
Toys, Gsmes, Sporting and Athletic Goods, n.e.s.” and
having six sub-groups as follows:

A. Playground and amusement park cquipment (excluding
coin operated equipment and commercial amusement
rides)

#. Sporting equipment {(except uniforms and footwear)

£. Flahing and hunting equipment {except firearms and
ammunition)

#. Games (except amusement park and playground games)

E. Toys
¥. Children's vehicles

For the purposes of classifying establishments,
A, B and C are regarded as comprising the commedities
of the Sporting Goods Industry; whereas these of the
Taya and Games Industry sre found in D, E and F.

Vslue of shipments and other revenue (manufactur-
ing and non-manufacturing) of the Sporting Goods and
Toy Industries amounted to $293.3 wmillions in 1973,
compsred to $251.8 millions in 1972, an increase of
$41.5 millions, or about 16.5Z. Included in this total
are shipments of products of own manufacture valued at
$237.1 millions and other revenue amounting to $56.2
millions.

The cost of materials snd supplies, fuel and
electricity, etc. (inputs) used in the production
of goods increased by $15.6 millions, or about 14.9%.

Since no detailed information is collected on
manufsceuring materfals and supplies used by this in-
dustry, Tables 6 (Sec. 1 and Sec. 2) presents these
data with a minimum of breakdown. The shipments of
goods of own manufacture, given in Tables 7 (Sec. 1
and Sec., 2) hava heen abridged in presentstion. This
has been done to show the shipments vf sporting goods
and toys by all industries in as much detail as poasi-
ble in Tsbles 8 (Sec. 1 and Sec. 2).

mr other sports.

Value of shipmenta and other revenue (msnufac-
vuring and non-manufacturing) of the Sporting Goods
Manufacturers sub-industry amounted to $166.0 millions
in 1973, compared to $145.4 millions in 1972, an in-
crease of $20.6 willions, or about 14.2%. Included
in this total are shipments of baseball, golf, hockey
and gymnasium equipment and other products of own
manufacture valued at $139.2 millions. Other revenue
{non-manufacturing) amounts to $26.8 millions.

The cost of materiala and aupplies, fuel and
electricity, etc. (inputs) used in the production of
goods of own manufaccure increased by $8.4 milliouns,
or about 14.3%.

Value of shipments and other revenue (manufge-~
turing and non-manufacturing) of the Toys and Cames
anufacturers sub-fndustry amounted to $127.3 millions
in 1973, compared to $106.4 millions in 1972, an in-
crease of $20.9 millicns, or about 19.7%Z. Included in
this total are shipments of dolls, toys, puzzles and
games, childrens vehicies and other products of own
manufacture valued at $97.9 millions.

EXPLANATORY NOTES

The following abbreviated notes deal only with salient points or selected

Establishment - Smallest operating unit capahle of reporting certiin
specified input and output data, usually a plant or mill.

Large Establishments

Cost of materials and supplies, fuel and electricity — Generally, consump-
tion of purchased items only, at laid-down cost. Includes inter-company and
intracompany transfers, contract work by others, fue! used by vehicles.

Value of shipments of goods of own manufacture - Goods made by
reporting establishment, or for its account, from its own materials, net of
discounts, returns. allowances, sales tax, excise taxes and duties, retumnable
containers, common or contract carriers’ charges for outward transportation
(but not of own carriers’ delivery expense). Includes repair and custom
revenue. transfers to reporting units of same firm, all exports, book value of
own products shipped on rental basis. Unsold domestic consignment shipments
are included in inventory. In fabricated structural metal industry. aircraft and
aircraft parts manufacturers, railroad rolling stock industry and shipbuilding
and repair, value of production is shown in place of shipments in tables on
principal statistics. Integrated smelters’ work on own ore valued at imputed
charge to minc.

Value added - Net output as measured by gross output less purchased
commodity inputs used and contract work by others.
(1) value added, manufacturing activity: Value of shipments of goods of own
manufacture plus net change in inventory of goods in process and finished
. goods, less cost of materials and supplies used, fuel and electricity.

(b) Value added, total activity: Consists of (1) value added. manufacturing
activity and (2) value added, non-manufacturing activity, The latter is
calculated by subtracting relevant commodity inputs from non-
manufacturing revenues or outputs; these commodity inputs are net of the
change in inventories of goods purchased for resale. Non-manufacturing
revenues include depreciable fixed assets produced by own work force for
own use, revenue from product rentals, etc., but exclude non-operating
revenue such as real property rentals, dividends, interest.

Employees, salaries and wages — Salaries and wages are reported before
deductions for income tax and employee benefits and comprise all man-hours
paid (for regular work, overtime and paid leave) as well as bonuses,
commissions, etc., paid to regular employees. Where shown, production and
related workers classified to non-manufacturing activity include separately
reported loggers, employees on construction for own use: beginning with the
1970 Census outside piecewcrkers formerly included for certain industries are
excluded from all employment totals and their remuneration treated as
contract work done by others. Sales and distribution employees include all
personnel charged to selling expense, certain drivers, etc.

Inventories — Book value of owned inventory held in Canada, including
goods in transit and on consignment.

Small Establishments

For establishments filing “'short forms”. beginning with 1970 data, “cost
of matenals, supplies and services’ includes all purchased services. and “total
revenue excluding interest and dividends received™ is used for both shipments
of poods of own manufacture and gross output, total activity: vaiue added is
zulated using these figures and net change in total inventory, and is thus

dertical for manufacturing and total activity. Numbers of employees are
. irpuited from reported salaries and wages.

Head offices, sales offices and auxiliary units - Included in the individual
industry of the company’s largest activity. (The allocation of some such units
to the major industry group level was discontinued with the 1970 data).

Cout des matiéres et fournitures, du combustible et de I"électricité - De
maniére générale, concerne uniquement la consommation de produits achetés. au
prix franco. Comprend les transferts entre filiales et établissements d’une société,
les travaux exécutés par d'autres aux termes d'un contrat et la consommation de
carburant, par les véhicutes.

Valeur des livraisons de produits de propre fabrication - Concerne les
produits fabriqués par I'établissement enquété, ou pour son compte, a partir de
matiéres lui appartenant, déduction faite des rabais. des retours de marchandises,
des remises, des taxes de ventes, des taxes et des droits d'accise, des emballages
consignés, des frais de livraisons payés a des transporteurs publics ou sous contrat
(mais non des frais de livraisons de I'établissement méme). Comprend les recettes
de réparations et de contrats, les transferts  d’autres unités enquétées de la méme
firme, les exportations, la valeur comptable des produits donnés en location par
I'établissement.
