I. Explanatory Notes 

"Esplailatory 	o1cs" on selected statistical terms may he 
fowid on the inside back cover of this publication, these notes are 
based on the detailed "Concepts and DefInitions" which are avail-
able free of charge from the Manufacturing and Primary Industries 
Division of Statistics Canada. 

2. Deletion of Establishments without Employees 

With relatively few exceptions, establishments which in 
previous censuses did not report payment of salaries and wages 
(and, bv inference, had no employment) were not surveyed in the 
1975 Census of Manufactures. Although this involved deleting a 
total of some 1,400 establishuients, they accounted for only 0.03% 
of the shipments of all manufacturing industries in 1974. Except 
for the number of establishments, the effect of this change on 
historical comparability of census data for most industries is either 
non-existent or only marginal. For industries in which there is an 
appreciable effect, however, details are provided in the introductory 
text of the relevant 1975 reports in this series. 

3. Effect of Small Establishment Reporting on Fuel and Electricity 
Statistics 

Users should note that information on the cost of fuel and 

electricity is not collected separately for small establishments but is 
included in "cost of materials and supplies", beginning with 1970. 
Although this does not affect the calculation of 'value added", it 
does understate the value of fuel and electricity, especialiy in those 
industries and provinces where small establishments account for a 
significant proportion of the total. This may affect the statistics in 
Table I. the lower employment size groups in Table 2, and Table 4, 
which applies to large establishments only. 

4. Changes in Data on Working Owners and Partners, and With-
drawals 

Questions on the number of working owners and partners 
were dropped from the short forum (for snsall establishments) in 
1970. A study of past data showed that, for each establishment 
reporting withdrawals, it would be sufficiently accurate to impute 
one working owner for each establishment classified as an "individ-
ual ownership" and two working owners or partners for each 
establishment classified as a "partnership". (By definition, working 
owners and partners do not exist in the other types of business 
organization). Due to difficulties in collecting consistent, reliable 
information on withdrawals, this question was deleted from both 
the long and short forms in 1975 (the data themselves were last 
published for 1973). Beginning with 1975, the imputation of 
numbers of working owners and partners for short-form respondents 
has been made solely on the basis of type of organization. This 
change results in an apparent increase in the number of working 
owners and partners as, in the past, not every establishment classified 
as an individual ownership or a partnership reported withdrawals 
every year. Numbers of working owners and partners for long-form 
respondents (sent to large establishments) have been taken as 

reported for all years. 

5. Value of Production 

Users interested in obtaining the value of production (manu-
facturing activity) can do so by adding cost of materials and 
supplies used ma nit f;icturinm act vii V ) cost of fuel and electricity

Introduction 

This industry comprises the following 
two sub-industries: 

1. Sporting Goods Manufacturers; 
2. Toys and Games Manufacturers. 

There is some overlap in ternis of the 
commodities made by the establishments clas-
sified to these two industries. The indus-
trial Commodity Classification includes most 
of the products of the combined industries in 
one major group entitled "Recreation Equip-
ment, Toys, Games, Sporting and Athletic 
Goods, n.e.s." and having six sub-groups as 
follows: 

(a) Playground and amusement park equip-
ment (excluding coin operated equip-
ment and commercial amusement rides); 

b) sporting equipment (except uniforms and 
footwear); 

(c) fishing and hunting equipment (except 
firearms and ammunition); 

(d) games (except amusement park and play-
ground games); 

(e) toys; 
(f) children's vehicles. 

For the purposes of classifying estab-
lishments, (a), (b) and (c) are regarded as 
comprising the commodities of the Sporting 
Goods Industry; whereas these of the Toys and 
Games Industry are found in (d), (e) and (f). 

Since no detailed information is col-
lected on manufacturing materials and supplies 
used by this industry, Table S (Sections 1 and 
2) presents these data with a minimum of 
breakdown. The shipments of goods of own 
manufacture, given in Table 6 (Sections 1 and 
2) have been abridged in presentation. This 
has been done to show the shipments of sport-
ing goods and toys by all industries in as 
much detail as possible in Table 7 (Sections 
1 and 2).

Dans la Classi-
fication des produits industriels in plupart des 
produits des industries sont réunis en un groupe 
appelé "Materiel de divertisseinent, jouets, jeux, 
articles de sport et d'athiétisme, n.c.a." et Se 
compose des six sous-groupes que void: 

a) Materiel de terrains de Jeux et de parcs 
d'attractions (sauf A usage commercial); 

b) articles de sport (sauf les uniformes et les 
chaussures); 

c) materiel de pêche et de chasse (sauf les armes 
h feu et les munitions); 

d) jeux (sauf ceux des parcs d'attractions et des 
terrains de jeux); 

e) jouets; 
f) voitures d'enfants. 

Pour les fins de la classification des eta-
blissements, a), b) et c) foment l'industrie des 
articles de sport tandis que l'industrie des jouets 
et des jeux comprend d), e) et f). 

Vu qu'on ne recueiile pas de renseignements 
détaillds sur les matihres et fournitures utilisées 
dans la fabrication par cette industrie, le 
tableau 5 (sections 1 et 2) ne présentent qu'une 
brhve ventilation des ces données. Les livraisons 
de produits de propre fabrication sont présentées 
sous forine abrégée au tableau 6 (sections 1 et 2). 
Cela permet de consigner au tableau 7 (sections 1 
et 2) les livraisons d'articles de sport et de 
jouets de toutes les industries de façon aussi 
ddtaillée que possible.

In terms of the 1970 Standard Industri-
al Classification, this industry is defined as 
comprising those establishments primarily 
engaged in manufacturing sporting and athlet-
ic goods, such as bicycles, fishing tackle, 
golf and tennis equipment; baseball, football 
and boxing equipment, skates and equipment 
for other sports. 

The value of total shipments and other 
revenue (manufacturing and non-manufacturing) 
amounted to $227.0 million in 1975 compared 
to $220.4 million in 1974, an increase of 
$6.4 million or 3.0%. The adjusted value of 
shipments of goods of own manufacture in-
creased by $9.9 million or 5.4% rising to 
$190.2 million in 1975 from $180.3 million in 
1974. Other revenue (non-manufacturing) 
rcunted to $36.8 million in 1975, a decrease 

3.2 million or 8.0% as compared to $40.0 
n in the previous year. 

The value of raw materials used in ma- 
tiring in 1975 was $82.3 million, an in-

crease of $5.6 million or about 7.3%, as com-
pared to $76.7 million in 1974. 

The number of employees engaged in man-
ufacturing operations declined by 3.6% 
dropping to 5,620 in 1975 from 5,827 in 1974 
while their wages increased by 2.2% rising 
to $40.9 million in 1975. 

Selected ratios in manufacturing oper-
ations are as follows:

$3.2 millions (8.0 %) par rapport aux $40.0 mil-
lions enregistrés au cours de l'année précédente. 

La valeur des matières premieres utilisëes 
dans la fabrication en 1975 s'est élev€e a $82.3 
millions, une progression de $5.6 millions ou en-
viron 7.3 % par rapport A $76.7 millions en 1974.

1975 contre 5,827 en 1974 tandis que leurs salaires 
progressaient de 2.2 % pour atteindre $40.9 mil-
lions en 1975.

In terms of the 1970 Standard Industrial 
Classification this sub-industry is defined 
as comprising those establishments primarily 
engaged in manufacturing toys of all kinds 
such as tricycles, dolls, wagons, sleighs and 
games. 

The total value of shipments and other 
revenue (manufacturing and non-manufacturing) 
in 1975 was $154.3 million as compared to 
$151.1 million in 1974, an increase of $3.1 
million or 2.1%. The adjusted value of ship-
ments of goods of own manufacture (83.6% of 
total shipments and revenue in 1975) rose to 
$129.0 million in 1975, an increase of $3.7 
million or 2.9% as compared to the 1974 value 
of $125.3 million. Other revenue (non-manu-
facturing) declined by 2.3% to a value of 
$25.2 million in 1975 as compared to $25.8 
million in 1974. 

The value of raw materials used in manu-
licturing operations increased by 1.7% to 
$94.3 million in 1975 from $53.4 million in 
1974.
