1. Explanatory Notes 

"Explanatory Notes" on selected statistical terms 
may be found on the inside back cover. Detailed ex-
planations of these and other data items are con-
tained in the occasional publication, concepts and 
Definitions of the Census of Manufactures, Catalogue 
31-528, which may be ordered from the Publications

2. Increase in Effective Coverage 

Establishment counts for 1978 show substantial 
increases over 1977 figures for many industries, re-
flecting more complete coverage. There are also in-
creases in the numbers of working owners and partners 
for some industries. The larger number of establish-
ments covered this year results from a special project 
to identify establishments which had been unintention-
ally omitted in years prior to 1977. In practice most of 
the establishments birthed for 1978 as a result of this 
project proved to he small relative to known manu-
facturing establishments. Consequently, for most in-
dustries, these additional births have had little effect 
on principal statistics other than establishment counts. 
For further details of the effects on this industry, 
please see the industry analysis text of this publication. 

3. Small Establishment Data 

Please refer to Item 8 of the "Explanatory Notes" 
on the inside back cover for effects on the data of 
special definitions used for small establishments, such 
as the inclusion of the cost of fuel and electricity for 
small establishments in the statistic on the cost of 
materials and supplies used. These differences are the 
result of efforts to reduce the response burden on 
small establishments by simplifying the data collected 
for such units. Such efforts include an abbreviated 
questionnaire introduced in the 1970 Census and de-
signed to match as closely as possible the financial 
records of such units, followed by the use of data from 
administrative records instead of questionnaires for 
most smafl establishments, beginning with the 1976 
Census.

En fait, Ia plupart des 
creations recensées en 1978 a Ia suite de ce projet se sont 
révélées étre des entreprises trop petites par rapport a Ia 
taille des manufactures connues. Par consequent, dans la 
plupart des cas, ces creations supplémentaires n'ont eu 
qu'un effet negligeable sur les statistiques principales, mis 
a part les chiffres des établissements.

Introduction 

This industry comprises the following 
two sub-industries: 

1. Sporting Goods Manufacturers; 
2. Toys and Games Manufacturers. 

There is some overlap in terms of the 
commodities made by the establishments clas-
sified to these two industries. The Indus-
trial Commodity Classification includes most 
of the products of the combined industries 
in one major group entitled "Recreation 
Equipment, Toys, Games, Sporting and Athletic 
Goods, n.e.s.' and having six sub-groups as 
follows: 

(a) Playground and amusement park equip-
ment (excluding coin operated equip-
ment and commercial amusement rides); 

(b) sporting equipment (except uniforms and 
footwear); 

(c) fishing and hunting equipment (except 
firearms and ammunition); 

(d) games (except amusement park and play-
ground games); 

(e) toys; 
(f) children's vehicles. 

For the purposes of classifying estab-
lishments, (a), (b) and (c) are regarded as 
comprising the commodities of the Sporting 
Goods Industry; whereas those of the Toys and 
Games Industry are found in (d), (e) and (f). 

Since no detailed information is col-
lected on manufacturing materials and sup-
plies used by this industry, Table S (Sec-
tions 1 and 2) presents these data with a 
minimum of breakdown.

Conceptual Changes - S.I.C. 393 

Some establishments report purchases 
of material instead of materials used. Sta-
tistics Canada adjusts these purchases by 
the change in raw materials inventories to a 
value of materials used. Prior to 1978, this 
was done on an estimated basis at the indi-
vidual commodity level; it is now done only 
at the establishment level. An industry 
level adjustment factor is shown in a foot-
note of Table 5 to this report.

Some establishments report production 
rather than shipments of goods of own manu-
facture. Prior to 1978, such production 
figures were included without adjustment in 
the industry's value of shipments of goods 
of own manufacture. To preserve the rela-
tionship between shipments, production and 
value added, these respondents' finished 
goods inventories were omitted from Table 3 
for the years 1975-1977, thus marginally 
understating inventories. Beginning with 
1978, Statistics Canada adjusts such produc-
tion reports to a shipments basis by the net 
change in these inventories. This adjustment 
is not made to reported production of mdi-
vidual commodities but is done only at the 
establishment level. A footnote to Table 6 
of this report shows an industry-level ad-
justment factor to reconcile production to 
shipments. Accordingly, Table 3 for 1978 
includes all inventories reported.

In terms of the 1970 Standard Indus-
trial Classification, this industry is de-
fined as comprising those establishments pri-
manly engaged in manufacturing sporting and 
athletic goods, such as bicycles, fishing 
tackle, golf and tennis equipment; baseball, 
football and boxing equipment, skates and 
equipment for other sports. 

Review of 1978 

The value of shipments of goods of own 
manufacture increased 12.5% in 1978, to a 
level of $242.5 million. Employees engaged 
in manufacturing operations increased from 
4,970 in 1977 to 5,060 in 1978. Productiv-
ity, as measured by production per employee, 
increased by 16.5%. 

Efforts on the part of Statistics 
Canada to achieve more complete coverage of 
the manufacturing universe resulted in the 
entrance into the industry of 24 existing 
manufacturing operations which had previously 
not been surveyed. Principal statistics for 
these 24 firms are presented below:

Analysts should note that of the 13 
establishments added to the universe in 1978, 
10 were added due to improved coverage. (See 
Notes to Users).
