Highlights 
Second Quarter 1995 

Construction Union Wage Rates and Indexes 
(Table 2) 

In the second quarter of 1995, the Canada Totai Construction 
Union Wage Rate Index (basic and supplements) increased by 
less than 0.1% from the previous quarter, virtually unchanged, 
and increased by only 0.7% from a year earlier. Most regions 
recorded no change from the previous quarter except for slight 
increases of 0.1% registered in the Atlantic and Prairie regions 
between the first and second quarters of 1995. 

New Housing Price Indexes (Table 5) 

Contractors selling prices for newly built homes decreased on 
average 0.5% at the Canada total level in the second quarter 
of 1995. This downward movement was the result of offsetting 
quarterty changes in the city level price indexes across the 
country. The Prairie region (+ 0.4%), Quebec region (+ 0.2%) 
and Atlantic region (+0.1%) all exhibited quarterly price index 
increases which were more than offset by decreases in Ontario 
(-0.4%) and British Columbia (-1.6%). 

The quarterly increase in the Prairie region was due mainly to 
increases of 1.5% in Regina, 1.20% in Saskatoon and 0.4% in 
Winnipeg and Calgary, while the index for Edmonton registered 
an increase of 0.2%. The quarterly increase in the Quebec 
region was due to increases of 0.1% in Montreal and 0.2% in 
Quebec City. 

With the exception of Kitchener-Waterloo which showed no 
change, all other city indexes in the Ontario region showed 
price decreases. The largest decrease was recorded for 
London (-1.6%) followed by Hamilton (-1.3%) and Ottawa 
(-0.8%). The index for the British Columbia region registered a 
quarterly decrease as prices in both Vancouver (-1.5%) and 
Victoria (-2.2%) dropped between the first and second quarters 
of 1995. 

Apartment Building Construction Price Indexes 
(Table 6) 

The seven city composite price index for Apartment Building 
Construction rose to 123.1, an increase of 0.6% from the first 
quarter of 1995 and 3.1% from the second quarter of 1994. 
Vancouver registered the highest quarterly change at 0.7% 
over the first quarter of 1995, followed closely by Ottawa at 
0.6%. Halifax, Calgary and Edmonton had increases of 0.5%, 
with Toronto and Montreal up only 0.4% and 0.3% 
respectively. 

Non-residential BuildIng Construction Price 
Indexes (Table 7) 

Reflecting a generally weak construction market, the 
non-residential building construction price index for the second 
quarter 1995 moved up only slightly to 128.2, an increase of 
0.3% over the first quarter of 1995 and a 3.1% increase over 
the second quarter of 1994. Vancouver registered the highest 
quarterly change at 0.5% over the first quarter of 1995, 
followed closely by Halifax, Ottawa and Edmonton, all with 
0.4% increases. Montreal and Toronto were slightly behind 
with increases of 0.3%. 

Faits Saillants

Taux et indices des salaires syndlcaux de Ia 
construction (tableau 2) 

Au dei.ciième thmestre de 1995, l'indice total des salaires syndicaLc 
(taux de base et supplements) do Ia construction pour le Canada n'a 
pour ainsi dire pas bougé, avançant de moms de 0,1% par rapport an 
trimesire precedent, et il se situalt a seulement 0,7% plus haut qu'un an 
plus tot. L'indice n'a change dana aucune des regions par rapport an 
thmestre precedent, saul pour une légere augmentation do 0,1% dans 
les regions de I'Atlanlique et des Prairies enire le premier et le 
deuxiéme thmestre de 1995. 

IndIces des prix des logements neuts (tableau 5) 

Au deuxième lrimestre de 1995, los prix de vente des entrepreneurs de 
maisons neuves ont baissé en moyenrie de 0,5% au nrveau de l'indice 
d'ensemble du Canada Ce mouvement a Ia baisse est le resultat des 
changements thmestiiels compensatoires an niveau des indices de prix 
des villes dana tout le pays. Los regions des Prairies (+ 0,4%), du 
Québec (+0,2%) et de I'Atlanbque (+0,1%) ont toutes affiché des 
augmentations Irimesthelles do l'indice des prix, qui ont été largement 
compensées par des diminutions en Ontario (-0,4%) et en 
Colombie-Britannique (-1,6%). 

Laugmentation trimesthelle dans Ia region des Prairies vient surtout des 
hausses do 1,5% a Regina, de 1,2% a Saskatoon, do 0,4% a 
Winnipeg et a Calgary, et do 0,2% a Edmonton.

trimesthel le plus haut a 0,7% depuis le premier trirnestre de 1995, 
suivie do prés par Ottawa a 0,6%. Halifax, Calgary at Edmonton ant 
augmenté do 0,5% alors que Toronto et Montréal cot enregistré des 
hausses de 0,4% at 0,3% respectivemont 

Indices des prix de Ia construction de bãtiments non 
résidentiels (tableau 7) 

Reflétant un marché do construction genéralement faible, l'indice des 
pnx do La construction do bâliments non résidentiels a augmente 
légerement pour atteindre 10 niveau 128,2 au deuxiéme trimestre, une 
augmentation de 0,3% de depuis le premier trimeslre at de 3,1% par 
rapport a Ia méme pénode il y a un an plus tOt. Depuis le premier 
trimestre de 1995, Vancouver a enregistré Ie changement trimestriel 10 
plus haul a 0,5%. Los villes de Halifax, Ottawa et Edmonton ont tous 
augmente do 0,4% abcs que Montréal et Toronto ont enregistré des 
hausses de 0,3%.

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Indices des prix a Ia construction dans les services 
d'électricité (tableau 12) 

Solon las estimations prélimiriaires pour Ia premier semestre de 1995, 
toutes categories majeures de Ia construction dens los services 
d'èlectricité ont continue Ia tendance a des hausses légeres depuis 
1993. Durant cette période, los changements an niveau total ant vane 
entre 1.1% pour las centrales thermiques et 5,1% pour las lignes de 
transport. Néanmoins, dans quatre des cing modèles (sauf las réseaux 
de distribution) le taux do change a décéléré entre 1995 (provisoires) at 
1994 (révisés). Ce ralenlissement a suM des années do reduction an 
niveau des dépenses en immobilisations fades par l'industrie des 
services d'électhcité pour las machines at les matériaux neufs et pour Ia 
construction depuis le somrnet d'inveslissement on 1991 de 10,5$ 
milliards de dollars. 

Parmi los indices des modèles de construction, las composantes qui ant 
le plus conthbué a Ia progression des prix étaient aussi perceptibles en 
1995 qu'en 1994 (par example, las conducteurs do fils at cable, les 
poteaux de bois, las produits d'acier vanes, les provisions de béton 
mis-en-place, las transformateurs, at nombreux produits d'équipement 
mécaniques et électziques). Las manufacturiers de ces produits ont réagi 
aux proc élevés pour las entrées de maténaux de cuivre, d'aluminiuni, de 
for at d'acier. 

Pour une deuxième année, les mouvernerits des indices pour los coOts 
do Ia main-d'oeuvre do Ia construction rémunérée a l'heure a continue 
de ralentir. En 1995, las mouvements ant vane entre 0,2% at 0,6% en 
comparaison do Ia variation entre 0,2% et 1,3% do 1994. Los 
composantes des coCits do Ia main-d'oeuvre pour las eniployés salaries 
(qui représentent las employés salaries de l'ingénierie at do 
l'administration) ont affiché des gains legeres do 1,4% en 1995 
compare a 1,0% en 1994. 

IndIces des prix des machines at du materiel 
(tableau 16) 

L'indice des prix des machines et du matérial a affiché une baisse de 
0,5% par rapport au premier thmestre do l'année courante, rnas une 
hausse do 3.9% par rapport au deuxième tnmestre do 1994. La 
composante domestique a augmenté do 0,6%, tandis quo Ia 
composante importOe a diminué do 1,5%. Parrni los branches 
d'activités, cellos qui ant le plus contnibué a Ia baisse tnimestnielle ant 
été, dens l'ordre diminuant do leur impact relatit I'industnie 
manufactunère (-0,7%); Ia transport, los communications, l'entroposage 
at los services publics (-0,6%); cello des services socroculturels, 
commerciaux at personnels (-0,9%); at l'industrie des mines, cameras 
et puits de pétrole (-1,1%). Néanmo.ns leur effet a eté amoindn par 
une hausse dans I'agncutture (+0,6%). Enfin, on peut constater 
qu'entre la deuxième thmestre do 1994 at celui do 1995. ce sont 
t'industrie manufactunère (+ 3,7%), Ia transport, communications, 
l'entreposage et los services publics (+ 2,5%) ansi quo las services 
socioculturels, commarciaux et personnels (+ 3,5%) qui ant contribué le 
plus a l'accroissement annual do i'indice d'ensemble. 

Electric Utility Construction Price Indexes (Table 
12) 

Based on preliminary 1995 estimates for the first half of the 
year, all major categories of electric utility plant construction 
continued the trend since 1993 of moderate upward 
movements. The changes at the total level for this period 
ranged from 1.1% for the Steam Electric Generating Station to 
5.1% for the Transmission Line model. However in four of the 
five models (all except Distribution Systems), the rate of 
construction cost change has decelerated in 1995 (preliminary) 
compared with 1994 (revised). This slow down follows several 
years of continuously declining electric utility industry capital 
expenditures on new machinery and equipment and plant 
construction from the 1991 inveslrnent peak of $10.5 billion. 

Within the various plant models, escalating prices for several 
construction materials and machinery and equipment items 
were just as noticeable in 1995 as in 1994 (such as wire and 
cable conductors, wood poles, various steel products, 
concrete-in-place supplies, transformers and a number of 
mechanical and electrical equipment products). These were the 
largest contributors to the upward movements of the model 
indexes for this period. Manufacturers of these products faced 
increased input costs for copper, aluminum, iron and steel 
materials. 

The index series representing changes for hourly-rated 
construction installation labour continued for the second year to 
record decelerating rates of increase. Movements in 1995 were 
in the range of 0.2% to 0.6% compared with 0.2% to 1.3% in 
1994. Salaried labour components within the models 
representing engineering and administration workers reflected 
slightly higher increases at 1.4% compared with 1.0% in 1994. 

Machinery and Equipment Price Indexes 
(Table 16) 

The machinery and equipment pnce index was down 0.5% 
from the first quarter of 1995, but up 3.9% from the second 
quarter of 1994. The domestic component increased by 0.6%, 
whereas the import component fell by 1.5%. Among the 
industry divisions, the largest contributors to the net quarterly 
price decrease were, in decreasing order of their relative 
impact manufacturing (47%); transportation, communications, 
storage and utilities (-0.6%); community, business and personal 
services (-0.9%); and mines, quarries and od wells (-1.1%). 
Nevertheless, their effect was reduced by an increase in 
agriculture (+ 0.6%). Finally, comparing the second quarters of 
1994 and 1995, the manufacturing (+ 3.7%), transportation, 
communications, storage and utilities (+ 2.5%) and community, 
business and personal services (+ 3.5%) industry divisions 
were the largest contributors to the annual price increase.

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Introduction

Introduction 
This report contains measures of price change for three major 
categories: (1) elements of construction costs. (2) outputs of 
construction industries, and (3) capital expenditures. 

Elements of construction costs include pnce indexes for the 
industries that produce most of the construction materials in 
Canada, unionized building tradesmen, and interest rates. 

Measures of price change for the outputs of construction 
industries cover single family houses (Table 5.1), apartment 
construction (Table 6.1), and selected non-residential buddings 
(Table 7.1). 

Price changes for capital expenditures are classified, as in the 
System of National Accounts, into construction, and machinery 
and equipment and when combined with overhead costs, into 
plant price indexes. implicit price indexes derived from the 
national accounts are reproduced with price index elements 
most closely associated with them. Measures applying to total 
capitalized cost for certain categories of investment are shown 
in Tables 12.1 and 14.1 for electric utilities and tele-
communications. 

Uses 

These measures are useful in analysing price change in 
Construction and fixed capital formation, for contract escalation 
and for estimates of reproduction cost, either for recosting 
budgets or for revaluing fixed assets. The technical notes 
preceding each table describe the concepts and practices used 
in price index preparation. Where supplementary information is 
required, personnel from the Prices Division or the regional 
offices may be contacted. Phone numbers are provided in the 
technical notes. 

Users may find helpful the reference documents cited within, 
along with information brochures which describe index use in 
contract escalation and current cost accounting. These are 
available on request

Unless otherwise stated, statistics contained in this publication 
are available from the time reference period to the present All 
figures printed here are also accessible on CANSIM, Statistics 
Canada's machine readable data base and retrieval system. 
Availability of data on CANSIM is announced in the Statistics 
Canada Daily (Catalogue 11-001E). Monthly and quarterly 
data are released 5-6 weeks and 6-8 weeks following the end 
of the reference period, respectively. In the interim, index 
numbers may be obtained from the regional offices, directly 
from the Prices Division, or from CANSIM. CANSIM Matrix 
and data bank access code numbers are provided in each 
table of this publication. 

Indexes Available Through Cost Recovery 

In order to provide continuity to users of terminated indexes, 
the Construction Building Materials Pnce Index, Residential and 
Non-residential, 1981 =100, and, Construction Machinery and 
Equipment (Imported), 1968= 100 are available on a cost 
recovery basis. 

For those terminated series where continuity could not be 
assured, a proxy series has been created as a possible 
alternative, e.g. Chemical and Mineral Process Plant Price 
Index.

Revisions 

Price indexes are aggregations of representative price 
movements combined as weighted averages. Revisions to 
published weights are usually restricted to major renovations of 
statistical series. Such changes are described in technical 
notes available with the first release of a new or revised series 
of indexes. Exceptions to this practice are stated in the 
technical notes. 

Revisions to prices are, on the other hand, a regular part of 
index production. Generally, monthly indexes are subject to 
revisions for six months and quarterly indexes for two quarters. 
Some indexes are subject to different, usually more restnctive, 
revision procedures and these procedures are described in the 
technical notes. The symbol "r only appears when revisions 
have been made outside the limits normally applying for that 
table.

Weights, which determine the relative importance of 
establishments and commodities within an index were, 
generally, derived from the 1981 Input/Output Tables. 

The weights used for the 1981 based indexes were 
adjusted by the price change between the two 
reference periods of 1981 and 1986.

Generally, indexes are subject to revisions for six months.

Introduction 

These series measure changes over time in the current 
collective agreement rates for 16 trades engaged in building 
construction in 22 metropolitan areas. Union wage rates by 
trade are also published for 22 metropolitan areas for both the 
basic rates and rates including selected supplementary 
payments. Indexes are provided (Table 2.2) for those cities 
where a majority of trades are covered by current collective 
agreements. 

Characteristics 

General: 

Two rates are indexed: basic rates, indicating the 
straight time hourty compensation; and basic rates 
including supplements, such as vacation pay, statutory 
holiday pay and employers' contribution to pension 
plans, health and welfare plans, industry promotion and 
training funds. 

Prices Used: 

Wage rates used for these indexes are derived mainly 
from those published in the Construction Collective 
Agreement Survey Service provided by the Canadian 
Construction Association. 

Adjustments to Prices: 

None. Rates used are those published in the collective 
agreements. 

Weight Base: 

The weights used for the 1981 based indexes were 
adjusted by the price change between the two 
reference periods of 1981 and 1986. As before, a 
fixed-basked Laspeyres index formula is used for the 
1986 based indexes. 

Index Formula 

Price indexes are base-.weighted. 

Revisions 

Generally, wage rates and indexes are subject to revisions for 
two years. Collective agreement rates are no longer available 
for the majority of trades for cities in Saskatchewan. For the 
1986 = 100 series, these cities were linked in for the 
aggregation by carrying forward the last wage rates. To 
provide users with some indication of wage rate movement in 
these provinces supplementary information is published 
separately in Table 2.3. The characteristics of these series are 
described below.

In certain areas union agreements do not cover enough of the 
building construction work force to provide data for the 
publication of city indexes. Where such information is lacking 
statistics derived from the "Survey of Employment Payroll and 
Hours" are shown. These figures are obtained from monthly 
data on all employees paid by the hour, union and non-union, 
reported by a sample of employers These average hourly 
earnings differ from the union contract rates for journeymen 
used in Tables 2.1 and 2.2 in several ways, notably the 
inclusion of part-time workers, mixtures of skills, vanations in 
the amount of work, unpaid absence and bonuses etc. As a 
time series the data is affected by fluctuations ansing from the 
rotating sample methodology, structural changes in the industry 
and shifts in mix between high and low paid employees as well 
as varying ratios of trades. 

Data are given for two classes of construction (General 
Contractors and Special Trades) and a combination of the two 
at the provincial level. The latter statistic has been converted 
into a seasonally adjusted index while the former is reproduced 
as dollars and cents per hour (excluding overtime but including 
cash supplements). Average hourly earnings are subject to 
revision. Indexes of average hourly earnings, seasonally 
adjusted, are subject to retroactive revision of tour years due to 
the seasonal adjustment process.

Prime business loans: The rate of interest charged to 
the most creditworthy large business borrowers by the 
chartered banks. The rate shown is of the last 
Wednesday of the month; when there are differences in 
the rate charged by indMdual banks, the most typical 
rate or rates are taken. 

Bond yield averages: Relate to the last Wednesday of 
the month. The long terni averages cover bonds with a 
remaining terni to maturity of 15 years or more. 
(currently based on 50 provincials). (ScotiaMcLeod).

Exchange rate. Value of foreign currencies in Canadian 
funds at noon quotation on the 15th of each month, or 
the next following business day. 

Source 

The rates on which the first three indexes are based are taken 
from Table Fl of the Bank of Canada Review. A more 
complete description of the characteristics of these data may 
be found in the footnotes to that table. 

The data for the exchange rate indexes are extracted from the 
daily sheets issued by the Bank of Canada This exchange rate 
is the same as that used for other index tables in this 
publication where it was necessary to adjust price quotation or 
index numbers to a Canadian Valuation. 

Historical Data 

The historical data for all series are available from CANSIM 
through the matrix number referenced. 

Indexes for the NHA mortgage rates are available for the 
period January 1954 to June 1981. They were based on a 
rate series compiled by CMHC as the average of rates 
charged by approved lenders. As of that date, CMHC no 
longer considered them to be an appropriate indicator and 
discontinued this method. The average bond yield rate used 
since July 1981 results from a different selection of bonds than 
that used previously. This newer series of yields has been 
calculated since November 1977. The resulting index series 
has been linked with the one previously published as of July 
1981.

Introduction 

This index measures changes over time in the contractors' 
selling prices of new residentiaJ houses, where detailed 
specifications remain the same between two consecutive 
periods. 

For most census metropolitan areas, new house price indexes 
are available from 1976, although figures from 1969 are 
recorded for selected areas. The 1986=100 series surveys 20 
metropolitan areas to establish monthly indexes relating to the 
contractors' "total selling pnce". The survey also collects 
contractors' estimates of the current cost of the land. These 
estimates are independently indexed to provide the published 
series for land. The residual (selling price less land), which 
mainly relates to the current cost of the structure is also 
independently indexed and is presented as the house series. 
The lots are usually serviced by buikiers except in Montreal 
and Quebec City where they are occasionally serviced by 
municipal governments and therefore the servicing costs do not 
enter into the contractors' selling price. 

Characteristics 

General: 

Prices collected for this index relate to the 15th of the 
month or the nearest business date. Subsequently, the 
selling prices are adjusted for any changes in quality of 
the structure and the serviced lot. This index does not 
measure shelter costs and price changes for existing 
houses are excluded from these price surveys. 

Commencing in January 1991, the New Housing Price 
Indexes (NHPI) reflect the termination of the Federal 
Sales Tax (FST) with the introduction of the Goods and 
Services Tax (GST). Since this index is based on 
contractor's selling prices for new homes, the GST paid 
by the final purchasers is excluded from index 
calculations. 

For analytical purposes, however, NHPI's reflecting the 
net GST paid and the FST rebates permitted under the 
GST legislation are calculated. These indexes are not 
pubtished in this catalogue, nor on CANSIM, but are 
available upon request 

Prices Used: 

Contractor's mid-month selling prices are collected 
directly in 20 metropolitan areas through a combination 
of quarterty visits and telephone contacts in other 
months. 

Adjustments to Prices: 

House prices reported by sample builders are adjusted 
for changes in quality of both the structures and the 
serviced lots including intangible variations of location to 
ensure similarity of specifications. 

In cases where the pnces reported by sample builders 
include the net GST payable and/or the FST rebate 
allowable, they are adjusted to reflect prices which are 
equrvalent to contractors selling prices excluding GST.

A Chain-Laspeyres index formula is used, the weights for 
which are derived from housing completions for the previous 
three years valued at prices for the 1986 base year.

Weights were derived from a detailed cost analysis of 
the model apartment building (a seven story, reinforced 
concrete structure with 53 units) constructed in 1981 
and expressed in 1986 price levels. 

Index Formula 

A fixed weighted formula is used at the city level. A 
Chain-Laspeyres index formula is used for the seven city 
composite levels, for which the weights are derived from 
building permit data for the previous three years, valued at the 
price levels of the fourth quarter of the last year. 

Revisions 

The figures of the most recently published indexes are subject 
to revision but all other figures are final.

Prices for certain materials, labour rates, 
rental of equipment, municipal charges and sales taxes 
are obtained from a variety of secondary sources, 
particularly for the mechanical and electrical trades. 

Weight Base: 

Weights are derived from detailed cost analysis of each 
structure wherein quantities or values for each model 
were expressed in 1986 pnce levels. The models used 
were derived from the specifications of structures built 
in the late 1970's or early 1980's. 

Index Formula 

A fixed weighted formula is used at the model level. A 
Chain-Laspeyres index formula is used for aggregations at 
the city and seven city composite levels, for which the 
weights are derived from budding permit data for the 
previous three years valued at the price levels of the fourth 
quarter of the last year.

The figures of the most recently published indexes are Subject 
to revision but all other figures are final.

Introduction 

Selected Implicit Price Indexes are reprinted from National 
Income and Expenditures Accounts (Catalogue 13-001). 
They are derived from the compilation of the National 
Accounts, and represent the movement of the ratio of 
investment in residential and non-residential construction 
measured in current dollars to investment measured in constant 
dollars. Constant dollar estimates are usually made by deflating 
current dollars by appropriate measures of price movement at 
as line a level of detail as possible and adding up the results. 
The relationship between the implicit movements and an 
aggregate of appropriate price movements should be close, 
being affected mainly by shifts in the relative importance of the 
detailed components. Output price indexes, which are sensitive 
to changes in demand levels and productivity (hence profits), 
are the preferred deflator but for both residential and for 
non-residential construction up to 1971 input indexes were the 
major determinants of deflated values. Beginning in 1971 
output prices have been used for residential and most 
components of non-residential construction. 

Characteristics 

General: 

Residential investment includes singles, doubles, row 
and apartment construction, major alterations and 
improvements, cottages, mobile homes, supplementary 
costs and commissions from the sale of real estate. 
Non-residential investment includes all engineering 
construction as well as non-residential buildings. 

Prices Used: 

While input indexes make no allowance for productivity 
change or variations in profits, partial adjustments were 
made to reflect these in the deflation process. To 
residential data from 1949 to 1971 and for 
non-residential data from 1949 a productivity 
adjustment of 2.9% per annum was applied to wage 
rate measures Separate measures of overhead costs 
were also incorporated. Beginning in 1971, provincial 
deflators for residential construction have been 
constructed based on the New Housing Price Indexes. 
For the period 1971 to 1976, price trends were 
developed for areas where New Housing Price Indexes 
were not available using related indicators, such as 
building permit values and costs per square foot 
reflected through the houses financed under the 
National Housing Act Beginning in 1976, New Housing 
Price Indexes for 22 cities were used to create 
provincial deflators 1 . Fixed weights have been used to 
combine city New Housing Price Indexes, based on the 
number of housing starts in 1971 for the period 1971 to 
1976 and 1976 starts for the period of 1976 to 1981 
and 1981 building completion value for 1981 and 
thereafter. 

1 One deflator has been created for the four Atlantic 
provinces.

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Non-residential capital expenditures are and have been 
deflated by a large number of indexes, many of which 
are incorporated directly in the deflation process as are 
the indexes for non-residential buildings (Table 7.1) and 
the plant price indexes (Tables 12,1 and 14.1). Where 
specifically appropriate price indexes are not available, 
special purpose deflators are prepared, as occurs for 
railway capital expenditures.

Introduction 

These indexes on a 1986 = 100 base measure price changes 
for work in place of a fixed program of highway construction. 
As output pnces, the indexes include the cost of materials, 
labour, use of fuel and equipment, taxes, job overhead and 
profit. Also included are estimates of price change for materials 
such as pipe and asphalt which the provincial departments 
(except in Newfoundland and Ontario) provide to the road 
contractors. 

These indexes which were previously published on a 
1981=100 base have been rebased to 1986=100 
retrospectively to 1981. 

Characteristics 

Genera]: 

All data refer to an Apnl-March fiscal year. As this is 
basically a census type of survey (almost all the 
contracts awarded are covered by the survey) the 
sampling errors common to many surveys are 
non-existent. 

Prices Used: 

Prices used for these indexes are bid prices for 
specified items of work on contracts let by provincial 
governments for new highway construction. Also 
included are provincial purchase prices for selected 
materials provided to the contractors. Excluded are 
prices for municipal road work and repsir and 
maintenance work. 

Adjustments to Prices: 

Bid prices are edited to eliminate extreme values. 

Weight Base: 

The fixed weights for individual components (grading, 
granular base course, paving etc.) were derived from 
costs incurred on different elements of work by all 
provinces in the period 1980 to 1982, valued in 1981 
prices. 

The Canada index is a weighted average of all province 
indexes (excluding Prince Edward Island). For the 
1986 = 100 based indexes, provincial weights are 
adjusted annually by 3 year moving averages of total 
highway construction expenditures of adjacent years 
valued in 1986 prices. Prior to 1964 the Canada index 
was a composite of seven provincial indexes; Quebec 
was added in 1964 and Alberta in 1971. 
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Index Formula 

A Chain-Laspeyres index forniva is used to calculate Canada 
total indexes by major groups: grading, granular base course 
paving, total contract work, total supplies and total contract 
work plus total supplies. The 1971 based indexes used a 
fixed-weighted index formula, i.e., province weights were fixed 
from year to year. 

Revisions 

The figures of the most recently published indexes are subject 
to revision but all other figures are final. 

Historical Data 

Composite annual indexes from 1956 to 1985 by province and 
for Canada for Grading, Granular Base Course and Paving are 
available in 62-007 and on CANSIM. Also available since 
1971 are indexes for all contract work and for materials which 
were supplied free by most provincial departments of highways 
to the contractors. Historical Senes on a 1971 =100 base are 
available on CANSIM Matrix 120. 

Indexes on a 1981 base are available from 1981 to 1988, by 
province and mor component, on CANSIM Matrix 115. 

The 1986 rebased indexes are available from 1981 onward by 
province and major component on CANSIM Matrix 2039.

introduction 

These indexes measure price change for construction of five 
separate models of electric utility plant Each model was 
developed after extensive consultation with major Canadian 
electric utilities and the Canadian Electrical Association. Each 
model portrays an average mix of materials, labour and 
equipment developed from a variety of projects in a specific 
base period. This modelling technique provides the framework 
for the development of simulated plant indexes for construction 
work and machinery and equipment.

Direct costs associated with the construction work and

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14. Canadian Telecommunications Plant Price Index 
(CTPPI): Technical Note 
(Matrix 2021: 1986 = 100 annual, 1976 to present) 

Introduction 

These indexes measure price change through time for annual 
capital expenditures of the Canadian telecommunications 
industry. The movement of the index reflects purchase price 
changes between consecutive years for a matched sample of 
goods. Each participating telecommunications company (or 
carrier), following a set of guidelines, constructs annual price 
indexes appropriate to their gross additions to capital stock. 
The national totals published by Statistics Canada are 
aggregates of these carrier indexes. 

The carrier indexes are based on current reproduction cost, 
that is, the cost of acquiring assets in a given period identical 
to those placed in service during a comparison period, based 
on given period costs of materials, wages and other inputs. 
When there are advances in technology, reproduction cost is 
not generally equal to replacement cost, that is, the cost of 
replacing an asset purchased in the comparison period with an 
asset of equivalent quality, where assets of equivalent quality 
are defined as those which each deliver the same increment in 
productive capacity. 

National price indexes are suitable for use in deflation of 
annual gross additions to telecommunications capital to 
determine constant dollar values, sometimes called real values, 
of capital expenditures, which are required for productivity 
studies and other types of economic analysis. They are also 
suitable for restatement of historic costs using updated prices 
(e.g. insurance contracts, sales and purchases, depreciation of 
assets, construction budgets). 

National price indexes are not suitable for deflation of capital 
stock values, since prices and expenditure weights are based 
on gross additions.

Introduction 

These indexes measure price change for annual gross 
additions to capital for machinery and equipment by industry of 
purchase. Price indexes are calculated for industries, major 
groups of industries, and the total for all industries, and are 
also calculated for commodities. Further series for imported and 
domestic goods are available on CANSIM. 

The industry and commodity designations used are those of 
the Input-Output Tables of the system of National Accounts. 
Industry total indexes are presented in Table 16.1. The 
commodity classffication can be dMded into two broad 
categories: those general-type goods, such as office furnishings 
and transport vehicles, which have some representation in 
virtually all industries (see Table 16.2), and those goods which 
are closely identified with one or two particular industries and 
are usually assigned to the group SpeciaIized Machinery 
(see Table 16.3). 

The machinery and equipment pnce index (MEPI) series by 
industry are marked with one of the tour indicators A, B, C or 
D indicating a decreasing level of reliability. These ratings may 
be revised from one year to the next. The ratings are based on 
two factors: 

whether or not detailed expenditure weights for purchasers 
are used to obtain the industry composite index, 

the extent to which component price indexes are derived 
from price surveys, as opposed to the use of prodes. 

Note should also be made of the relationship between the 
indexes published herein and the machinery and equipment 
components of the plant indexes published in Tables 12.1 and 
14.1 of this catalogue. To the extent possible, the machinery 
and equipment components of the latter series have been 
incorporated in the MEPIs. However, the expenditure weights 
of the two sets of series are different The MEPIs are more 
aggregative series, which should be considered as 
supplements to the more detailed plant price indexes.

Derivation of Weights 

The expenditure weights for the 43 industries and 79 
commodities represent outlays for the years 1979 to 
1983 at 1986 prices. They were derived from 
Input-Output data, which were themselves derived 
largely from the series of capita] expenditure values by 
industry reported in the annual survey "Pnvate and 
Public Investment in Canada" conducted by the 
Investment and Capita] Stock Division. 

In general, below the commodity level of detail, equal 
weights were assigned to component indexes. For some 
industries, expenditure weights were used, namely, 
construction, forestry, electric utilities and 
telecommunications. 

From 1971 to 1985, the MEPI series are based on 
1971 expenditure weights. From 1982 to 1985, the 
relative proportions of domestic and imported machinery 
and equipment purchases by industry were based on 
1978 expenditures. The old 1971 = 100 MEPI series 
are linked to the new 1986= 100 MEPI senes at the 
year 1986.

From 1986 forward, the MEPI series are fixed-weighted price 
indexes of the general type described in the introduction to this 
catalogue, with a 1986 time base and a 1979-83 basket (i.e., 
1979-83 quantities).
