PREFACE 

Construction price statistics comprise 
price indexes of inputs into construction, 
contractors selling prices and special pur-
pose aggregations of price indexes for con-
struction and machinery and equipment 
relating to specified categories of capital 
expenditures. These statistics are presented 
in two publications: Construction Price 
Statistics, Monthly Bulletin (62-007), and 
Construction Price Statistics, Quarterly Re-
p, (62-008). 

The Monthly Bulletin contains detailed 
sjdential and non-residential construction 

HIput price indexes, and a summary of the ma- 
r indexes presented in the Quarterly Report. 

Lristruction price statistics will normally 
c released in th Monthly Bulletin about 

Lile end of each month. The Quarterly Report 
will present full detaIls of all available 
price indexes and will be released early in 
the third month of each quarter. 

Articles relating to new or revised 
construction price statistics will be pre-
sented in removable centre sections. For 
the convenience of subscribers, articles will 
be releised in both the Monthly Bulletin and 
the Quarterly Report.

Revisions to published weights are restricted to 
major renovations of statistical series and are a 
part of weight and time base changes. Such changes 
are described in technical descriptions published 
at the time of first release of a new or revised 
series of indexes. 

Price Indexes: 

Monthly indexes: 
Revisions affect mainly the most recent 12 months. 

Quarterly indexes: 
Revisions affect mainly the most recent eight 
quarters. 

Semi-annual or annual indexes: 
Revisions affect mainly the most recent two years. 
Occasionally there will be revisions to earlier 
years.
