Construction price statistics comprise 
price indexes of inputs into construction, 
contractors selling prices and special pur-
pose aggregations of price indexes for con-
struction and machinery and equipment 
relating to specified categories of capital 
expenditures. These statistics are presented 
in two publications: Construction Price 
Statistics, Monthly Bulletin (62-007), and 
Construction Price Statistics, Quarterly Re- 

(62-008). 

The Monthly Bulletin contains detailed 
residential and non-residential construction 
input price indexes, and a suiiary of the ma-
j or indexes presented in the Quarterly Report. 
Construction price statistics will normally 
be released in th Monthly Bulletin about 
the end of each month. The Quarterly Report 
will present full details of all available 
i'rice indexes and will be released early in 
the third month of each quarter.
