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Construction price statistics comprise 
price indexes of inputs into construction, 
contractors selling prices and special pur-
pose aggregations of price indexes for con-
struction and machinery and equipment 
relating to specified categories of capital 
expenditures. These statistics are presented 
in two publications: Construction Price 
Statistics, Monthly Bulletin (62-007), and 
Construction Price Statistics, Quarterly Re-
port, (62-008). 

The Monthly Bulletin contains detailed 
rsjdential and non-residential construction 
uput price indexes, and a summary of the ma-

jor thdexes presented in the Quarterly Report. 
Construction price statistics will normally 
be released in the Monthly Bulletin about 
the end of each month. The Quarterly Report 
will present full detaIls of all available 
price indexes and will be released early in 
the third month of each quarter. 

Articles relating to new or revised 
construction price statistics will be pre-
sented in removable centre sections. For 
the convenience of subscribers, articles will 
be releised in both the Monthly Bulletin and 
the Quarterly Report.

Le bulletin mensuel renferme des indices dC-
tallies des prix des entrées dans is construction 
résidentielle et non résidentielle, et ui résumé 
des principaux indices présentés dana le rapport 
trimestriel. Les statistiques des prix dans is 
construction parattront habituellement dans le bul-
letin mensuel vers Is fin de chaque mois. Le rap- 
port trimestriel fournira des renseignements detail-
lés sur tous les indices de prix disponibles et sor-
tira au debut du troisième mois de chaque trimestre. 

Les articles traitant de statistiques nouvel-
les ou révisées des prix de la construction seront 
prêsentés dana des sections centrales mobiles. Au 
bénéfice des abonnés, ces articles paraftront dans 
le bulletin mensuel et le rapport trimestriel.
