17), and Construction Price Statistics, 
.ierly Report, Catalogue (62-008). 

The Monthly Bulletin contains detailed 
dential and non-residential construction 

Input price indexes, and a summary of the ma-
jor indexes presented in the Quarterly Report. 
Construction price statistics will normally 
be released in the Monthly Bulletin about 
the end of each month. The Quarterly Report 
will present full detaIls of all available 
price indexes and will be released early in 
the third month of each quarter. 

Articles relating to new or revised 
construction price statistics will be pre-
sented in removable centre sections. For 
the convenience of subscribers, articles will 
be rele'sed in both the Monthly Bulletin and 
the Quarterly Report.
